
A TOOK OF TEE WORLD.

A BANK OF ENGLAND BURGLAR CAPTURED
AT NILES-A DETECTIVE TRAVELS 22,-
000 MILES TO CAPTURE HIM.

STocKTox, Oct. 11.-Yesterday Chief
Detective Henderson, of London, and Chas.
Pinkerton, brother of Allan Pinkerton,
Cblef Detective of the Chicago police, suac-
ceeded in making the arrest at Niles, Ala-
med county, of Burgess, the burglar who
Lobbed the Bank of England and killed
McWilliams, the assistant cashier. Bur-
gess murdered the banker by striking him
on the wrist with a sing in which was a
lance that carried deadly poison into the
veins, producing instant death. lie then
took a pile of money, consisting of 1,000
sterling notes, the value ul a Bich was
250,000 sterling, or $1,500,000. The
murder and robbery occurred on August
13, 1877. The burglar, after the robbery,
was

TRACKED BY DETECTIVES
Through France and Switzerland to Vien-
na and London, thence to New York,thence
to San Francisco. He then went to China,
thence to Austraha, and back to San Fran-
cisco, July 3d. Lord Beaconsfield sent
word to Henderson that Burgess had been
seen in Australia, but he was too late, as
Burgess was on his way to San Francisco.
May 28, 1878, the burglar registered at the
Baldwin Hotel as S. O'Neill and wife, of
London. He then went to Sacramento and
registered at the hotel as Samuel Andrews,
of London. The detectives here lost all
track ofiim for several days,butby chance
learned that a woman of the town had in
her possession a curious Russian coin.
That inspired the deectives with new hope,
and they found the woman and obtained
the coin and a description of the man who
had given it to her. But he had left for
Stockton, where he remained till August
80th.

THEY FOLLOWED HIM TO NILES,
Where he was found with a pair of blank-
ets strapped to his back and ready to start
away. When confronted by the detective
he said, " Well, old man, you've got me at
last,"and gave himself up. He had but $150
on his person, but acknowledged his guilt,
and said that the greater part of the money
was burled im a spot 80 miles out of London.
He was taken to Sacramento in irons, and
thence be will go direct to London. Bur-
gess is a noted burglar, having been in
prison four years on another charge. A
reward of $250,000 was offered for his cap-
tnre. The detective traveled 22,000 miles
before he caught his man.

W. J. Jones, who was tarred and feather-
ed by Reno people and then sent out of
town on the westward bound train, was in
a pitiable condition when he reached
Truckee. The Republican says: " We saw
the victim Thursday night on the overland
train. He was in a truly pitiable condition.
Coal tar or gas tar had been used, and used
freely. This substance blisters like a mus-
tard plaster. The cuticle will peel off of
Mr. Jones just as if he had been boiled.
His hair and the wound on his head were
filled with tar. The hair stuck out in all
directions, or at least a mass of tar stuck
out. The sockets of his eyes were level
full with solid tar, which seemed to have
been poured into them and allowed to cool.
His whiskers seemed a large, unshapely
mass of tar. His face, neck and, we are
told, his entire body, had a thick coating.
The Vigilantes kindly clothed him before
putting him on the train. The sight might
have been ludicrous if it had not been ago-
nizing. The train was nearly three hours
in reaching Truckee. The pain endured by
the poor fellow was excruciating. Sight-
less, helpless, coated with a horrid, odorif-
erous substance, he sat silently with his
head bowed over. Occasionally his fingers
would grasp spasmodically at the open air.
Sometimes his body would twitch nervous.
ly, as it from the pain he endured. Arriv-
ing at Truckee Grandison Jones and an-
other colored man were put to work to re-
move the tar. It was an hour before Dr.
R. J. Goss was called and the linseed oil
which he prescribed obtained. Everybody
who saw the poor wretch pitied him. The
very men who performed the deed would
have pitied him. His sufferings were ex-
treme. His eyes were fairly burning out.
No one ever heard before of putting tar on
a man's face and in his eyes. For six
hours two men worked faithfully, neutrali-
sing the tar and removing it from his body.
We saw him this morning. His eyes were
terribly inflamed. It is doubtful if he ever
recovers his sight. It is feared that the
eye-balls have been burned and blistered
and forever destroyed."

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HORRIBLE APPEARANCE OP A CHINESE

LEPER.

