THE PROBATE JUDGUZ*P.

The Democratic Convention nominated for Pro-

bate Judge the Hon, J. B. Wilcox, of Butte, a gen-
tleman enjoying the confidence of the entire commu-

nity, and in every way well fitted for the ofce to

which he was chosen. Shortly after his nomination
Mr. Wilcox was approached by certain prominent

Republicans with the proposition that, in the event
of his election, he should appoint a certain gentle-

man, whose name was mentioned, to the office of
Public Administrator. This proposition was bathed

by the assurance that if be would give the stipulated

promise,binding himself to make the appointment re-
ferred to, " there would be no trouble about his elec-

tion." But Mr. Wilcox did not swallow the bait-did
not accept the bribe. Unfortunately for this little

scheme he is a man of upright character, who would

not stoop to any such corruption, although by sodo-

A few days after Mr.Wilcox's
refusal to become a party to this little job, Mr.
Warren, Chairman of the Republican Committee,
received a letter suggesting the withdrawal of Mr.

It is somewhat singular that the Probate

Judgeship, an office which in all probabili-
ty during the ensuing term will require
more work for a less compensation than any
other in the county, and which at best, it
is estimated, will not yield over $1200 per
annum, should be the one over which the
most ado is made in the campaign. The
extracts given above are from an article of
over a column length in the Miner. They
contain, however, the gist of it all, and
contain so much that is untrue and a griey-
ous wrong toward the gentlemen implica-
ted and interested, directly and indirectly,
that we deem it proper to correct them.

To make the matter clear, we will state
that it is an open secret ; the "certain
prominent Republican" referred to is Pro-
bate Judge O'Bannon; the "certain gen-
tleman whose name was mentioned," and
who it is alleged was to be made Public
Administrator, is Mr. George W. Irvin,now
holding that position, and the. letter sug-
gesting the change on the Ticket, received
by Mr. Warren, was written by Mr. H. H.
Zenor, of Deer Lodge. We have in our
possession several letters and documents
bearing on and denying the above whic h
would occupy a couple or three columns of
this paper. They will be submitted to Mr.
Johnston, editor of the Miner, for his infor-
mation, and we have no doubt whatever he
will, on reading them, promptly correct the
errors alluded to. This, however, cannot
be done in time to reach the mass of voters
in the county before election and we give
some of the main points from them that
any wrong impression conveyed by the
Miner article may be removed.

1. Mr. O'Bannon states, over his signa-
ture, that he "was in Butte before and in-
cluding the time of the assembling of the
last Republican County Convention.

Republican, neither he nor I should expect
his continuance as Public Administrator if
any party pressure was brought to bear
against him, or if he (Mr. W.) had obliga-
ted himself to, or had preferences for, any
other person. I gave him no promises or
assurances of support either on the part of
Mr. Irvin or myself or the Republican party
conditioned upon Mr. Irvin's appointment,
and asked no pledges or promises from him.

The version as published in the Miner, no
matter upon what authority, if it in any
way relates to any conversation in which I
took part, is unjust, malicious and false.
Mr. Wilcox was only "approached " by me
as a gentleman and a friend. There was no
"bait," no "little scheme," no "bribe,"
no "corruption" or any attempt at any.
Neither.was there any virtuous indignation
or any occasion for it."

This is explicit and to the point, but lest
it might still be thought by any one that
Mr. Wilcox did not regard the conversa-
tion in the same light as Mr. O'Bannon, we
quote from a letter written by J. B. Wil-
cox, Xsq., to Goo. W. Irvin, dated Butte,
Oct. 19, 1878, in which he says in referring
to the above conversation :

",I spoke of your proposition to me
"through O'Bannon, a proposition perfect-
""g honorable in itself, and in which I am
"at a loss to see any reflection upon
" O'Bannon, and none upon you as you now
" stand with me after receiving your late
"letter."

We think the above from Messrs. Wilcox
and O'Bannon, the only two persons in the
world who heard the conversation, ought
to be suacient to satisfy the most skeptical
that all the Miner's fanfaronade about
baits, bribes and corruption, and that is
the foundation stone on which its whole
columa of electioneering gush is reared, is
merest moonshine. Mr. Irvin isprobably
the most efficient Public Administrator
there has ever been in Montana.

TSE EASTERN OYCLONE.

rMMENSE DESTRUCTION OF LIFE AND
PROPERTY.

