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TEE GOTHASD TUNNEL.

THE GREATEST ENGINEERING PROJECT OF
THE CENTURY.

Harper's Weekly.

The building of the Mont Cenis tunnel
through the Savoy Alps to France, and the
Brenner road to Austria, have made it ab-
solutely necessary for Germany and Switz-
erland to choose between losing the travel
and commerce of the South and Luilding a
mountain railroad and series of tunnels
that shall eclipse anything of the kind in
the world. The world knows how they
have chosen. In 1881 Italy, Germany and
Switzerland voted large subventions for
the building of a road, to be commenced at

1, enco, running from the Lake of Lucerne,in
Switzerland, to Lake Maggiore, in Italy, a
distance of 108 miles. Twenty-one per
cent., or nearly 120,000 feet of all this dis-
tence, was to be tunneled through moun-
tains of granite. The total length of the
main tunnel, which enters the Alps at
Goeschenen in Switzerland and emerges at
Airolo in Italy, is 48,936 feet. A number
of the smaller tunnels, bringing the road
up to the proper level in the Alps, exceed
7,000 feet. On the Lake of Lucerne, too,
there will be important tunnels and gal-
leries out alongside of or under

High above the waters of the lake. At the
time the international treaty for this great
undertaking was signed it was believed
that the work could be done for the sum of
187,000,000 francs. A company was or-
ganized with 34,000,000 francs of stock, in
20 shares, and 68,000,000 francs of mort-
gage bonds. Italy presented the underta-
king with 45,000,000 francs. Germany and
Switzerland each gave 20,000 francs. The
work, nowever, was not more than fairly
under way when it was discovered, to the
astonishment of everybody, that an awful
mistake had been made in estimating the
cost, and that, instead of 187,000,000 francs,
289,060,000 would be required to complete
the word as at first proposed-a blunder in
estimates of 102,000,000 francs This
blundering calculation threatened all sorts 1
of bad results. The stock of the company t
ran down to a minimum, and hundreds of c
families were nearly ruined by the col-
lapse. The bonds shared in the crash, and
even the most ardent friends of the enter-
prise feared that the money which had been
so lavishly given was buried under the t
mountains forever. It became a serious
question whether the work would have to
be completely abandoned. There certainly f
was no choice, except to lose all that had h
been done or to add many millions more to I
the subvention. - c

THE TIMES WERE HARD,
Financial crises were imminent everywhere,
and war was raging on the continent. Ev-
erybody was discouraged. Some of the
little cantons of Switzerland, which would
receive the most benefit from the coniple-
tion of the tunnel, refused to lift a hand or
to spend another dollar. In the face of
all opposition, however, the money has, at
this writing, been almost raised. Tne
three countries parties to the treaty, have
added largely to their subsidies, and the
leading Swiss railways and cities have each
ap sp ,o portioned to the advantages

fact, has never stopped. The contract for
this enormous work is the most interesting.
It was granted to Mr. Louis Favre, of
Geneva. By its terms M. Favre promises
to deliver the works of the tunnel, com-
pleted, by the 1st of October, 1880. For
each day that the work may be done b3fore
that time the company agrees to pay him
$1,000. On the other hand, however, the
contractor is bound to pay handsomely for
all delays. For every single day in arrear
of contract he forfeits $1,000. If delay
continues six months the forfeit is $2,000
per day; and should he be one year in ar-
rear with his work he surrenders the con-
tract and forfeits $1,000,000. which he, and
his friends for him, have deposited with
the company as security. On January 1,
1877, the headings, or a sort of advanced
gallery eight feet square, pushed forward
at the top of the tunnel, were half way in.
Whether the gigantic work can really be
completed within the time specified, is a
grave question for M. Fanvre. Opinions
differ, and even engineers can do little mor2
than guess.

The Misfortunes of a Chevelier.

our rich prairies. The first year's efforts
resulted in losing his entire crop of corn and

vegetables in the grasshopper scourge.
The second year: he suffered some damage

by the grasshoppers and lost all of his hay

by prairie fires, though his stacks were well

protected with fire-breaks, and to cap the
climax the fires of last week swept down

upon him and made complete destruction
of all his grain and other property, as well
as the house of Mr. Foster, in which him-
self and family resided. Truly Mr. Finotti
has had to withstand a hard streak of lack.

A Gang of Train Robbers Surprised in Camp.
Kansas City Special to the Globe-Democrat.

