RIMENTAL TO LABOR.

The complaint that machinery robs the |
laborer of his only capilal is entirely uo-|
founded. - Machinery vever lesseued the
amoont of work to be doue, though it bas
constantly changed the character of the
work. The labor-saving machinery em-
ployed in agricnltare 18 almost entirely the
product of the inventions of the past thirky

years. In no part of the world Las the in-
wodnction of such maci wry been wore
genpra‘l or more tapid than o the grain-

growing States of the Woest,  The resnlt is
ghown in the ceusus reporcts.  Dhning the
ten years endieg in 1569 the farm hands of
those States increased in nnmbers more
than 50 per cent.  During the next ten, in
spite of the losses of the war, the increase
was about 20 per cent.  During the same
twenty years the population of the eountry
288 whole increased only 67 per cent. \When
Walter 1lunt invented his sewing-machine
'jp 1888, Lis wife protested that it would
throw all the sewing women out of employ-
ment, apd persnaded him to suppress if.

WORK FOR WOMEN TO DO.
Notwithstanding the thonsands of family
machines in use, the number of persons
earning a living with the sewing machine
in this country 18 to-day much greater in
propurtmn to the population than was the
pumber of tailos and sewing-women before
the invention of the macbine which a re-
cent pretended laborlover has classed with
the steam engine as one of the two worst
evils that ever befel mankind., In noting
its influence upon labor we must not forget
the 20,000 or more mechanics employed in
our sewing machine factories, and the
thonsands of others cogaged in mining and
making the iron, cutting avd sawing the
lumber, and in transporting and preparing
thess raw materials for the machines and
their eases; nor the men employed in malk-
ing the macluues used in the construction
of sewing-machines and in transporting
and selling the finished product. Counting
these, the invention appears in 1ts traelight
ag a great creator of labor; and the average
wages of the persons directly or indirectly
employed by the sewing machine is doubt-
less four or five times thst of the old-time
gewers. Itis but alittle while since a me-
tropolitan paper of high rank poi uted to
the shoe business as furnishing a forcible
illnstration ef the disastrous

with men. The truth is that while within
twenty years not iess tban eighiy-five per
cent of the work done on factory bootsand
ghoes has been turned over to machinery,
there are to-day more men at work io shoe
factories than then, and more than would
now be employed except for machinery. It
is but apother illustration of the old indus-
trial paradox. During these years of rapid
progress in invention, the cost of materials
bas advanced, wages have nearly doubled,
and the quality of factory boots and shoes
has heen improved 25 per cent. ; yet the
cost of manufactore has been g0 much re-
duced by new and improved machinery that
American shoes have not ouly excluded the
foreign made from our market, but Lave
sucoessfully invaded the markets of the

and Lord of Loyne, Ta 1041 the eighth
Earl was made a Marguis by King Charlzs
under peculiar circumstances. [Ile had
fought against the King and his allies, avd
as late as 1640 had marched against the
Earl of Athel, who wazin arms for the
King. Yet, in 1641, when the King vis-
ited Edinburgh, he sent for his foeman and
made him a Marguois. In 1701 the tentlk
Ear] was made Duke of Argyle, Marquis of
Lorne aud Kintyre, Earl Campbell and |
Cowal, Viscount Lochow and Glenilla,
Baron Toverary, Mull, Morven and Tiry.
A man, oue would think, might find it dif-
ficult to carry more titles than these ; but
the second Duke, in addition to his
hereditary title of Argyle, was created
Baron Chatham, Earl of Greenwich, and
Duke of Greenwich. Iis brother, who sue-
ceeded him, was raised tothe peerage be-
fore ie came to the ducal honors, by the ti-
tles of Viscount and Earl of Isla and Baron
Oronsay, Danoon, and Avrose. The fifth
Duke was made Baron Sundridge in his
father’s lifetime ; while the sixth Duke, be-
fore coming wto the chief bonors of
family, sat in the House of Lordsas Baron
Hamilton, The youngest branches of the
family have aisc had honors and distine-
tions showered upon them. They have
borne the titlesiof Farl of Athol, Earl of
London, Baron Clyde, Baron Kintyre,
Baron Campbell, Baroness Btratheden, ete.
The chiefs have been decorated with the
Garter and the Thistle. They have exer-
cised as much inflaence in English affairs as
in Scotch, They have set up and over-
thrown Kings ;if they bave neversat on
the throne, they have carried the crown at
coronations; they have been great in the
Bepate and the field, Ouoe Argyle fell at
Halidon Hill; another breathed his last at
Flodden Field,

The
old man clung to his team, fighting the
Indians, who commenced shooting at him
with arrows, Meantime Hudson commen-
ced to drive off his team, but the animals
were frightened and ran off, While run-
ning to catch them he was shot dead, Af-
ter firing seven arrows into Smith’s body
the Indinns fired at him with rifles, frae-
toriog the ieft arm and inflieting a flesh
wound in the left thigh, Young Smith
started to run and was followed by a
mounted Indian, who rode alongside of
him and fired seven shots at him with a

One buck rode up to Mr.Lang
and extended bis hand with a * How 2"’
While the nld gentleman wasn the act of
shaking hands with the savage another
came up and shot him through the neck,
Freeman Lang was shot through the body.
The ladies were taken out of the wagon
and held while the wagon was plundered.
The horses were then cut from the wagon
and the harness destroyed, and then com-
menced their brotality to the women. The
young lpdies were siezed and stripped.
Each was then siezed by fwo mounted
Indians and dragged through the thickest
underbrush until their bodies were omne
mass of laceration. 'When this phase of the
savage deviltry bad been satisfied, the sis-
ters were separated and taken out of might
of esch other. Here fhe yourg bucks sat-
isfled their lust. Occasionally they would
suffer the half-dead girls to go off for a
short distaoee, and then a fresh detach-
ment would arriverand the outrages would
recommence.
