Spiders and Balloons.

The Rev. H. C. McCook, of Philadelphia, A

describmg the ballooning habit, or flight,

of spiders, says the spider seeks a high po-
sition, at the top of a fence-post, as the m

point of ascent. The abdomen is elevated

to as nearly a right angle with th3 thorax

as may be ; a pencil of threads issue from

the spinnerets, the face bemg meanwhile at
turned to various points until it looks in the oi
direction of the wind. The legs are then

stretched upward, thus raising the body t

aloft, and the insect gradually assumes a

position as if resisting some force from
above. Suddenly the right claws are un- h

loosed, the spider mounts with a sharp

bound and floats off, generally with the

back downward, but sometimes with the

position reversed. At first the abdomen

seems to be in advance, but generally the
body is turned so that the head is in front. d

The pencil of threads is caught by the feet

and floats out in front. Upon these threads

the spider will climb upward as though to

adjust the centre of gravity. Meanwhile t

a pencil of threads floats out behind, leav-

the spider to ride in the angle of the two,

or sometimes three pencils. The feet seem

to be united by delicate filaments, which i

serve t.i increase the buoyancy of the bal-

loon. The insect is carried forward by the
wind, riding for long distances in an open

space, and often high up upon ascending
currents. Its anchorage appears at inmes
to be within its own volition, by drawing

in with the claws the forward pencil and

gathering it in a white roll within the

mandibles, but mostfrequently the progress

of the insect is stopped by some elevated

object, or by the subsidence of the breeze.

A BLACK KILLS TRAGEDY.

A FATAL PISTOL DUEL BETWEEN A MAN

AND A WOMAN-ELIZABZTH LOVELL KILL-

ED BY ONE WHOM SHE SOUGHT TO AS-

SASSINATE.

Black Hills Enterprise.
A tragic denouement to a petty qualrel

was an event of Sunday. In our issue of
that day, it will be remembered, we chron-
icled the arrest and Imprisonment of Mrs.
Lovell, who, as a desperado and a hard case
generally, has figured conspicuously in the
Police Court and elsewhere during the
year. Her house stands at the north side
of the rcad running down the gulch, and
upon the hillside, immediately in the rear
thereof, upon disputed ground, is the resi-
dence of J. S. Rogers, access to which is
had through the lot of Mrs. Lovell. Ill-
feeling has existed between the old Ama-
zon and Mr. Rogers for some time, and on
Saturday she was arrested for uttering
threats, but was subsequently released
upon baiL The tragedy that followed was
witnessed by Deputy Sheriff Bennet, whose
literal report thereof is as follows:

I was sitting in the front room of Mr.
Roger's cabin, where I bratd. at half-past
one wh-n Rogers relurned fiom up town
and thlew off his coat. At this moment I
saw Mrs. Lovell leave the house and start
up the hill. I said to Rogers,

" HERE COMES THE OLD WOMAN,"

She came up the path about one-third of
the way, where she met the old man who
lives at her house, spoke to him and turned
him back toward us, both advancing about
half-way up, at which point the old man
turned and came diagonally towards the
house, the old woman approaching by the
direct trail. When she got about two-
thirds of th i way she stopped and

And examined it. I said to Johnnie: "I
guess she is going to fix the fence. She
was on the porch at this time. Instead of
stopping where the fence should be she
came on toward the houm e. As she did so
I went into the fiont room.

"I guess she is coming right into the
house; she's got a cocked rEvolvar in her
hand." He came into the room, apparent-
ly to avoid her and said : "Am I co stand
and be killed in my own house by this
woman," and passed into the back room,
where he secured a revolver and returned, 1
conversing with me all the while about the
precautions be had taken to prevent trouble
with her. He stepped to the front door
and sat down on the inside, while he con-
tinued the conversation with me and his
wife. The old woman had quietly moved
ud to the front door, leaned against the
jamb as if to satisfy heiself that I was un-
harmed, when, without a word of warning
she quickly thrust the pistol against Rog- s
er's left breast, fired and jumped off the n
porch. Rogers sprang to his feet and s

struck at her with his pistol but missed
her, when he passed out to the porch a step
or two, firing his revolver, C

The third shot, I think, took effect, and

The bullet entered the head at thi rear,
traversed the brain and lodged beneath the I
right eye.

