Toe Brick Lea.—The disease from
which many cattle have died, but of which
we are not yet apprised of any ca €8 on the
West side, is koown as blackleg, blood-
striking, quarter evil and black quarter
Mr, Kobrs has submitted to us the treatise
on tiiis disease and the remedies therefor,
whieh we will publish next week.

Pending this publication we will state
thit the direase is not, as mauy suppose, B
poison left by sheep grazing on the pas-
ture, but the result almost nvariably of
overfecding,” Those who have bands of
cattle in which there are deaths [rom this
diseaso, will find it ocouis in cattle in the
best condition and with too good pasturage.
Witk the Jarge berds raised in this region
awners cannot be expected to bestow on
each animal the eare and remedies supplied,
but if the article we read is correct, the
band can be saved from fatalities by re-
woving it from_too nunitions to less pu-
tritious past wrage. It does not appear to
be contagions or to exteod over Iurge dis-
tricts of conntry, but is very fatal to cattle
in high  condition. Next week we will
publish the article, which is from the best
authority, and will deubtless be of mush
Falue to stoeck men in the districts where
the disease prevails or threatens.

While the Nez Peices were camped in
the pine grove, where the article of last
weelt left them, the chiefs sent two spies
toward Cottonwood to see if any soldieis
were advancing from that dirvection.
While thess spies were concealing them-
selves on their trip to Cottonwood, they
discovered and killed two soldiers, The
same day the whole Nez Perces camp
mounted, but the camp did not move, ex-
cept the horsemen who approached Cotton-
wood. They knew there were soldiers
there and thoy wanted to attack them.
Before reaching Cottonweod they ascended
& high ridge on the road from Lapwai res-
ervation, He:@ hey stopped and were
looking throngh their field glasses to see
the soldiers at Cottonwood.

: FRIENDS AND FOES,

Suddenly they noticed eleven mounted
soldiers at some distante, and in another
direction saw some Indians, Josephimme-
diately dispateched two Indians mounted
on their swiftest poaies to asgertain what
tribe the Indians belonged to. On reaching
them they met Looking Glass and Red
Owl), with their little band of men, women
and childven, nearly all on foot. It willbe
remembered that Looking Glass drove
Joseph and Whice Bird from his camp and
and refused to join them in hostilities.
After this he had been attached by the
goldiers, his camp destroyed, bhis stock
taken and one woman killed. When the
two envoys from the hostiles now reached
him he pressed on and reached Joseph and
White Bird, who were preparing to charge
on the soldiers and citizens at Cottonwood.
Looking Glass approached the chief and
said:

LOOKING GLASS JOINS THE HOSTILES,

% My relations awsd friends. 1 had no
“jdea of fighting the white man, My
¢ father had traveled many a mile in time
“of war. My father's warriors fought
“many battles as alles of the United
< Siates soldiets west of the Rocky Moun-
“iams. We bad friends and relations kill-
tted in fighting along with the United
‘i States troops. The [ndians the troops
# fyught were more our relations than the
“white man, Why is it that the Nez
“ Perces, having sided with the soldiers in
 fighting the Cayuses, Yakimas, Umatil-
“las, Spokanes, and others, that to-day I
“am compelled to raise my band against
“ithe white man? Two day: ago my camp
“ was attacked by the soldiers, I tried to
tgurrender in everys way I could. My
“ horscs, lodges, and everything I bad was
¢ taken away fecm me by the soldiers we
% had done so much for. Now, my people,
“as longas I live will never make peace
 with the treacheious Americazs. I did
“gverything I knew to preserve their
¢ friendsbip and be friends with the
- Americans. Wht more conld I have
~+1lone ? It was because ] was too gotd a
 friend of theirs that T was attacked.
i The officer may say it was amistake. It
“jsnlie. Heisa dog, and I have been
i treated worse than o dog by him. He
4 lies if ho says he did not know it was my
“camp, I am ready for war. Come on
“and let us attack the soldiers at Cetton-
tgood, Many a man dies for his dear
i pative land, and we might as well die in
“battle as any other way.”’

MASSACHE OF A DISPATCH PARTY,

During this speech the mounted scldiers
who were carrying dispatches were ap-
proaching on the Lapwai. Lockiog Glass
after joining the hostiles took command,
and an attack wais made on the approach-
ing soldiers. The Indians cut them off
from Coitonwood, as the soldiers instead of
endeavoring to return to that plasy veered
off in another direction, apparently deter-
mined to take chances on their horses, Be-
fore reaching o high ridg> fonr of the sol-
diers dismounted and fcuzhi brayely. The
four who dismounted were all killed by
one Indisn, a noted warrior named Wat-
zam-yas, The other seven were overtaken
ou the ridge, the prineipal murdersrs being
in the advance. The soldieis lasted but a
fow minutes. Idid not ascertain how far
this was from Cottonwood. In this fight
no Indians were killed or wounded. One
horsa was shot under Wallitze, the warrior
who fired the first shot in the war. Anoth-
er horse was shot under Smoker. White
Bird says the soldiers at Cottonwood could
have saved this party if they had been
bruve enough, but they did not even start
out from their camp,

THE BATTLES AROUND COTTONWOOD.

