Before continuing this narrative I desire
to mention Captain Rawn’s connection
with the passage of the Lo Lo fortifica-
tions. It has been discussed whether he
acted cowardly or notin permitting the
Nez Percest> pass. The Nez Perces gave
him credit for wisdom in not opening fire
on them. The bravest of their warriors
would have done the same. Had he at-
tacked them he would have been severely
whipped. It is & well known fact that the
biggest ‘‘Indian eaters’ at Lo Lo were
less courageous than those who professed
lesa.

NEARLY A FIGHT.

When the Indiaps were marching past
the fortifications and down Lo Lo, the
voice of Looking Glass could be distinetly
heard addressing his warriors: ‘¢ Don't
shoot, don’t shoot. Lei (he white men
shoot first,” This be repeated over and
over. All this time the soldiers and vol-
unteers kept their positions in the braast-
works. When the volunteers saw that
Captain Rawn wculd not fire on the [o-
dians, some of them started down the
stream to head them off. Looking Glasa
was oo the alert for a movement of this
kind, and placed his best warriors between
the vol rs and his women, children and

pack-horses—in fact, as they passed down
the women and children were advanced
abead and the warriors held back to act as
a rear guard. As they were moving down
Le Lo they saw these volunteers dashing
down Lo Lo with the evident purpose of
cutting off the women and children. At the
eight of this the warriors believed certainly
that they were going to have a fight, and
started with a yell in the direction of the
volanteers. Capt. Rawn, seeing the dem-
snstrations of the volunteers, and believing
a collision waas likely to occur between them
and the Nez Perces, dispatched a half-breed
named A, Matt and & few Flatheads to ss-
certain whether a fight ocourred and to m-
port to him immediately. While Matie
and his Flatheads were proceeding down
Lo Lo they met Jobn Beott riding rapidly
bask toward Rawn’s camp. He bad his
bat in his hand using it as & whip and his
war horse was putting in his best licks.
On meeting Matte be told him an engage-
ment was going on—that the volanteers
were fighting. He wanted Maite to tumn
back lest he shonld be killed. HBut Matte
kept on a8 he was ordered by Rawn, who
desired to reinforce the volunteers if they
engaged the Neza Perces. Matte came in
sight of the volunteers just as the Nea
Porces warriors started for them. The
Indian eaters thought sure they had #ven
their last day, and stempeded up Lo Lo
toward Rawn's camp. A few halted when
they had gone & little distance or when
they had reached Matte and the Fiatheads.
Looking Glass and his warriors had swifc
horses and could have intercepted them in
their line of retreat and in case of a fight
would bave cut them off from Rawn, end
bad the two parties at their mercy. The
bailders of the Lo Lo forlifications may
have thought they were a sheiter ; but
they were mistaken. The rifle pits wers
exposed on one side, and on that side thers
was 3 steep mouotain, covered with trees,
fallen timber and rocks, affording excel-

from which they could have picked off
thowe in tha rifla pitt at their lotiire. Icls
troe that there were s few splendid sbots in
the foroe, but two-thirds of them wers not,
and all the Indians were hunters, experi-
enced fighters and good marksmen.
WHAT MIGET HAVE BEEN.

I remember White Bird said that il war
hud opened om Lo Lo the whole country
would have been fired, and many a farmer
would have lvst his crops and home and
perhaps his scalp. It is probable that they
waould then bave moved vorth through the
Flathead reservation. Whatever the
chiefs of the Reserve and Bitter Root val-
ley may have said about the peaceable dis-
position of their Indiane, and that there
was no danger of their jolning the Nesz
Perces was a mistake, There were Indians
on the Bitter Root and Flathead Raserve
who had their guos ready for use if a bat-
tle occurred at Lo Lo. Indians bad been
whispering at these places long before the
hostiles reached Lo Lo. The writer of
these papers stated in Missoula before ever
Walates, Tap-sis-il-pilp and TUm-till-lip-
cown raised their hands in Idaho that a
Nez Perces war would roon break out in
that Territory. His prediction was langhed
at. Who would believe that the Nez
Perces wonld take to the war-path ? The
situation was but little less threateing with
somo of the Flatheads and Pen d’Oreilles in
Missoula eounty.

After raising camp at McLain’s there was
still some discussion as to the route to be
taken—whether to the British Possessions
through the Flathead reservation, or to the
Yellowstoue vig the Big Hole. If forced
to fight they proposed to join the Bioux or
Crows in the Yellowstone country ; if not,
they designed after getting their dried meat
to retorn to Idaho the next B8pring. Fi-
nally Loeking Glass urged that he wanted
to go by Big Hole, because he knew the
country b:tter, and although this was only
a pretext, as they conld have found their
way just as well northward, his wishes
ware respected and they started up Bitter
Root.

CHARLOY OREETING.

On reaching the place of Charlos, tlg'n.
Fiathead chief, Looking Glass summoned
& number of his warriors to accompany him
to visit Charlos and inquire of him whers
the best place to camp was to find good
grass, Oun approaching Charlos’ house
Looking Glass thought it wonld be honora-
ble to extend his hand to Charlos before
making his inguiry. But Charlos rofused
to accapt the extended hand, saying, “Why
should [ shake hands with men whose
hands are bloody? My hands are clean of
blood.”s Looking Glass replied: * Your
hands are as red with the blood of your
enemies a8 mine are. Why should my
bands be clean when I nave been forced to
fight the white mau? Your hands are as
bloody as ours. 1 did nat come to taik
about blood. I cams to ask you I:.lm best 7
place to camp.”’

