COLORED ARISTOORACY.

THE FEW THAT HOLD THEMSELVES ABOVE

THE MASSES-PUTTING ON NEW YEAR'S

AIRS IN NASHVTLLE.

There has always been, even in old slave
times, a grade of aristocracy among the
colored folks in the South. In those old
times the negro claimed a respectability ac-
cording to that possessed by their masters,
and all felt that to be owned by a rich man
was a palliation of serfdom. These held
their heads high, and looked down upon
their less fortunate brethren.

Education, advantages for which are to
be had in Nashville beyond any other
Southern city,is the foundation upon which
this society bases itself. Eminently a city
of schools and colleges, the colored people,
assisted by their friends, have erected in
Nashville and vicinity several very hand-
some educational institutions, besides pos-
sessing equal advantages to those of white
children in public schools. Many thous-
ands of them have received excellent edu-
cations in the last decade, not leaving out
parlor accomplishments. As a race they
have an aptitude for music, their melodi-
ous plantation melodies always striking any
one remarkably, who heard them for the
first time. It is a remakable fact that two.
thirds of the students at Fish University
are quadroons and octoroons, and it is
through this class mostly that the race is
being led on to a higher life. At present
the " best society " is represented by bar-
bers, hotel waiters, hack drivers, with a
few politicians, lawyers and magistrates.
Their wives,generally,are seamstresses,and
are, for the most part, quiet and lady-like
in mansner, and are endeavoring to raise
families that will be a credit to them.

Last New Year. for the first time. proab.
bly, in Nashville, several of the "upper
ten " colored families kept open house, and
recelved numerous callers fro•b the class
above mentioned. This year, jhe custom
of New Year receptions were more gener-
ally observed. The negro, as a race, is
very clannish, but there is a certain antag-
onism felt by the lower classes toward those
who are gravitating toward the top, and
rising above them. In politics they never
forgive or follow a renegade. A Demo
cratic " nigger" is to them an abhorrence;
and be, therefore, possesses but little in-
fuence with them. And then they cannot
bear to be dictated to by one of their own
race, who is supposed to hold himself aloof
from or above them. Fred. Douglass has
never been forgiven by the colored masses
for attempting, in a speech, to advise them,
so they thought, as to how they must do
and what they must do. A genuine Afri-
can has no use whatever for a person show-
ing a liberal mixture of white blood. It is
not at all unusual to hear an old black
"auntie," with skin of darkest ebony,thick
lips, shining white ivories, and real nigger
kinks, exclaim vehemently, as she watches
some brown skinned damsel trip along the
streets, "I do 'spise a whiwe nigger."-Exz.

A Noble Charity.

In 1869 the Independent Order of Go.
Templars of California,at considerable co.
erected near Vallejo a very imposing and
commodious edifice, and dedicated and
opened the same as " The Good Templars'
Home for Orphans." When the enterprise
was first suggested the proposition was to a
considerable extent received with ridicule,
and the whole subject treated as wholly
chimerical. But the movers had a grand
object in view, and had the pluck to disre-
gard sneers, overcome all opposition, and
to successfully carry out their plans. One
w writes understandingly, if not author-
st ly, says that the "title" of the
" Home for Orphans " is not meant to con-
vey any idea of exclusiveness as to the class
admitted to its sheltering offices. On the
contrary, it is open to all; the only pass-
port required at its portals is to be a home-
less orphan child. Children under 14 years
wre received and cared for, and over 80 or-
phaned children are now being cared for is
the institution. The building is an elegant
and comodious structure, and is located
very pleasantly. The Home is under the
management of a Board of Trustees and a.
Board of Lady Managers-the former com-
prising nine gentlemen of the Order, who
have charge of the building, grounds (20
acres) and flnanQial matters; while the
Board of Lady Managers is composed of
eight prominent lady members of theOrder
selected from various portions of theState,
and has charged of the domestie relations
of the institution. The educational affairs
are under the joint control and manage-
ment of the Board of Trustees and Ismdy
Managers. The Grand Worthy Secretary
says that upwards of $100,000 have been
expended in the ereotion, care and main-
tenance of the institution. Within the
"Home" a graded sohool,nnderthe "Pub.
11e Sohool System" of the State, is taught
by two competent teachers. He ale •s•
marks that "the Good Templars of this
joddiction have accepted the sef-lmposd
duty of sustaining this 'Home' gratefully,
sad the membership is linked together -i
its support with unfaltering deveotioa"

THE FBENCH CROWN JEWELS.

