from one-half f the miséry they compiain
of, They bave notonly walked, bnt they
have walked well clothed, The Engliah-
man, even if he lives in citles, understands
out-door life; and if he walks outona
frosty day, walks out in thick, close-fitting
boots, in a hat which warma kis head, and
in & coat which, being half an inch - thick
and wade of wool, protects him as well as
nature protects most animals. It is when
he comes in doors thathe dresses most
foolishly. He has still to guard against a
low thermometer, he loses the qunickness of
circulation produced by exercise, and he is
exposed to draughts he does not feel
abroad ; but he uncovers his head, uncov-
oovers his hands, partially uocovers his
feet, and divests hamself entirely of bis out-
door fleece, A sheep ora bear, which did
the same thing in its house or den, woald
die naturally enough of pulmonary disease,
No inhabitant of a country where coid is
sharp enough or long continued enough to
impart a sel{-defensive instinet, ever does
anything of the kind, but keepsonas
much of his out-door clothing as will keep
up the sense of warmth, The Russian of
the North, if he cannot thoroughly warm
bis house, keeps on his sheepskin, us the
Esquimaux wears his furs, as if it were the
clothing natife intended him to wear. The
Eoglisman alone divests himself of so
many articles tf dress that he feels chilly,
and then rums to the fire to warm his
hands andfeet br to enjoy the high tem-
perature which a fire in the grate diffuscs
for about five feet from the fender. Warm
clothing in the house would protect him as
completely as out of the house; but he
thinks 1t undighitied to wear it, and pre-
fers cowering over a fire to clothing him-

The steady decline in the wool market
during the past year has Dbaen unable to
check the interest taken in sheep. A few

caused a rush out of the busivess, Hun-
dreds of thousands of sheep were slaughter-
#d for thelr bides and tallow, Not 8o sow
To-day the awerage gradss

i 8g0,
half merino blood, are 17 per csat., while
finé or full blood merino and Boxony flesces
have declined 25 per cent. Combing wools
have fallen off daring the year 36 per cent.
Btill, the interest gains in the flocks over
all other produstive industries. A Missou-
ri man writee : ** My sheep have paid me

cattle have paid ma noth-
ing.” The attention of capitalists is more
and more called to investments in sheep.
The cause of all this confidence in the fu-
ture of sheep bas to be the solid fonndation
of the market. So long as people are born
naked, so long will wool be used for cloth-
ing. The market is solid and seems likely
to stay so. Until there is more general em-
ployment for the masses who buy woolen
goods, there is no prospect of better prices
for woolen goods or wool.

It requires good sheep, good handling, to
make the growing of wool profitable. With
these two combired, wool-growing is bet-
ter, safer, and faster than cattle, horses, or

Qeyuera Goue te Sleep.
From the Omalia, Neb., Hepublican.

Perliaps nothing in our geology is more
novel and interesting than the extinet gey-
sers and hot springs of our Btate. We as-
sociate the presenco of such phenomens
with the Yellowstone region. But there
was a period which closed in geclogically
recent times, after baving lasted for count-
less centuries, when geysers and bot springs
were among the most common phenomena
‘of the plains of Nebraska, Kansas and Da-
kota, The marks of their former presence
are found occasionally along the Niobrara,
on the Upper Loup, and especially along
the valley of the Republican and its tribu-
taries, Tn 1868 I found some extinct tubes
of geysers on the Bazile and between that
' stream and the north fork of the Elkhom.
Tu the summer of 1874, while examining a
gection of country betweon the Platte and
Frenchman's Fork, T occasionally eame
across deposits of geyserite near and along
the latter river. Afterward I observed
them between the Beaver and the Republi-
can, and along the latter river to the west
line of the Btate. I have recently had a
conversation with Frank M. Dinivpey, of
Tecumseh, who is well acquainted with the
Hepublican region further east, and be-
tween it and the Solomon. He reports the
presence of mineral geyserite in conntless
places ; also, of old funnel-tubes of geyser,
some of which are exposed in exoavations
and occasionally in well shafts and borings.
