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TEEB PRIESTS PASS BOUTS.

Since the NEW NowRT-WEST mentioned
last week th~ d,.covery of Priests' P•n of
the Main R.rge rnear Helena,the lndepsd-

I ent and lTeralc hlive given it cosldderable
mention, the latter deeming it worthy the
prominence of a double-leadededltdioal,Sfd
the Helena Board of Trade sent a dispatch
to the Associated Press, New York, an-
nouncing the event. Both these latter as-
sume that the new pass is not only a prac-
ticable but a marvelous railroad pass, and
it is anticipated its discovery will lead to
its being surveyed by the Northern Pacific
Compans and change the route of that road
from the Deer Lodge or Pipestone Passes
and Jefferson river route to the Priests'

Pass, Helena and Misscuri river route.
The Independent is less ardent and imagi-
native, and, while conceding the Marsh
surveys have shown the pass to be a very
favorable one for a wagon road, holds the
question of its eminent advantages for a
railroad route sill remains open. This
opinion we concur in, The Herald says :

" It may be stated as the most signieicant
fact connected with this discovery that the
highest point in this new pass, which may
justly be called Priests' Pass by right of
discovery, is only 1265 feet higher than
Helena. As the heighth of Helena above
sea level is about 4255 feet, it would make
the altitude of Priests' Pass only 5500 feet
above the sea, or about 700 feet lower than
the famous Deer Lodge Pass, which is pop-
ularly supposed to be the most practicable
route for a railroad."

Admitting these statements as correct

iporant tacors in oompreneinveh-
oulation of the practicability of a pass be-
ing left entirely out, viz : the length and
character of the approaches to the summit
and the general altitude of the surround-
ing countly. If the summit of the pass is
15 miles from Helena and 1265 feet greater
altitude, the pass could be made on an av-
erage grade of 84 feet to the mile. But if
the summit is 700 feet higher than the base
of the mountain, and the approach only
three miles long, the grade would be 233
feet to the nile, which is more than double
that of the Ten Mile Pass and five times as
great as the Deer Lodge Pass. It is not so
much the altitude of a summit as the means
of reaching that summit that must be oen-
sidered. Deer Lodge Pass is 6200 feet al-
titude. Deer Lodge is 4546 feet, and the
grade is so evenly distributed naturally
that the flfteenmiles on either side the
summit can be made, if we recollect the
survey figures correctly, on a grade not
exceeding anywhere sixty feet to the mile.
Beside, the snow fall is ordinarily not one
half so great in the Deer Lodge Pass as on
the range in the vicinity of Priests' Pass.
It is little more difficult for the Union Pa-
cifio Company to operate its road at Sher-
man, over 8000 feet altitude, than in the
North Platte and Salt Lake valleys at half
that altitude. It is as with persons, not
any particular diofficulty in living on a sec-
end or third floor after they are there, but
the labor of getting there that makes a
ground floor more desirable.

We do not assume to say that desirable
approaches on easy grades do not exist in
the vicinity of Priests' Pass. We merely
call attention to the fact that those essen-
tials have been overlooked in a rather too
sangine sad premature consideration of
the question. The main circumstances, as
demonstrated by instrumental surveys,look
favorable for Priests' Pass,but other essen-
tal matters are yet undemonstrated. There
would be great saving in distance if the
Northern Pacific would find that a practi-
cable route, and that consideration in a
trans-continental route might be of suffi-
oient importance to induce a relinquish-
ment of its old line through fine valleys and

can only be determined by thorough snsur-
veys of the approaches sad- these we hope
to se made speedily.

For a wagon road the Priests' Pass is
proven practiesble and adVktisemaeuts for
contracts to build it are now published.
Prof. Marsh estimates the altitude of the
summit on the McDonald Toll Road at be-
tween 1200 and 1300 feet above the Toll
House, and the altitude of the Priests' Pas
summit at between 700 and 800 above the
base. lThe country traversed is granite
formation, very dry, and the maximum
grade will not exceed two feet to the rod~.

The Indian Commissioner, a Mr. Edgar
Dewdney, represented in the Canadian

ir Parliament the constituency of Yale and

Kootenal, British Columbia. He has
brought with him two or three practical
farmers from Ontario, Canada, with the
idea of establishing at present two large
farms, one in the vicinity of Fort Macleod
and another on the Bow river, some hun-
r dred miles north of Macleod. These farms
ws will supply the immediate wants of the

Indians. All Indians who will go into

e farming on their reservations will be fur-

nished with farming implements, and com-
petent persons under Mr. Dewdoey's su-
pervision will teach them how to plow. etc.
The Commissioner put this to them in a

e straightforward way, pointing out that the
buffalo had almost disappeared, and that
now they must learn to live as the white
man did. And if outward appearances
count, they evidently saw this in a proper
light. But who ean tell ? Can you ? Can
any one imagine these wild plain Indians
settling down to quiet farmers? Time
d can show. Of coursa they are not, nor

will they be,rstracted to keep on their res-
d ervations, for they can bunt where they

please.

Ilization for Bozeman. Geo. H. Scott is
the engineer.

Our. Matt. returned home on Tuesday
evening last from his extended trip East,
where, among other things, he secured for
the Courier office a fine power press, steam
engine, newspaper addressing machine,and
a nice assortment of material for our job
ofiose.

Ed. Hibbard, who was down from the
saw-mill in Bridget cafion on Saturday last,
informed as that Mr. Carpenter and his
partner, while out branding some calves,
last week, on the Musselshell, were pounced
upon by a party of 40 Indians, who shot at
them, drove them off and then stole eight
head of their horses.

MEAGHER COUNTY.

From the Husbandman, July 24th.
B. F. Tift made a strike on Pilgrim Bar

last week, and is clearing $6 per day to the
hand.

A party of Indians, variously estimated
at from 40 to 75, made a dash upon F. M.
Dennis and Bob Carpenter, about 30 miles
east of Martinsdale, on the Musselshell last
week and got away with pack animals and
some loose horses, seven head in all. Den-
nis and Carpenter beat a hasty retreat, but
only got away with their saddle horses.
They received several Dallet holes in their
clothes, but no wounds.

We believe the most judicious use that
the $650 in the treasury of the Musselshell
stock-growers' association could be put to,
would be in offering a bounty for scalps of
hostile Indians. There is at present no
cattle thieving going on, but the horses of
the association are in continual danger of
being driven off by the Indians. A bounty
of $20, $30 or $50 given far every Indian
killed within a certain limit, would, we
think, prove the most efficient means of
breaking up raiding parties, and money
could not be appropriated to a better cause.

MADISON COUNTY.

From the Madlsonisa. July 28th.

A reception was tendered to the Repre-
sentatives in the Legislative Assembly,
from Madison county, who opposed and de-
feated the exx mption and subsidy measures
brought before said body, on the 31st, at
the Virginia City Court House.

Scarcely a day passes without a
number of teams passing through town on
their way to seek homes in the beautiful
valleys of Montana.
Sines the smelting works resumes opera-

tions. Glendale presents its wonted ap-
pearance of activity, and workmen are put-
ting in full time in their various occupa-
pations.

E. Graeter,
Recorder of Beaverhead county, is still on
crutches from the effects of his late acci-
dent, and likely to remain so for three
months yet.

There is quite a large amount of petty
stealing being done now-a-days, and some
folks whose recollections of early days are
still vivid, are talking of bull-whip reme-
dies for it.
