THE MESSAGE IN TIN-BOHL-A ROMANTIC
INCIDENT OF THE CAMPAIGN OF 1864.

Correspondence of the Detroit Pree Press.
WASHINGTON, July 3.-The Confederates

had it all their own way for a long time in
the valley, and Grant was beginning to fear
a mistake had been made in placing Sheri-
dan there. The Southern army were mass-
ing about Winehester, evidently for another
invasion of Maryland. Affairs had a dis-
couraging outlook for the Federal army's
matching and fighting had eaded invariably
in retreat.

AN EVENING CALL.

A round moon, warm and golden, shone
on the quaint old town of Winchester, Va.,
one evening in the middle of September,
1864. In the vine-covered porch of a
house, whose broad, brooding roof en-
veloped it in sombre shadow, sat a brown
haired, hazel-eyed girl waiting for a vis-
itor.

A man erect and soldierly, wearing a
gray uniform, came up the walk. The
moonlight reburniahed the faded gold
lace of his epanlettes and sword knots with
something of their pristine splendor as he
advanced. They talked of the then all-
absorbing topic, the war that was blazing
its way through the lovely valley at their
feet with the ashes of homesteads, the
charred skeletons of mills and forges and
foraged lands. The oflioer was a member
of Gen. Early's staff a Lonisanian, fervid
with hope and fierce with desire to drive
the Union soldiers back. The girl was a
Virginian of that simple faith which dis-
believes in strife and bloodshed, and her
name was Rebecca. It was another "Re-
beooa at the well," with this dif!ere•ce-
that she drew from the glio-tongued Officer
the number and position of Gen. Early's
army, their intrenohments and batteries on
the Oppequan, and wl•It troops had been
withdrawn. This was done in the most
natural manner possible, for to know these
things was interesting. and she had no idea
of making history or becoming a heroine,
for the two had only met a few evenings
previeos at a social gathering, when he had
sought an introduction and the privilege of
calling upon her. This was his first visit,
and it proved hibs last. When the young
aide-de-camp departed that Wednesday
night he had told so much that be had
placed the fortune of his command in the
keeping of Rebecca.

THE BIRD CALL IN THE GRABS.

Onu the following Friday, while sitting on
the same porch, she heard a bird call, low
and tremulous, in theshrubbery of the lawa.
She answered it by clapping her hands
softly, when a man, as black as the shadows
she sat in, came up, and taking something
out of his mouth, handed it to her and van-
iehed into the night. Speeding up to her
chamber, she found the gift to be a small
roll of tin-foil, such as is wrapped about
various articles, among others, chewing

How strange is destiny ! She alone, of
thefew Union-loving souls in Winchester,
knew what the harasead cavalry command-
erdesired. To put the information down
and roll it into the same re5eptacle did not
require many moments, when she again
appeared on the porch, clapping her hands.
The slave seemed to rise out of the earth.
He hastily placed the tiny packet in his
month, and, without word or gesture, die.
appeared.

THE BATTLE AT WINCHESTER.

Before daylight, on the 19th of Septem-
ber, 1864, the Confederate pickets ware
charged on the Oppequan, and Sheridan
.moved like an avalanche upon Winchester.
A terrible contest followed, the two armies
advancing and retreating like the surging
billows of the oassan. The battle never
sensed untils•adewn, leaving Sheridan the

notor of theOppequpa. A series~. al-.

CANADIAN &lALWAY LANDBS
HOW THEY ARE WITHDRAWN FROM SRT

TLEMENT.

The Casndian Governmen have made
new regulattons as to the Deminion land
in the Northwest. They 1 *Ithdrew from
free settlement a tramt 6f one hundred
and ten amles on each side of, the
Padfle railway. As to the five miles
on each side ofthe lina,to be called-Belt A,
the whole of. the lands are absolutely with-
drawn from homestead entry and from pre-
emption, and are to bo held for sale at $6
per ore. As to the remainder, it iato be
divided into belts, which are to be daled
respectively Belts B, eonsisting of 15 miles
each; Belts C, 20 miles ech; Belts D, 20
miles each; and Belts E, 50 miles each.
The even-numbered seotwns-therein, are
_open br ,homesid .ans -m . d.. rt.s.
the prices hereafter mentioned, and the
odd-numbered sections are to be railroad
lands.

