Deer Lodge City,

FINE STOCK.

Clydesdale and Thoroughbred Horses and Cat-

tle-Purchases of Mr. Con Kohrs, of Deer

Lodge.

Mention has heretofore been made of the
purchase in Canada of some fine horses by
Mr. Con Kohrs, of Deer Lodge, who also
purchased in Illinois some of the best breed
of stock cattle. The animals arrived here
on the 24th inst. There are 15 head of
horses-14 Clydesdale and one thorough-
bred running mare which will be kept for
breeding purposes alone. In tha former
are two stallions aged one and two years
respectively. Three are thoroughbred
Clydeodales and the remainder are full
blood-having the requisite number of
crosses. The ages of the band purchaskl
range from one year up to four year-olds.
With the exception of one span thee
horses will be taken to Nevada creek, and
be kept by Mr. Hoepfner,Mr. Kohrs not as
yet being prepared to accommodate so many
different kinds of stock. The animals are
with one exeeption a light bay in color, the
exception being one of the team kept here
and in color a beautiful dapple-gray.
A description of their appearance is as-
necessary. All stockmen are familiar with
their outline carriage, etc. That they are
of a character best adapted to the wants of
teamsters is a general impression, and ere
long few draught horses, except of this
breed will be used in this seonty. ll of
Mr. Kohrs' purchases are pedigreed ani-
mals. The cattle, numbering 61 bead, are
Short Horn Durham's,-full-blood. Of the
number there are 50 heifers and 12 bulls.
Three will be kept in this valley and used
for breeding. Their owner expects in this
way to raise enough to supply hIs Sun River
herd, and it was with this object in view
the purchase was made. Deer Lodge
county is still in the lead in the way of fine
stock and Mr. Kohrs addition thereto is by
no means the least noteworthy.

HOMICIDE AT DEWEY'S FLAT.

John Hannifin Killed by A. M. Madison.

Special Correspondence New North-West.

DawuR's FLAT,Ang.22.-A fatal shooting
affray took plMace here last evenimng. The
particulars are as follows: A. M. Madison,
the-proprietor of a saloon, had been drink-
ing hard during the day. Several others
had been drinking with him, one of the
party being John Hannifin. Madison and
a man named Francis had quarrelled dur-
ing the afternoon with nearly a serious re-
sult. Hannifin interfered in Madison's be-
half and settled the quarrel. All of the
parties then in the saloon left, with the ex-
ception of Madison and Hannifin, who con-
tinued drinking up to a few minutes of 7
o'clock. Loud words were then heard
within the saloon and Hannifin was seen to
come out and start in the direction of his
home. He had got about fifty feet from
Madison's when Madison came to the debr
and called to him to come back. Hannifin
turned and started back, Madison in the
meantime going back into the saloon and
by the time Hannifin reached the end of the
building (about ten feet from the door),
Madison reappeared in the door with a
Smith & Wepson revolver in his hand. He
stepped over the side walk to the street,
having Hannifin between him and the
building. Shouts of "Shoot l" "Shoot !"
were then heard and Madison immediately
fired e,.bl etltriki HInntin in the rigl
breast. Both m*n Fkies liuched. tiadis
being a powerfulnman soon threw Hannifio
to the ground. He then struck him sever-

al hard blows on the head and face with-the
revolver. Hannifin was now lying on his
right side, apparently dead. Madison then
coolly and deliberately fired two shots, one
entering the unfortunate man's head, the
other striking him in the back, between
the shoulder blades, and passing through
the body.

There was but one man present at the
time of the shooting, but he was too much
intoxieated to have rendpeid any assistance
to tL uoaMteunatemean. Lannifla was ua-
armed. Several parties saw the shooting
and hurried to the sceneess soon as possible
butioo lite ' t0eanygood. Madison it
mediately gavp~bleset `wp bat in the ex-
citement of the moment, fearing that sum-
mary action would be taken with him,maet.d
hi escape by jaupping ito the Big Hole
as•d swimming to the cpposite bank.,

Darkness coming on b asucnocessfully eluded
pursuit. During the night he returning to
his saloon, changed his clothes and walk-
ed to Wunderliah'e where he gave himseif
up and was brought back here to-day by

oUostable Jack Ebenhack, of Glendale.
Coroner Thomas, of Glendale, having been
notified held an inquest to-pight. The jury
returned a verdict .that the act was feloni.
osly committed.. Madison was taken to
Bannack this morning where he will be in-
caroerated in jail.

Hannifin leaves a wife, a very estimable
lady~btit an nbildrep. ' He was about
yearof age. 'Hb has been' in Mohittau-
number of years. 'Madison is well known
in Deer Lodge county, havinglived at
German Gulch and Deer Lodge. When so-
ber he was a very good man. His rash act
cannot be accounted for, and as Hannifin
and he were known to be good friends it
makes it all the more a mystery.
