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SENATOR CARPENTER TALES ABOUT THE
NEXT CAMPAIGN—HIZ OWN AMBITION.

Yorg, Pa., Ang. 18.—Bennter Matt H,
Carpenter has been visting Judge Jeremiah
Black, and his visit is supposed to have

fe to the approaching bribery trials
‘at Harrisburg, especially as lawyer Irwin,
of Harrisburg, is also here.
Benator and ex-Clief Justiee yesterday at
‘the residense of the latter and had some
talk with them, finding that they were
communiecative on everything exoept the
basiness they had in hand. Although
somewhat thinner than he was when first
in the Senate, Mr. Usrpenter has not lost
sny of bis joviality, and is the same good-
natured, frank and honest Matt Carpenter.
The conversation soon drifted into national
politics, in which the Presidential question
took a leading part. Your correspondent
recallad to'the mind of the Senator the year
“1871, when he desired to bring the Sensator
oat for the Prewidemcy; the offer was re-
newed, with the addition of the name of
Thomas F. Bayard, of Delaware, for the
Vice-Presidency. Beaator Carpenter re-
plied : “T do not now, nor did T ever have
any ambition to be President, I donot
oare to be tossed ia a blanket for four years
before the publie and then left, for when &
man finishes with that office he cannot-ex-
pect to coms before the people for anything
else. He must retire into oblivion, IfI
have soy ambition, it would be to become
of member of the Supreme bench of the
United Btates.” Judge Black here re-
marked, ** Well, if Mr. Carpenter will stick
strictly to the Conastitution and obey all its
laws, I would have no objection to support
kim for the Presidency.”
