To get a good route
over the Cascade range, it looks asif we
would have to come ‘down nearly to the
mounth of the Yakima, and so, whether we
build over the Caecades or down the river,
we might as well commence at the Boake.
I propose to have surveyors on the passes
of the mountain route pext season and get
the boitom facts, Iam oot prepared to
agree with those who favor the river route,
and shall continue to believe in the practi-
cability of the direct ronte to the Sound.
The main point 15 first to convince your
people and the world that we are going to
build across the continent. Thia I am sure
will be accomplished when we are at the
Yellowstone going west and building east
from the Columbia river.

WHAT GENERAL
TWO GREAT BATTLES,

Beptember contains the following extiacis
from a private letter from General R. E.
Lee :

As to the battle of Gettysburg, I must
again refer you to the historical accounts.
Its loss was occasioned by a combination
of circumstances. 1t was commenced in
the absence of correct intelhigence. It
was continued in the effort to overcome the
difficulties by which we were surrounded,
and it would have been gained could ome
{ determined and united blow have been
| delivered by our whole live. As it was,
victory trembled ia the bal for three
days, and the battle resulted in the inflic-
tion of as great an amount of injury as
was received, and in frustrating the federal
campaign for the season.

I think you will find the answer to your
third goestion jn my report of the battle
of Fredrickeburg. In taking up the posi-
tion there it was with the view of resist-
ing Gen, Burnside's advance after crossing
the Rappabannock, rather than preventing
the passage. The plain of Fredricksburg
is completely commanded by the heights of
Stafford, which prevented our oceupying it
in the first instance. Nearly the whole
loss that our army sustained during the
battle arose from the pursuit of the re-
pulsed Federal column into the plain. To
have advanced the whole army into the
plain for the purpose of atiacking Gen.
Barnside would have been to have insured
1ta destruction by the fire from the contin-
ued line of guns on the Btafford hills. It
wag considered more wise to meet the fed-
eral army beyond the reach of their bat-
teries than under their muzzles, and even
to invite repeated remewals of their at-
tacks. When convinced of their ioutility
it was easy for them, under cover of a long,
dark and tempestuous night, to cross the
narrow river by means of their numerous
bridges before we could ascertain their pur-

pose,

Advics. to Professional Men.

The Ninetesnth Ceutnry.
To professional men, men of business,
and, indeed, all who are engaged in pur-
suits requiring more or less severe mental
work, exercise is, of course, the conditio
sine gqua non of the recreation to be recom.
mended. 'This fact is so obvious that I
peed mot dwell upon it further than to
make one remark. This is to warn all
suoh persons that their feelings are no safe
guides as to the amount of muscular ex-
ercise that is requisite for maintaining full
and sustained health. By habitual ne-
glect of sufficient exercise the system may,
and does, sccommodote itself to such ne-
glect ; 8o that not omly may the desire for
exercise cease to be a fair measure of its
peed, but positive exhaustion may attend &
much less amount of exerciss than is nec-
easary to long continuance of sound health.
However strong and well, therefore, a man-
may feel notwithetanding his neglect of
exercise, he ought to remember that he is
playing a most dangerous game, and that
sooner or later his sin will find him out—
either in the form of dyspepsia, liver, kid-
ney or other diwseases, which so surely
creep upon the offender against the laws of
health. According to Dr. Parkee, the
amount of exercise that a healthy man
ought to take without fatigue is at the
Jeast that which is required for raising 150
fooi-tons per diem. This, in ‘mere walk-
ing, would be rapresented by a walk of be-
tween eight and nine miles along Jevel
ground, or one mile up a tolerably steep
hill ; but it is desirable that the requisite
amount of exercise should be obtained
without throwing all the work upon one
set of muscles. For this reason walking
ought to be varied with rowing, ridiog, ac-
tive games, and, where practicablé, hunt-
ing or shooting, which, to those who are
fond of sport, constitute the most perfect.
form of recreative exercise.

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' THE EDELWEIS

A FLOWER THAT LUBRES ALFPINE TOURIETS

TO DESTRUCTIDON.

Fromthe Swjes Continent, Bapt. 7.

Every traveler in Switzerland is familiar |

with the tender star-shaped flower of this
curious piant. whose sage green blossoms
are stuck into the hat of every guide, and
are collected with rare ingenuity by the im-
portunate little rascals who race the car-
riages on the road, or stari out like rabbits
from the bushes as the pedestrian begins
bis sohtary chmb. The plant is scarce and
very partial. 1t is found in the Engadine,
seldom in the Bernese Oberland, and has
pecaliar corners and mountains that it
loves to affect. This scarcity and partiall-
ty gave to the Edelweiss a somewhat un-
beslthy motoriety. The rarer it became
thc wsore ambitious were the axcursionists
10 obtain a sprig.

