MURDER IN HELENA,

John Deann, an Old Resident, Found Dead in
His Wine Cellar.

Bpectal to New Nerth-West.
HereENA, Mont., Oct. 28.—John Denn, a
native of Prussia and an old resident of this

place, was found murdered in his wine cel-
lar this morning. Appearances indicate he
bad been aroussd during the night by some
one, ‘went to the cellar to draw some liguar
and while steoping over had been struck
seversi times over the head by some instru-
ment which crushed in his skall.