S. F. Chronicle.
At a regular mo'ithliy meeting of the San

Francisco Medical S.lciety,Dr. Black called
attention to the case of the ( hinese leper,
Barn Foon, or Fat Foon, who was present.
Fat came forward at the doctor's motion,
and submitted very readily to inspection.
Stripping himself for that purpose and be-
traying no sensitiveness to the free hand-
ling of the medicos, who, on their part,
seemed to have little fear of contagion-
crowding very closely around him and
touching his face and person. His head
was by all means the worst looking part
of him, resembling one of our foot bills
seamed and cross seamed by gullies and
deep ravines. There were no scales upon
his face or body, but his ankles, which
were somewhat swollen, presented a scaly
appearance. He appeared at least 50 years
old, though his age was stated to be but 34.
The curiosity of the doctors being at last
satisfied, and Sarn Foon having resumed
his clothing and his seat, Dr. Black pro-
ceeded to read a paper -he had prepared,
with the assistance of the Chinese physi-
cian who had had this and several other
cases of leprosy under his charge, concern-
ing leprosy In general and this type and
case in particular. The particular type of
the disease called leprosy with which Sarn
was afflicted was tuberosis-a highly sig-
nificant name, as it caused the bead to ap-
proximate very closely in appearance to a
monstrous tuber. He was first attacked
with it in China, about three years before
he came to this country,or about four years
ago. He he has a wife and three children
in China. His general habits are good, and
he does not know what was the cause of
the disease. It is most common in those
parts of China which are low and marshy,
and where the inhabitants are poor and
have insufficient and improper food. After
the first year the disease is considered in-
curable. It is inherited but dies out gener-
aily in the third or fourth generation.
There is another species of leprosy, preva-
lent in the East, in which the body is cov-
ered with white scales, and the flesh, in-
stead of puffing up and seaming, rots and
falls away. This species is very contagious,
but tuberosis is not-under ordinary cir-
cumstauces. By continual close contact it
might be communicated. Dr. Loo Chan
Poey, the Chinese physician alluded to by
Dr. Black, was then introduced and an-
swered some questions through an inter-
preter. He did not consider this type of
the disease contagious to any considerable
extent. In the discussion that followed one
physician who had been a good deal among
the Chinese said the premonitory symptoms
of leprosy were similar to those of malarial
poisoning, and expressed the opinion that
the disease might become epidemic in the
low valleye of California, but in the coast
counties or the mountain districts he would
have no fear of it.

HE SUES A DRUGGIST WHO CRIBBED HIS

WEATHER GUESSES FOR AN ALMANAC.

A St. Louis telegram of the 30th to the
Chicago Tribune says : A curious lawsuit
came up in the United States District Court
to-day, in which Prof. Tice, the well-known
weather prophet, sues Jacob S. Merrill,
druggist, for $5,000 damages for making
use of his weather forecasts in an almanac.
The petition of the plaintiff opens with a
relation of the fact that Prof. John Tice le-
gally procured a copyright for a book called
"Prof. Tice's Almanac for the year 1877."
Then the petition proceeds in this wise :
" Plaintiff further states that soon after he
had secured the said copyright of said book
as aforesaid, and given notice thereof as
aforesaid, the defendant wrongfully and
illegally commenced an infringement, so
and thereby secured to the plaiutilZ in
this, to-wit : That, in the month of De-
cember, 1875, or thereabouts, defendant
published a book called " Merrill's Alma-
nac," meaning thereby the defendant, in
which the defendant published, under the
title of " Probable Weather," in the form
of foot-notes, consisting of forecasts of the
probable weather for each day of the year
1877; that in the publication of said foot-
notes tbe defendant copied substantially
the substance of the foot-notes of the prob-
able weather published by the plantiff in
the book aforesaid." Two offences are al-
leged to have occurred-one in December,
1878, the other in December, 1877. The
answer of the defendant denies each and
every allegation in plaintiff's petition, ex-
cept that plaintiff and defendant are citi-
zens of the United States of America, State
of Missouri and City of St. Louis. Three
witnesses were on the stand this morning,
and some of the evidence was quite amu-
sing. The case will be decided to-morrow.

TE VISSNB' SONES.

A GREAT CURIOSITY AT COLOGNE.

Cologne Letter in Philndelphis Ledger.

The Virgins' bones are a greater curios-
ity of Cologne than the Cathedral, and
yet we rarely hear of them in America.
Among thousands of legends of the Rhine
is that of the pious St. Ursula and the elev-
en thousand Virgins, who, 1,400 years ago,
went up the river on a pilgrimaze to Rome,
and returning were all murdered by the
Hans. Their bones were gathered togeth-
er, and in some way unexplained, were
brought to Cologne and buried in a com-
mon tomb, over which, after many years,
was erected the present church of St. Ursu.
is, which is 850 years old. Subsequently the
bones were exhumed from beneath the
church, brought up into it and placed
around it forming one of the most extra-
ordinary disolays that the eyes of man
ever witnessed. The church is not very
large, and its heavy walls, low ceilings,
and ancient style of construction show its
antiquity. All around this church are en-
cased the skulls and bones, huge stone re-
ceptacles being filled with them, with ap-
ertures in the sides through which the
bones can be seen, and the skulls being
put on little rows of shelves divided off like
pigeon holes. All the skulls have the part
below the forehead covered with fine needle
work and embroidery, and some of them
are inlaid with pearls and other precious
stones.