NEW YORK, Oct. 24.-Dispatches from
all points show the storm of yesterday was
Doe of the most violent experienced for
years. The storm came from the tropics,
and from midnight till noon, rapidly in-
oreasing in energy, had its center near Ban-
gor. It was attended with an unnsually
heavy rain fall. At Washington the rain
fall was 3.54 inches, at Baltimore 2.74,Nor-
folk 2.80, Lynchburg 2.01, and Smithville,
N. C., 4.32.

At Cape May the wind blew 34 miles an
hour, drove the tide upon the meadows be-
tween the city and the main land, covering
the railroad track 3 feet and preventing the
trains from leaving. The hotels and cotta-
ges were badly damaged, also the Beach
drive, and the yachts, sloops and schooners
were blown ashore.

At Baltimore the property along the
wharves suffered much, and disasters on the
bay are feared.

Aleng the line of the Philadelphia, Wil-
mington and Baltimore railroad the loss is
serious.

The storm was serious on the Boned and
along the New England coast. The lighter
craft were heavily hammered.

At Mount Washington, at 5 p. in., the
wind was blowing 120 miles an hour, with
heavy rain.

WILMINGTON, Del.. Oct. 24.-South Wil-
mington is completely inundated and a
number of people had to seek shelter in the
upper stories of their house. About 75
buildings are wholly are partially unroofed.
In the city four or five were carried away
by the flood and six blown down.

The schoongr Buckeye, from this port,
Captain Appleton, master, was wrecked
about three miles from Newcastle. The
captain, his wife and two sons and a sea-
man were drowned.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 24.-At Phoenix-
ville, this morning, the storm unrooofed
houses, uprooted trees, demolished barns,
and otherwise did great damage to property
and products. From various points in the
Schuylkill Valley all speak of great loss of
property.

Out of all the collieries in Mahoning dis-
trict only thirty are able to work owing to
the storm.

Williamsport was inundated. Walnut,
Center, Elmira, Hepburn, Pine and Mar-
ket streets are all badly flooded, and the
Philadelphia & Erie railroad is under wa-
ter at several points. The damage is esti-
mated at $30,000. Reports from Easton,
Lancaster, West Chester and Reading all
tell the same story, and it seems the coun-
try surrounding Philadelphia suffered al-
most as heavily as the city.

BALTIMORE, Oct. 24.-The steamer Thos.
Weems, after a terrible experience, was
rescued by the Tangier and towed to Cris.
field harbor, where she now lies.

All on board are
well.

The Premonition of War.
LoNDoN, Oct. 29.-A dispatch from Vi-

enna says England has confidentially direct-
ed the attention of Austria to the serious
aspect of affairs in Turkey, but has not yet
made any direct attempt to bring about a
common action by the powers, although
she has brought forward the matter iMdi-
vidually at St. Petersburg.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 29.-The Porte

Moonshiners Indicted.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25,-Some 400 illicit
distillers and tobacco blockaders now in-
dicted before the United States Court at
Statesville, N. C., have petitioned the U.S.
Internal Revenue Bureau to have the same
clemency extended to them as was recently
extended to a number of illicit distillers in
South Carolina, excepting only those who
had resisted the revenue officers. They
offer to pledge themselves, if this clemency
is granted, not only to abstain from fur-
ther violations of the internal revenue laws
themselves, but to use their influence to
prevent others from doing so. The De-
partment will probably grant their request.

A Growl from the Thunderer.
LONDON, Oct. 25.-The Times, in a lead-

er, says Russia ventures to stand in the
way of the execution of the Berlin treaty
because she trusts to the forbearance of
others. A word spoken in earnest by Eng-

Damages Donein the Quaker City.