About noon to-day word was received at
the headquarters of the Kansas Pacific
railway, in this city, that an organized
band of train robbers had been captured
and killed ; while attempting to rob an ex-
press car on train No. 2, bound west. The
rumor was founded on the following facts :
Last Thursday night a detective gained in-
formation that an attempt would be made
to rob the express car of the Kansas Pa-
cific on Saturday morning, at Rock Spring,
a small station 204 miles west of this city.
The information was obtained from one of
the gang, who came into Brookfield and
gave his " pards " away, claiming that they
had " done him dirt." Acting on this in-
formation, the Sheriffs of Rice, Hays and
Saline counties organized a band of picked
men and started for the rendezvous of the
robbers. It was known just where they
were, and a descent was made about day-
light, and a terrible fight took place. The
robbers were armed with Sharp's shooters
and seemed to know of the attack. Mike
Rourke, known as Big Mike, and the leader
of the gang who robbed the Kansas City,
St. Joe and Council Bluffs train at
Winthrop, and the Atchison, Topeka and
Santa Fe at Kinsley, was captured. Dan
Dement, another of the gang, was wound-
ed, and escaped into the brush, while the
remaining three fled in the darkness. A
posse of men are now chasing them in a
southerly direction, and it is thought that
a fight will take place near ifort Dodge, as
a telegram has been sent to that point for
aid. A reward of $3,000 bas been offered for
Rourke's capture and he is now en route to
Junction City on a special train, chained
and guarded by four resolute men. It has
been known for two weeks that this rob-
bery has been intended, and Superintend-
ent Oakes has had all train men heavily
armed. The capture of the leader will
break up one of the most powerful gangs of
train robbers in the country.

AN ELABORATE ORATOR.-The fine
speeches of Loaid Dufferin, which read as
if they were delivered extemporaneously,
are really prepared and committed to mem-
ory with the greatest care. He works out
a speech generally in the morning and dic-
tates it to his short-hand writer, who then
transcribes his notes upon large sheets of
foolscap, writing upon every second line
and leaving a margin of half the page. The
extended manuscript is then returned to
Lord Dufferin, who improves his composi-
tion until sometimes scarcely a word of the
original conception remains. The amend-
ed copy is then returned to the secretary,
who makes a fresh transcription. This, in
turn, undergoes transcription, and a third,
and often a fourth transcription will be or-
dered until Lord Dufferin is satisfied,
Then he reads and repeats his periods over
slowly, walking up and down and reciting
paragraph by paragraph.

Ladies and mchildren traveling alone were always placed
under his protection, and were well cared
for. His life when in New York was one
continued round of visits to the houses of
those who had made passages with him.

Many things strike me as being peculiar
to New England. The roads are as good
as our pikes in the west, being naturally
hard and smootb.

decorously with lichens. Nothing is bare.
new, crude or raw. Everything seems to
have been finished, and the order of life
settled for several generations. There are
no new buildings, no improvements or in-
novations, but the same buildings grow
grey with age and gather lichens on them,
and the people walk in the ruts that their
fathers walked in and never do anything
striking or original. Farming is done in a
careful, frugal manner, and nothing is al-
lowed to go to waste. There is no specula-
tion. A real estate agent would starve
here; so would a surveyor. Every one in-
vests in slow-going concerns that pay mod-
erate interest, and, when one of them fails,
'tis as if the granite of tLeir hills had been
riven, and the old established order of
things dissolved into chaos. If any one is
enterprising or original he goes out WVest,
or to the cities, and the country is le-ft with
a conservative orthodox population who
have respect for ancient traditions. In
upset established customs, and disregard
the traditions of their forefathers, would
seem to them like pulling down the pillars
of the universe upon themselves, and top-
pling all together in a crash of dust and
confusion. It is interesting to be a specta-
tor and look on, but I should kick against
the pricks if I had to live in this nithodox
dullness. I should want to do some unpre-
cedented thing to startle the inhabitants of
this mill-pond existence, just as I used to
have a desire to talk out loud in A Quaker
meeting, or throw a book across the house
and startle the elders on the topmost
seats.

Shall the Farmer be Educated I
Although it has been said that every

farmer should not try to be a geologist,
meteorologist, chemist, etc., or to study
medicine to be his own doctor, or law to
make it unnecessary to employ a lawyer,
or theology with the sole view of doing his
own preaching, still there is little doubt
that all general information, and the more
exact the better, has a tendency, if well
applied, to be us ful to the farmer's best
interests.

The
man who grows crops must understand the
nature of soils, which contalus more re-
search than would enable him to arrive at
the conclusion that one is sandy and an-
other clayey, etc. Also, if he would mar,
ket his crops to the best advantage and
properly attend to the multitude of affairs
that accumulates abous the farmer of to-
day, he must posmess one knowledge be-
yond the common bL.tcbes of readings
writing and arithsuetie. 'iat kind of an
qdustlOp, thea, suetd: the. f evr blewu?