TERRIBLE EXPERIENCE DURING LAST

WEEK'S STORM.

Nantucket, Mass.,, Enquirer.

Mr. Chas. Killeenf mate of the schooner
Etta A. Simpson, and the sole survivor of
her wreck, gives the following narrative of
the terrible ha.dshbips of the crew :

"We left Bath, Me., Friday, the 11th
inst., bound to Baltimore with a cargo of
ice We took the gale Saturday forenoon
at the foot of the shoals, from the east; at
noon it was thick, and we came to an an-
chor at the east end of Norton's shoal, let-
ting go the three anchors; at 5 p. m. the
wind was blowing a hurricane from the N.
N. E., and the schooner dragged over the
shoal, pounding hard. At 3 o'clock in the
evening the vessel rolled over in seven
fathoms cf water, probably from her cargo
shifting, and we all took to the mizzen
rigging. Just before she went over I told
the captain we had better get the boat
ready to lcwer, but he remarked that she
would not live in such a foam, and we had
best cling to the largest piece of wood. The
second sea that boarded us swept away two
of the men. The rest hung on till about 5
o'clock in the morning, when they began to
go. The man on my right became a raving
maniac, and soon succumbed, the rest fol-
lowing soon after, Capt. Hart and wife and
myself still clinging. The sea was breaking
over us to the height of 10 or 15 feet contin-
ually, and, as it dashed against us, it
seemed as if it would dash us to pieces.

"Early Sunday morning we saw the
steamers Mattha's Vineyard and Dexter
come out, and I told Hart to hold his wife
tight while I tried to signal them. Put my
coat on the shear pole for a waif, but they
probably did not see it, as they made their
way to vessels on Tuckernuck shoal. Dur-
ing this time Capt. Hatt lost his hold on
his wife, and I had to jump to his assist-
ance, and we drew her back to a place of
safety. When we perceived we were not
to be rescued by the st3amers, Mrs. Hart
became discouaged, and soon gave up, slip- 4

ping from our grasp about 2 p. m.,at which
time she war about diawing her last
breath. The sea was wRshing by us at the
time waist deep. The loss of his wife com-
pletely unnerved Capt. Hart, who turned to I
me and shook my hand, saying, after I had
tried to console him and get him to hold on I
longer, ' I can't do it; you may, you are a
tough man; I don't care now whether I live
or die.' He gave me his ring and some
money, with the request that if 1 was saved i
I would send it to his parents, and then I
handed me his watch asking me to keep it a
as a memento. At 9 p. m. Sunday evening
he was wandering in his mind and I was
obliged to lash him to keep him fiom going
overboard. About 2o'clock Monday morn-
ing he died, with his head resting on my
knee. I secured his body and stood up a

Crow's
feet, indeed, cannot be altogether removed,
but there is no reason why they should as-
sume too prominent an appearance if na-
ture's own most agreeable remedy be re-
sorted to.

When the specimen is freed from epider-

mis and cellular tissue, it mu 't be sub.

jected to the action of chlabiid to de troy
the coloring matter. The introduction of

peroxide of hydrogen serves not only to

render the lace-like specimens purer in

color, but preserves it also. In destroying
the c:loring m Itter in feins this alsa is in-
valuable; added to the chlorine it gives a
solidity to the bleached fronds, and ap-

pears to equalize the action of the chlorine.
For skeletonizing capsules, the slow pro-

cess of maceration by steeping in rain-
water is alone available-a mcdeiate heat
may be appli:d t- hasten the prccess, but
alkali is useless. The only known flower
which can be dissected is the hydrangea
japonica The fibrous nature of the petals
renders it easy to skeletonlze in the perfect
tress in which it grows. Skeletonized
leaves and capsules appear to gain in the
process a toughness and durabiltty not
possessed by them ie their natural state.