That evening the wasriors all returned to
their camp. The nextday Locking Glass
ordered camp to mive and bemade again
be made in a ravioe three or four miles dis-
tant from Cottcuwood, where thete are a
few pine trees. A8 scon as camp Wwas
pitched Looking Glass gave orders to the
warriors to catch thair horses and ihey
would attack the soldiers. Joseph took
his Tndians and attacked the soldisrs, while
the rest of the Indians charged ou the
corrall and endeavored to capture the
horses. But the corrall was well guarded
and defendied and they only got twenty-
four horses. The soldiers beld their posi-
tion. Mo Indian wae kiiled in this fight,
only one horss being shot under Way-ach-
ti-mamy. On the third day the Indians
raised camp. While packing up Joseph
said to the other chiefs it would
bea good plan to pass with their whole
camp near Cottonwood, but not to attack
the soldiers, and thus entice them out of
their breastworks and get them to attack
the Indians when they could easily whip
them. But unforinnately for the success of
this plan some young warriors, withous in-
‘forming the chiefs, had concealed them-
selves near Cottonwood to attack it.

All this time the Nez Perces believed
there was a strong force of soldiers at Cot-
tonwoad, and besides, they believed How-

thirty picked warriors, attacked the sol-
diers in the night and captured 45 head of
korses from them, withouat the loss of a man.
Thns ended the Cottonwood battles, only
one Indian having been killed and two
wounnded.

1t iz a well known fact that when Joseph,
White Bird and Looking Glass joined ferces
they bad, all told, just 220 warriors, 25 per
cent. of whom were armed with only bows
and arrows, which are poor weapons
againgt needle guns except in clos> quar-
ters.

The Nez Perces started from Idaho with
97 ledges, They got 12 more lodges in
Bitter Root valley, taking them by foree,
making 89 lodges in all,

Following is the prees dispatch at the
time relating to the abovs events :

Bax Frawcrsco,July 10,1877. —Dispateh-
es from Lewiston via Portland give details
of the encounters with the Indians on the
3d, 4th and 5th inst., near Cottonwood. On
Tuesday, Col. Whipple seat out Foater and
Baird in the direction of Gen. Howard's
camp on Balmon river. They had not gons
far when they met three or four Indians,
who ran them toward camp. Baird was
unhorsed but escaped, oster reached
camp, and Whipple ordered the command
to be in readiness to move. Meantime, Lt.
Rains, with Foster and 11 men, was sent to
recunnoitra in advance, Rains and his men
rode aver the first rise this side of Cotton-
wood and down into a side ravine where
the road crosses before the ascent of Craig's
Mountain, and were attacked. Before
Whippla could get to them, after he heard
the fire, Rains and his whole party, includ-
ing Fuster, were killed. Whipple's com-
mand came on and forined in line of battle
on the east side of the ravine and the west,
at out, 1,000 yards apart. Iere they re-
mained menacing each other for about two
hours, until darkness came on, when Whip-
ple retired to camp and the Indians passed
Craig’s crossing. The next morping Whip-
ple with his men started to meet Uol. Per-
1y, who was expected with a supply train
from Lapwai, and kept out skirmich lines
along the route, He met Col, Perry near
Board House and escorted him to ourcamp
on Cottonwood creek. Baird and two men
arrived from M, Idabo soon after, and at
five p. m. the rifle pits wers manned and
two Gatling guns placed in position. The
Indians made several attempts tostorm the
rifle pite. but were kept at a distance. On
the morning of the 5Sth, two couriers from
Howard were chased into camp by the In-
dians. Soon after the Indians moved their
camp, with about 1600 head of stock,across
the prairie in the direction of Cottonwood.
No wwove was made to intercapt them.

A Woman in the Penitentiary,

Tha first woman ever incarcerated in the
Montana Penitentiary arrived on the 3d
inst. in the person of Felicite Sanchez, a
well-known character in Deor Lodge. She
is nnder a sentence of three years by the
District Conrt of Missoula county for the
crima ol manslanghter. She arrived aboat
noon on Tuesday in charge of Thomas K.
Androws, Deputy Bheriff. Being taken by
the officer, ghe put her feet on the stove
and proceeded to roil a cigarette, which she
fabricated with great skill and smoked
with manifest epjoyment. Warden Bot-
kin was obviously embarrasssd. It 1s re-
ported that it took bim about half an hour
to write the receipt for the prisoner. The
next ceremony, according to custom, was
to discover whether the convict had arms
or other contraband articles on her person.
After mature reflection this was nop re-
garded as a practizable proceeding, and Fe-
licite (which, being translated, means
happiness—sepulchral sareasm 1) was taken
to her narrow apartment. In the mean-
time three of the gudrds, Neel, Lawrence
and Sims, had tendersd their resignations,
and Harrie was only persuaded to the
contrary by a positive assarance thal he
should be pretected by an unusually strong
cell,