Had as many soldiers as there
were men been stationd in Btevenavills,
and a band of starving Nez Perces like
these been refused food, the soldiers with
all the laws of the United States on their
side would have lasted but a short time.
It was fortunate for Btevensville that citi-
zans and not soldiers had possession of it
Under the circumstanc s the ocitizens of
Btevenaville did right.
ORDERED OUT OF CAMP.

An incident happened during the time of
the encampment near Stevensville that illus-
trates the indisposition of the Nez Perces
to have any conflict with the peoplé of Mon-
tans, A citizen wished to visit the Indian
camp. He mounted his best riding horse,
and, accompanied by a half breed who had
pressnted Looking Glass with fifty pounds
of flour, rode thersto. It should be remem-
bered that Looking Glass had no ledge nor
even cooking utensils. Ha camped in the
open air and received his meals from his
warriors. He was so glad to receive as a
visitor the half breed who had presented
him with the sack of flour, that he invited
him to have a smoke. He nuticed the ac-
tions of the citizen and told him there was
a cerfain portion of the camp which it
would be best for him not to visit—that
gome of their relations had been killed in
Idalio, and it was not best for him to go
near them. Tho citizen, however, wanted
to trade off his horse for a fortune, and
went'charging around the camp promisou-
ously, making his steed prance and caper,
and asking the Nez Perces three of their
good horses for hiz one. He had many
good offers to trade, but slways refused,
In any other camp than the Nez Perces he
would have been packed off, and that would
bave been the last of him and his fuuny
horse. In ome of his circuits he went to
that part of the camp which he had been
advised by Lookiog Glass to avoid. A
wounnded Nez Perces, some of whose rela-
tions bad been killed in Idahe, was stand-
ing by a log and resting on his gun, On
sgeing the white man cavorting around in
an impodent way, the Indian said in Eng-
lish, ** Ma give youn three horses ; my horses
very good one.” The white man refused.
It seemed that he enly wanted to puton
styls. This made the warrior angry and
he exclaimed, ““You go home, yon d--n
white man ; yon "' It was & wonder
he was not killed. Bat he left hastily, and
if that funny horse of his had a 1:40 gait in
him, jt was brought out ss the citizen lit
out for Btevenaville,

THE LOCKWOOD AFVAIR.

Not beimg acquainted with the country
above Stevensville, I #m unabla to designate
the other camping plmces. An incident,
howeyer, ocourred near the head of Bitter
Root valley, &t Lockwood's ranch, T belisve,
which I wish to relate. A certain band of
the Nez Perces wore under command of
T-whool-we-tzoot, the same Indiam who
was mads prisoner by Howard in Idaho
when be was elected Bpeaker of the tribe
ot the council. This was the worst band
ia the shole camp, and a very unruyly lot,
While passing Lookwood’s ranch, some of
this band went into the cabin and helpad
themselvas to about 200 pounds of flour, 30
or 40 pounds of coffes, one file, two or three
shirts, and some other small articles, On
reaching camp they went to Looking Glase
and told bim what they had done. Looking

rﬂlm was very angry and told T-whool-we-

tzoot that unless they obeyed his orders
they shounld be pat outof the camp. He
said ba would not-permit- plunderiog, and
demanyled seven bead of horses from those
Indianies. payment for the ariicles they
had stolen. The thieves consented to give
up seven head of horses and leave them at
the ranch, but Looking (lass would not be
satisfied until they branded the horses with
Lockwood's brand and left them ai his
ranch. I understand that Lockwood, not
satisAed with the seven horses left him,
went on the war path, joined Gibbons’ com-
mand, ot shot at the Big Hole battle and
lost his brother at the same place.

THE PRECIOUS METALS.

Welis, Fargo & Co.'s Annual Report of the Pro-
duct of the Coast.

BAx Frawcisco, Jan. 1.—Wells, Fargo
& Co.’s anunal statement of the precious
metals produced in the Btates and Territo-
ries west of the Missouri river, including
British Columbia, and receipts in San Fran-
cisco from the west coast of Mexico during
1878, shows the aggregate product as fol-
lows :

Gold, $39,956,231 ; miver, $38,736,301 ;
193", ‘3;452.000, the total being less h,
$17,267,132 than for 1877.

California shows an increase in gold of
$2,068,000, but a decrease in silver, ete., of
$1,323,000.

Nevada shows s falling of $16,308,844,
the yield from the Comstock being only
$21,295,043, as against $37,911,710 for
1877,

Montana shows a marked increase—all
in silver.

Utah shows a falling off of over $2,000,-
000, but nealry $1,000,000 of it is caused by
the redoced valuation of lead and silver bul-
lion,

Although Colorado shows #1,680,802
leas than for 1877, the yield has been really
greater, as the reports for 1877 duplicated
the product of certain localities, but the du-
plication was not discovered soon enough
to be eorrected in the statement for that
year.