THE ASTONISHING PROPOSITION TO DISPOSE

OF THEM BY A WORLD-WIDE LOTTERY.

PARIS, December 15, 1878.-A great
piece of news has reached me through a
member of the Budget Committee. He
tells me that to ease the octroi duties weigh
upon the city of Paris, and to create in the
Champs de Mars a permanent Exhibition
of Industrial and Decorative Art, a univer-
sal lottery will be created, of which the
crown jewels will be the prizes. The
scheme has been seriously discussed at the
sittings of the Bodget Committee. When
it was first brought forward it was pro-
posed to issue tickets at five francs each.
Should the project be carried out, and I do
not see why it should not, after the prece-
dent of the great National Exhibition Lot-
tery, the price of tickets will be fixed at a
h:gh figure-perhaps at ten, fifteen or
twenty francs. It is impossible to forecast
all the millions which may be thus brought
into the French Treasury. "Hundreds of
millions" are spoken of. When I heard
the words just quoted proceed from the
mouth of the news-bearing deputy, I
thought he was ludicrously sanguine; but
after he had explained to me on what his
hopes were based, I admitted their accom-
plishment within the reach of possibility,
It is a very short time since tickets were
issued for the National Lottery. Nearly
14,000,000 of them are already sold, and
2,500,000 by anticipation, for the issue
could not keep pace with the demand.
What was not suspected before the middle
of last month, foreign countries have got
bitten with the mania. The applications
from abroad for tickets are too numerous
to be anything like satisfied. A speculator
in New York wanes a million of them. In
London they are sold at a premium of 25
per cent., and in Vienna of 40 per cent.
Depressed as are the finances of the Russian
Empire. there seems to be plenty of money
in St. Petersburg and Odessa to risk in
tickets for the Great Exhibition Lottery.
If the crown jewels are disposed of in the
manner contemplated, the drawing will
not take place for eighteen months or two
years after the issue of numbers. Should
the price of a ticet be ten francs and
100,000,000 of them be sold, the sum total
received would be one-fifth of what the
Prussians exacted in 1870 of the French to
indemnify them for their war exptnses.
In calculating on twice and a half more it
does not appear to me that the members of
the Budget Committee, who promote this
scheme, are over sanguine.

The Vendetta in Hentucky.

The vendetta has flourished for years past
in Kentucky quite as bitterly and intensely
as in Corsica. In the latter island family
feuds were kept up for generations, atd
when one or more members of it on either
side were waylaid and shot down the asas-
Mla tookto the bruih.- . . .t
has long been that whenl a man is slain his
son, or brother, or bia nearest kinsman
mustsyenge his death• by killing the man
daerer, or the whole family will stand for-
ever disgraced. In Kentucky a feud com-
prehends not only the members of families
at issue, but many of their respective
friends who take sides with them. The
feuds there, bloody as they are, have one
redeeming feature-they rarely result in
secret assassination. The fights they result
in are mostly carried on openly-some-
times in the streets of a town,sometimes at
a barbecue, sometimes at a social gathering
-wherever, in point of fact, the parties
come into collision. If an attempt is made
to arrest them they resist. If they are
tracked to a house and are surrounded,
they barricade the doors and windows and
kill all the besiegers they can. If hard
pressed, they take to the mountains. If
some arrests are made, they organize a se-
cret expedition to rescue the prisoners. It
has been the defect of Kentucky justice
that it has tolerated this lawlessness and
unamI FuUUaU[lJ WILU lUe ruuZa Wuu uuIBmU

their vindictiveness and gloried in their
bloody exploits. There are very few in-
stances in the history of the State in which
such men have been made examples of.
The tacit encouragement thus given to
them has borne, in the fends between fami-
lies and political factions, its bloody fruits.
Such vendettas and faction fights have
wrought incalculable injury to one of the
finest States in the Union, both as regards
climate and fertility of the soild, and have
done much to prevent a quiet and industri-
ous population from settling there. Is it
not time that the whole power of the State
shall be put forth to bring this reign of
lawlessness to an end ?