The price put upon the railway lands in
the several belts is :

Belt B, $5 per acre ; Belt C, $3.50; Belt
D, $2; Belt E, $1.

The railway lands are to be sold at these
rates, neither above nor below them, and
purchasers are to pay for them in cash,one-
tenth at the time of purehase, and the bal-
anoe in equal annual installments, with in-
terest at six per cent. Under the new reg-
ulations a man can homestead only 80
acres, and proempt only 80. The order
goes into efect August 1. The Toronto
Globe, in commenting on the new regul-
tion, says : " The effect of the regulations
i therefore, to withdraw from the reach
of the poor man the whole of the Canadian
Northwest."

Fortifying tht SubTrsasury uilAing.
The government is turning the BSub-Trea-

sury building in New York into a fort.
The building itself is one of the strongest
in New York, but as even the strongest
buildings have yielded to to the united ac-
tion of mobs, it has been thought judicious
to further strengthen it, so as to protect the
millions of treasure stored there. For this
purpose the windows of the basement and
first floor are being protected by steel bar
gratings 1 inches in diameter. When the
gratings are complete, the Iron shutters
within the steel bars may be partially open-
ed when there is no fear of danger. The
Iron shutters are to be further atre ngthe.-
ed by ; inch plates of steel, and each one
is being pierced for rifles, the loop holes
being protected by small shutters covering
them from behind. From these loop holes
the riflemen, protected by the shntters,can
sweep the streets in almost every direction.
The windows under the saves are to be pro.
tected with iron shutters, whichb can be
opened in such a way as to form a covering
for men who may be engaged in throwing
hand-grenades, and thus protect them from
missiles sent from opposite houses. As rt-

ltR a 49l 1 ofss t d _opposite houses'
windows of the treasury building, three
steel turrets are being constructed on the
roof, and from these protected points rifles
and Gatlina guns can send their missiles
over every housetop. The work is now in
progress and will be completed by the mid-
dle of September.

It suggests a public spirit, a civic virtue,
a political conscience, which would not
waste money even upon a public work. It
is a beautiful legend of fable. The new
court house is now immediately behind the
city hall-the flaunting monument of enor-
mous public thefts and unspeakable con-
temptfor civic honesty. Bu as the ob-
server saw no splendor, she also saw no
poverty. Within cannon-shot of the new
court house, the mine of our vulgar 8arda.
napains, are now dens of a poverty and
squalor and crime as wretched and repul-
sve as those of any great lcty ; but our ob-
server found only streets of private com-
fortable dwellings in that New York of the
golden age-no dark alleys, no hovels, no
dark and gloomy cellars, with noisome at-
mosphere and vexing population. Success-
ful industry, she exclaims, has everywhere
fixed its abode. Before she died the ob-
server had gained much notoriety in the
happy land and town that she celebrated.
For our observer was Miss Fanny Wright,
a familiar name in the angry social, politi-
cal and religious contests of forty and fifty
years ago.

It is not an unusual or exception-
al thing for the product to be equal to one-
half the value of the soil that produced it. a
Thousands of acres of land in the State o0

have, in two years, produced wheat equal e0
in value to the land producing it. The a'
product of cornhas been very little behind i
that of wheat in point of profit. This, of
course, is not a common or even an average
result, taking one year with another. The
past three havoe been favored years

in the ease demanding investigation. We ic

make no rfenrene here to indebtedness and in
embarrassment from that cause, under H
which thousands of farmers are laboring in
common with all other classes. Such in-
debtedneis in nine eases out of ten is the
senilt of some other cause than following

their agrlcultxSal pursuits. Considering,
therefore, the profit of the business as it is
pursued by the average western farmer,
what must it be made when, by diligent re-
search and experience, it is brought to that
degree of perfection which has been attain-
ed in England and in some of the New
England States.