Bome years ago every cockney hat was
adorned with the curious bloom, feathered,
as its botanical name implies, like an old
man's beard, and it was no longer a sign
of patience and endurance to wear this
pretty badge that hitherto had deaoted a
long climb and & patient search. When
toarists began to brand their slpenscocks
down in thi wvalley with the name ofn
mountain whose base they touched, but
whese top they never attempted to reach,
then was Edelwelss sold by the handful at
Interlaken, Chamouni and Grindelwald,
and the gmdes, porters and boys were
tempted to rifle the mountains of their
peerless flowers, When the rage for art-
green came upon us in full foree, msthet-
ic young ladies flattered themselvea that a
wreath of these soft petals would look be-
coming in the hair, and went so far as to
appear at fancy balls in the character of
the Alps, smothered in Edelweiss, As for
the flower itself, it was not so courtecus
and graceful as the Indian plant of beauty,
that raizes up its head and opens ab the ap-
proach of # woman. On the contrary,it re-
fused to bein any way gracious at the
tonch of the female botanist, and sternly
declined to be transplanted. The more
obstinate was the Edelweiss the more de-
termined became the ladies, and they pur-
chased it by the root, carefully tended it
during the journey home, nursed it across
the sea, watched it at every railvoad sta-
tion, and handed it to the family garden-
er, in order to hear in a few days that
the plant, sickening and sighing for its
mountain home,” had refused toexiwst in
England with the aid of any artificial pro-
cess,

There have been only ome or two very
rare and exceptional cases where the Edel-
weiss was wduced te live and give forth
flowers in England, and then the result
was only obtained by a system of nursing
that would bave worn ont the majority
of botamists. | At last the Bwiss govern-
ment determined to put down a law for-
biddiog the wholesale destruction of this
popular lower. It was rapidly disappear-
ing altogether from the country, when an
enactment made 1t penal to take a plant up'
by the roots; - The dignity and importance-
of legislation gave a new impstus to the
interest that was attached to the plant,
and "going in search of the Elelweiss be-
came as attractive a source of danger as
is to bs found in Bwitzerland, Unaccom-
panied by guides and strayiog from the
beaten tracks, more than ons touarist has
risked his life, and several have already
been killed in the ynesc.

How We Carcu CoLp.—This pertinent:
question is just now engaging attention.
There is another question which should be
anewered first, namely : What is cold?

Wasarseror, Oct, 11.—In order to se-
care uniformity in the distribution and®
dispatch of mail matter. and the treatment
of matter declared unmailable under the
ordar of Sept. 20, the Postmaster-General
has issned the following order:

First—The attention of all postmasters
im ospecially called to section 407, Postal
Laws and Regulatiooe, edition of 1879,
which must, in all cases, be strictly com-
plied with,  After a letter is mailad it is
the property of the person to whom it is
addressed, and must be sent to the post-
office to which it is addressed, if there be
such ao office, DBut, whether there be such
an office or not, the Poatmaster or hias sub-
ordinates have no authority in law or oth-
erwise to change the address or direction
of the letter without the express aunthority
of the party or parties entitled to the letter.
Bhould the Postmaster or his employees
change the address or direction of a letter
ur package, and should the letter or pack-
age in consequence fail to reach the ad-
dreasee, the Postmaster would, in law, be
liable for the package. A Postmaater
may complate or perfeet an address already
made, but he cannot change its direction
to a different person or different office or
different State without authority.

Becond—The following additional regula-
tion is announced, to be inserted after seoc-
tion 468 :

** Misdirected matter received at any
postoffice for delivery shonld not be held
for advertising, but should be immediately
returned to the sender, if his name or ad-
dress appears thereom, marked *‘misdi-
rected,” and stamped with the postmark
of the office of receipt. If the name of the
sender, or some designated place, such as a
box number, or street or number, does not
appear upon misdirected matter, it should
be sent immediately to the Dead Letter
Office. Misdirected matter offered for
mailing sbould be returned to the sender,
if known, immediate'y, or, if the sender's
name does not appear thereon, should be
sent at once to the Dead Letter office, as
directed in raling No, 102, United States
Official Postal Guide, October, 1879. The
provisions of act 437 must, in all cazes, be
strictly complied with,”

Third—The General Superintendent of
Railway Mail Service is charged with the
duty of sceing that the provisions of this
order aud of chapters 9 and 10, 11 aud 12,
of title 2 of the Postal laws and Regula-
tions, edition of 1879, sections 267 to 430
inclusive, are observed by all postmasters.

In farther explanation of the necessity
for declaring matter nnmailable when not
addressed to a postoffice, it 13 stated by the

| department that, 1n nine cases out of ten,

the attempt to deliver such matter, by
trying one postoffice after another, has
resulted either in the loss of the matter or
its being sent to the Dead Letter Office af-
ter weeks of travel through various post-
offices of the sawe pame. There are in
every State two or more  localities of the
sams name, but haviog different postoffice
names, or not having any postoffice within
their limits, At the same time there may
be, and probably are, fifteen other States
haviog a postoflice of the same name as
these locals. For instance, there are im
the United Btates 32 postoffices named
Centreville, of which six are court houses,
and there is hardly a county or township
in any of the thickly-settled Btates which
does not have ita local Centreville, to which
latters, ete., are sometimes addressed.
Under these circumetances the depariment
feels that the peopla must justify it in re-
fusing to take the respousibility of deci-
ding to which postoffice, out of 8¢ many of
the same oame, or to which locality of the
same same, matter iodeflnitely addressed
or misdirected, should be sent. The ex-
perience of the past, voder the practice of
trying one postoffice after another, bas
coovinced the department that the imme-
diate return of misdirected matter to the
sender for better direction, either direct
when his name is given npon the matter
or through the Dead Letter Office, can
alone secure its safe transmission, and will
1psure-a prompter delivery than could pos-
sibly be obtained by attempting to guess at
ita destination.