The collection is certainly a remarkable
one, there being, besides the collection of
bones, 1,800 of these skulls arranged in
cases around the church, whilst in a room
known as the Treasury, which is about 30
feet square, there are 732 more skulls on
the walls, and the entire upper portion is
covered with bones, which are arranged
everywhere, excepting where the windows
let in light. Here, under special glass
cases, are the skulls of St. Ursula herself,
her lover and several of the principal vir-
gins, together with the bones of her right
and left foot and one arm. There are also
other relies, including one of the alabaster
vases wherein the Savior turned the water
into wine. This vase would hold about
four gallons, but part of the mouth and one
handle are gone, and it is so cracked and
dilapidated that it probably would hold
very little now.

A HERO OF THE PLAINS.

WIDESPREAD REGRET FOR THE DEATH OF

LIEUTENANT COLONEL LEWIS-FURTHER
PARTICULARS OF HIS CAREER.

OMAHA, Neb., Oct. 1. 1878.
No event since Gen. Custer's massacre

has been learned by the officers of this de-
partment with so much sorrow as the death
of Lieutenant-Colonel W. H. Lewis, of the
Nineteenth Infantry, who was mortally
wounded Sept. 28th, in a canion at Famish-
ed Woman's Fork, 60 miles southeast of
Fort Wallace, in an engagement with the
Cheyennes in ambush and who died three
hours later. Three men in his command
were wounded. From dispatches publish-
ed it is believed here the military were
driven back. One dead Indian was found
on the field and many saddle horses and
much stock were captured. Darkness pre-
vented a pursuit by the troops. Col. Lewis'
remains were sent to Fort Wallace. Col.
Lewis was remarkable for his courage and
brilliancy. He led a column of Cavalry in
a famous expedition during 1864 from
Fort Leavenworth to Utah, 1,100 miles,and
requiring two months. In tha t perilous
march through a country roamed by many
large bands of hostile Indians, whenever a
question arose as to which of two routes
should be taken, he unhesitatingly, chose
the more direct one. This was often only
a trail at most, unknown to guides and
through a strange region, where wood and
water were scarce. That march was ac-
complished" without the loss of a man or
horse.

AMONG THE MORMONS.

As the commandant at Camp Douglas in
the height of Mormon power, in spite of a
lack of support from the Government, he
protected the lives of the Gentiles and
restrained Brigham Young's aggressions.
In the Department of Montana,under Gen.
Terry, he sustained his old record for bril-
liancy, courage and an inflexible will. He
participated in several of the best known
Indian fights, often leading his columns
against Sioux, Comanches, Arapahoes and
Dogs.

It was a band of Cheyennes who killed
him. Col. Lewis was remarkable for the
same qualities as Custer and had an equal-
ly extended experience on the Plains. He
was graduated at West Point in 1849, and
many officers in this Department, notably
Gen. Robert Williams, were with him
there. He was 49 years of age, a native of
Alabama, and, it is said, formerly a resi-
dent of New York City. Gen. Sheridan
acknowledged his ability in placing him at
the head of the most important expedition
in the present Cheyenne pursuit, which is
rapidly assuming the magnitude of a bloody
campaign.

A COLONY OF MONKS.-If the report that
Pennsylvania is to become the home of a
colony of Trappist Monks is true,it is a no-
table event in the religious history of the
State. Two hundred of these austere men,
it is said, are to be sent from the home of
the order in France and located on lands in
Pennsylvania. This will be the second at-
tempt to locate the order upon our soil. As
early as 1808 a colony came to this State,
where, however, they remained but briefly,
removing from this point to Kentucky,
Missourl,llhnois and finally to Nova Scotia,
where, we believe, they still remain. It is
not likely that many proselytes will be
drawn to the order here, especially if the
monks prove true to the vows of their or-
der. They are among the most ascetic of
all the religious orders, and their modes of
life are so primitive that Americans are not
likely to be drawn toward them. The or-
der has fallen into disrepute in Enrope,and
has been severely persecuted and totally
suppressed In some countries, among which
are Germanny, Switzerland and even Italy.
It is not likely that it will make itself felt
among us, being too weak In numbers and
lnfluence, besides the qeties which the
abstespicus life of its v 're is apt to ore-
ate.-Laucsster Xe,. Bra.

They say that he will be
the choice of the solid South, and that Ran-
dall will have no strength from that section
Gen. Garfield said to an acquaintance to-
day, that although his absence from the
next Congress will be a great loss to the
party and country, yet the gallant fight he
made, and the consistent and firm stand he
maintained on the money question, have
won for him respect from all parties in the
State, and he is bound'to be the next Gov-
ernor of Ohio.

-Our monument to George Washing-
ton has not yet been built, but the bronze
statue of Kamehameha, conqueror and or-
ganizer of the Sandwich Islands, the cen-
tennial of whose discovery is to be thus
commemorated by doing up the first king
in heroic metal, has been ordered in Bos-
ton and will soon be ready.-Philadelphsa
Times.