PPILA.DELPHIA, Oct. 24.-By yesterday's
storm in this city 884 dwellings and stores

were unroofed and otherwise injured, and
several completely demolished. Besides
these there were badly injured 31 churches,
23 schools, 35 factories and workshops, 5
hotels, 2 elevators and fifty other large
buildings, such as depots, ferry houses,
mills and railroad ofmees. The fatal acci-
dents were six and seriously injured 13.
In the southern part of the city, known as

the Neck, the Delaware overflowed its

banks for a distance of one mile from the

usual course, and the inhabitants were
taken from the second stories of houses in

boats sent out from the Navy Yard. Only
one man was drowned in this section, but
the loss of live stock is very great. The

well known land mark, the large ship house
at the League Island Navy Yard, was lev-

eled to the ground. It is impossible to es-
timate the loss in money, as it is distribu-
ted in various amounts between hundreds
of owners, but it is generally estimated at

$2,000,000, the following being among the
heaviest losers : Christ's P. E. Church,
Germantown, $40,000 to $50,000; Pennsyl-
vania railroad depot, West Philadelphia,
$32,000; bridge at the falls or the Schuyl-
kill, $30,000; Walnut street Presbyterian
church. $32,000; First Baptist church, $35,-
000; Schomacker's piano manufactory,
$15,000 to $20,000; Jones & Son's knitting
mills, $20,000. The shipping interests
also suffered severely, eight vessels being

reported sunk and twenty-two damaged in
this harbor.

Survey of the Northern Pacific.

NEw Your, Oct. 19.-Col. W. Milner
Roberts, Chief Engineer of the Northern
Pacific Railroad, arrived in New York on
Thursday. Col. Roberts has been in Wash-

ington Territory since last July, making a
survey through the Cascade Mountains.
He says: "There are 105 miles of the main

road, and 35 miles of branch road in opera-
tion. The object of my survey was to find
a suitable route by which the California
road may be connected by a line extending
east with the main line, which ends at Du-
luth. For this purpose I have been survey-
ing all summer. We had two parties, 20
men in each, working east and west to-
ward each other, and the progress of our

work was satisfactory. The object of the
line is to develop resources of the country
lying 500 miles or thereabouts north of the
Union Pacific road."

The Yellow Fever Contribution.

MEMpHis, Oct. 29.-The weather has
moderated and a light rain has been falling
since early this morning. From 0 o'clock

last night until noon to-day undertakers
report orders for seven interments. The
following is a copy of a telegram of the re-
lief committees in the principal cities of
the county :

Charged With Fraud.
LONDON, Oct, 22.-The whole manage-

ment of the City of Glasgow bank, name-
ly, the secretary, managing director and
six directors, were arrested on Saturday on
a charge of fraud. They are confined sep-
arately and are not allowed to communi-
cate with any person. They all declare
that they would have surrendered volun-
tarily if they had known they were wanted.

GLASGow, Oct. 21.-The directors of the
City of Glasgow bank, arrested on the
charge of fraud, were remanded until
to-morrow. Of the directors, W. E. Tay-
lor is ex-town collector of Glasgow, mem-
ber of the school board and partner in a
large grain-dealing firm in the north of
Scotland; Inglis is a landed proprietor in
the east of Scotland; Louis Potter is mem-
ber of a large shipping firm in Glasgow;
Wright is a member of an East Indian firm
in London and Glasgow, Robert Salmond
was manager of the City of Glasgow bank
when it stopped in 1857; Stewart is an Ed-
inburg merchant. The arrests created a
great deal of sensation but met with gene-
ral approval.

Anderson Retracts.

NEW YORK, Oct. 26.-The Tribune's
Washington special says: James E. An-
derson, witness before the Potter commit-
tee, has been for some time trying to make
terms with Secretary Sherman and Judge
Shellabarger for a retraction of his whole
story about the mythical Sherman letter.
The oilers of Anderson have been refused,
both because it would be improper to bar-
gain for a retraction, and because Sherman
did not care whether Anderson made a re-
traction or not. A dispatch from Indian-
apolis says Anderson will print his retrac
tion to-day, it having been given to one of
the papers there.

Prairie Fires.
CHICAGO, Oct. 24.-Iowa, Nebraska and

Kansas advices indicate prairie fires still
raging in each of those States, destroying
grain bridges, barns and other property.
The flames were most destructive 20 miles
southeast of Sioux City in Iowa; along the
North Platte, Nebraska, and South Platte
rivers in Western Nebraska; and in Rush,
Ness, Ellis, Trego, Grove, Wallace, Deca-
tur, Graham and Rooks counties. In Kan-
sas many persons perished in the flames,
and an unconfirmed report prevailed in
Lincoln, Nebraska, yesterday, that Albion,
Boone county, a town of 250 inhabitants,
had ben ntterly destroyed. The fires, in
some cases, are supposed to have been
lighted by the Cheyennes.