Why are wa light-Hand:d.

Investigations which were very recently
carried through by a French Physician, Dr.
Fleury, of Bordeaux, have adduced facts
showing that our natural impulse to use the
members on the right side of the body is
clearly traceable to physiological causes.
Dr. Fleury, after examining an immense
number of human brains, asserts that the
left interior lobe is a little larger than the
right one. Again, he shows that, by ex-
amining a large number of people, there is
an unequal supply of blood to the two sides
of the body. The brachiocephalie trunk,
which only exists on the right of the arch
of the aorta, produces, by a difference in
termination, an inequality in the waves of
red blood which travel from right to left.
Moreover, the diameters of the subelavian
arteries on each side are different, that on
the right being noticeably larger. The left
lobe of the brain, therefore, being more
richly hamatosed than the right, becomes
stronger; and as, by the intersection of the
nervou* fiber, it commands the right side of
the body, it is obvious that that side will
be more readily controlled. This furnishes
one reason for the natural preferences for
the right hand, and anotber s found in the
increased supply of blood from the aubela-
via artery. The asgmentation of blood
we have already seen suggested; but the
reasoa for it is here aesribed to the relative
bias 9f the artery, and not to any directness
of path from the heart. Dr. lery has
carried hs investigations through tie
whole series of reasalia ; and be finds that

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ALL ABOUV GOLD.

HOW IT HAS SKIPPED AROUND FOR THE
LAST SEVENTEEN YEARS.

From the Philadelphia Ledger, Money Article.

On Monday, January 13, 1863, nearly 17
years ago, as shown by the following table,
our paper currency, composed of United
'tates greenback notes and national bank
notes, has been at a discount on gold. The
more popular phrase has been, " old has
been at a premium. The expression, all
know, is a misnomer. Gold is never at a pre-
mium on itself. On the 13th of January,
as above quoted, the banks suspended spe-
cie payments, and on that day paper mon-
ey was really at a discount of 3 per cent.,
though gold was quoted at three per cent.
premium. The fluctuations thereafter in
the rate were wide and frequent, selling
lhtmonth as low as l andashigh as 31.
About the middle of the next month, Feb-
ruary, gold sold at 44 above paper, and the
lowest that it touched was 2k. It ranged
within those rates all through the winter
and spring, and until near the end of
spring, when the rate advanced to 9).
From this it rapidly weut up to 120k in
July, falling by the end of the month, how-
ever, to 114k. From the beginning of Au-
gust to the end of the year it ranged at al-
most all points from 12k to 34, which was
the quotation for Dec. 31, 1862. The
highest it reached in 1863 was in February,
72k, and the lowest in August, 225,a differ-
ence of just 50 cents. On July 11, 1864,
the highest discount on currency and the
highest quotation for all the time between
suspension and resumption was reached,
185,-that is, it then took 285 in paper to
buy one gold dollar. The lowest quotation
during that same month 244. Pretty much
all the time after July of that year the dif-
ference was above $2 of paper for $1 coin.
closing on the 31st of December of tnat
year at $2.27 for $1. The year of 1865
opened with gold at 134, and it sold down
during the month of January as low as
281. In 1866 the highest quotation was
971 and the lowest 25 ; in 1867 the highest
was 461 and the lowest 32. The quotations
in 1868 and 1869 were not materially differ-
ent from those in the year 1867. In 1870
there was a very material narrowing of the
rate, the highest quotation of that year
oeing ot ana uoe iowese it. i nat perion
seemed to have been the turning point,
as the rate at no time after that year
reached 20 in its upward course, and in
1874 fell to 9, and trough the next year it
advanced to 16J, it closed the year at 12g.
During the year 1876 it fell to 7, and since
the difference has been gradually wearing
away, so that at the end of 1877, one year
ago, it was down to 21, and for the ten
closing months of 1878 it has sold within
1 per cent., much of the time at 41• of 1
per cent.,' and for the last week or more
our paper money and gold have been quoted
at par, resumption having come in advance
of the time prescribed by law for that
event.