KING ALFONSO SHOT AT IN MADRID.

NEW YoRuK, Oct. 28.-The Herald's
Madrid special says : The excitement oc-
casioned by the attempt on King Alfonso's
life has not by any means died out. The
criminal fired from the sidewalk in front of
the house No. 93, Calle Major, not far from
the arched entrance to the Plaza Major.
He aimed too low, however, and the ball
passed through the hand of a soldier stand-
ing guard on the opposite side of the street.
The King saw the flash, and with an invol-
untary movement of his hand checked his
horse, he then rode tranquilly onward to-
ward the palace. Several women who were
standing near the man who fired the shot
pointed him out with loud cries and he was
at once arrested. He did not make the

slightest attempt to escape. Terrible in-
dignation was manifested among the peo-
ple.

Gen. Grant was standing, when the shot
was fired, at the window of the Hotel de
Paris. This hotel looks across the great
central plaza of Madrid directly down the
Calle Major. Grant, who was following
with his eyes the progress of the royal cav-
alcade which had just passed across the
Puerta del Sol before him, said to the
Herald correspondent that he saw clearly
the flash of the assassin's pistol.

The Sherman Letter Revived.

INDIANAPOLIs, Oct. 25.-Saturday's Her-
ald will contain an interview with John E.

Anderson, now stopping in this city. An-
derson clears up the mystery surrounding
the Sherman letter, and exonerates Secre-
tary Sherman from all complicity in the
matter. He says the authorship of the
Sherman letter lies between Senator Kel-
logg and Conquest Clark, who was his pri-
vate secretary at the time; that Mrs. Jenks
never saw it; that the original letter is now
in the possession of a gentleman of Phila-
delphia, and can be produced at any time.
He says Kellogg could exonerate Sherman
at any time, and will do so as soon as the
Louisiana appointments made in his inter-
est are confirmed. The interview makes

two and a half columns and embodies a
racy history of Louisiana politics, inciud-
ing some interesting facts not heretofore
made public. Anderson says he was made
the dupe of Sypher, his cousin, and com-
pelled to go before the Potter committee;
that Sypher got a fee of $3,500 by pre-
tending that he was Anderson's go-be-
tween.

Mining Decision.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 22.-The Commis-
sioner of the General Land Office in decid-
ing the matter of the Hope Mining Co.'s
application for patent, for the Potosi lode,
announces the following new and important
ruling in regard to the width of all lode
claims, referring to section 2320 of the Re-
vised Statutes, which provides that no
claim shall extend more than 300 feet on
each side of the vein at the surface. He
says when the vein outcrops at the surface
there can be no question as to the point
from which the lateral measurement must
begin; but when discovered, the shaft de-
velops the vein at some distance below the
surface, and the location does not deter-
mine by any further prospecting, that the
nearest actual surface point is elsewhere,
and the fact does not otherwise appear, I
am of the opinion that the point of the
vein so discovered must be assumed to be the
middle of the vein and the lateral measure-
ment be calculated thereupon. The law is
mandatory, and contemplates that but 300
feet shall be taken on either side of the
vein, and compliance with the law necessi-
tates the fixing of a point from which these
measurements begin. I think the rule

side being more than 300 feet from the dis-
covery opening, the plot and field notes are
returned to the Surveyor-General for cor-
rection. All other objections and protests
against the company's application are,how-
ever, overruled.

The Cheyennes.
CAMP RomNisoN, Neb., 6 ct. 25.-Tues-

day afternoon Companies B and D, Third
Cavalry, under command of Capt. J. B.
Johnson and Lieut. Thompson,while scout-
ing in the sand hills about 70 miles south-
east of this post, came upon about 150
Cheyennes under Chie: Dull Knife. The

hostiles at first showed fight, but seeing
themselves outnumbered, gave up. and
were brought into Major Carlton's camp on
Chadron creek, where they were disarmed
and their stock taken away,the latter num-
bering about 140 horses and mules, were
sent here.

A courier from Chadron creek this even-
ing reports that when the hostiles were in-
formed that their destination was Camp
Robinson, they refused to go and scattering
over the prairie began digging rifle pits
with their hunting knives. They appeared
to have rifles secreted which they secured,
having given up only a few old guns and
revolvers. Artillery has been sent out
from here to shell them from their positions
should they continue their resistancA.