Quaer Ways of Mating a Living in New York.

.There are many ways of getting a living
in a great city which one would never think
of if one did not see them announced by
placards and sign-cards and sign-boards. It
is curious to walk the streets in certain
quarters and read the announcement over
shop doors and in shop windows. Far up
town is an old-fashioned, tumble down,
wooden house for the sale of pet animals,
and a sign informs the public that "sick
dogs are medically treated by the week or
month." A bird-fancier on Broadway ap-
prises his patrons that he takes "birds to
board." In a cross street on East Side we
learn where "dogs ears and tails are cut
in the latest fashion." An out-of-the-way
tradesman advertises that he buys "cigar-
stumps at the highest market price."

To Stain Dred Grass.

There are few prettier ornaments, and
none more economical and lasting, than
bouquets of dried grasses mingled with the
various unohangable flowers. They have
but one fault, and that is this, the want of
other colors besides yellow and drab
W brown. To vary their shade artificially,
these flowers are sometimes dyed green.
This, however, is in bad taste and unnatu-
ral. The beet effect is produced by blend-
ing rose and red tints together, and with a
very little pale blue, with the grasses and
flowers, as they dry naturally. The beat
means of dyeing dried leaves, flowers and
grasses is to dip them into the alcoholic
solution of the various compounds of ani-
line. Some of these have a beautiful rose
shade; others red, blue, orange and purple.
The depth of color mus be regulated by di-
lutang, if necessary, the original dyes, with
alcohol, down to the shade desired. When
taken oetof thedye they bhoeld be epoel d
o the air to dry offthe alcobol. They then
reaire arranging or sstting into form, s,
when wet, the potaes and line f8lseens
have teelege y tot together. A -tak

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HOW TIHE NABOBS OF NEW YORK AVOID
PAYMENT OF TAXES ON PERSONAL PROP.
ERTY.

New York Special to the Chicago Times.

Attention was recently called to the tax
notice for 1878 that was served on William
H. Vanderbilt, which was returned with
the indorsement of Mr. Vanderbilt that he
owned no personal property in excess of his
debts. One of the tax commissioners
said: Ninety-nine persons out of a hundred
would say at first that 1Mr. Vanderbilt must
have perjured himself in swearing to such
'othing. Personally I do not know him,
but I have no doubt that he told the truth.
The laws are so defective, the exemption of
property by the United States and State
laws are so numerous, and the means of
evading taxation are ad many and simple,
that I am almost surprised that anyone
pays a tax. Our entire system of taxation
is little better than a farce. Legislatures
and courts have interfered with it and tin-
kered it to such an extent that all large
properties escape taxation, and the burden
falis upon widows and orphans, whose
property is in the surrogate's hands, and
upon small property owners who are unable
to place their posseesions where they will
escape assessment.

The gentlemen gives a few instances of
the expedients employed to escape taxa-
tion. The president of the city's great cor-
porations enjoys a salary and income of
about $70,000 a year. He lives in a costly
house on Murray hill, and his possesion of
bonds, mortgages and securities is large.
He was assessed on personal property in
this city. Under oath he s.id that he was
a farmer by occupation, that his residence
was in another country, and that he was
not acitizen of New York. Persons visit-
ing Europe are usually followed by tax
notices. It is not an unheard-of thing for
them to go before an American consul and
make affidavit that they are no longer cit-
izens of the United States. In a few
months they are back again in New York
and eneaedR in their nonal h,,unrnaand engaged In their usual business.
They are thousands of residents in Brook-
lyn who own valuable personal property in
New York which the New York assessors
cannot get hold of. The Brooklyn asses-
bors also miss it, and for scores of years it
has paid no tax. The removal of securi-
ties fiom New York to place of deposit in
New Jersey and Connecticut, and the
temporary conversion of taxable State or
city bonds into govarnment bonds that
cannot be taxed, are some of the many de-
vices to escape taxation.

Legal Torture in Japan.

According to a summary of the Jap.uese
Penal Codes, which was recently contribu-
ted to the Asiatic Society by a member of
the English Embassy in Japan, it appears
that those codes, though embodying the
most advanced ideas of the civ ilized world
upon the subject of criminal procedure,still
do not dispense with the use of torture in
the investigation of offences. Totture, it
is asserted, is not actually practiced, and a
notifloation was issued by the Prime Minis-
ter of the Empire two years ago which con•
veyed the impression that it would not be,
but the codes being silent on the subject, it
is asserted that the courts have power to
resort to it when such a course shall be
deemed expedient. The old laws which
govern the question arp very explicit in
their directions as to \.•i and upon whom
torture may be inflicted. It is allowed in a
mild degree in all preliminary examination
-in which case oily a whip, which inflicts
pain but cannot result in permanent injury,
is used. The severer forms are to be resort-
ed to only in the cases of persons held for
trial for murder, incendiarism, robbery,and
other serious and capital crimes, and who
are already morally proved guilty of the of-
fense of which they are charged. Before
torture is resorted to the accused is notifi-
ed of the intention to usc it, and he can
avoid its infliction by making a full confes-
sion, admitting that he is guilty of the of-
fense charged. In case of the infliction of
torture in cases where it is not allowed, the
officer ordering the infliction is responsible
personally. The tortures are numerous
and consist of the infliction of pain by me-
chanical devices and fire, and of depriva-
tion of sleep and drink, and of exposure to
venomous reptiles.-Albany Law Journal.

Appearance of the British Soldier.

The British soldier always presents the
appearance of scrupulous cleanliness ; he is
scoured, scrubbed, brushed beyond repi oach.
His hair is enriched with pomatum and his
shoes are radiantly polished. His little cap
is worn in a manner which considerations
determine purely :esthetie. He carries a
little cane in one hand, and, like a gentle-
man at a party, a pair of white gloves in
the other. He holds up his head and ex-
pands his chest, and bears himself general-
ly like a person who has reason to invite
rather than evade the fierce light of modern
criticism. He enjoys, moreover, an abund-
ant leisure, and appears to have ample time
and means for participating in the profits
of a residence in London-for frequenting
gin-pa!aces and music-halls, for observing
the beauties of the West End and cultivat-
ing the society of appreciative house-maids.
To a ragged and simple-minded rustic or to
a young cockney of vague resources all this
ought to be a splendid picture. That it
should seem to comprise any shadows is a
proof of the deep-seated relish in the hu-
man mind for out personal independence.

How a Xeersobaum Should be Colored.

Admitting the very probable supposition
that evrry one who has purchased a good
meerschaum des'res to have it nicely color-
ed, it may be well to know that, if the pipe
is a good one and proper precautions are
taken, nothing is easier than to obtain a
good color. The first difficulty among
Americans is that in smoking as in, most
dlse they do, they put on too much steam ;
that is to say, they smoke too fast. The
effect is the too sudden application of heat,
the wax is driven off and then the oil evap-
orates and the pipe fails to color. The
remedy is simple. Smoke slowly. Like
fine wine, which is sipped, not drank, a fine
meerschaum should be smoked reflective,
instead of as if you were inhaling smoke
through a brick chimney. Again, when
once smoked, let it become entirely cool
before refilling, and in doing this avoid
laying it on any cold surface, as a marble
table or mantel. Never cover a pipe with
chamois or anything else, nor smoke it in a
ca•ns or any other covering; because the
