their respective places of worship,there to give thanks
and praise to Almighty God for His mercies, and to
devoutly beseech their continuance.

said day by abstaining from all secular labor.

Bach returning year brings new hlessings, which
we should publicly acknowledge, and no year since
civil government was organized within the limits of
this Territory has the bestowal of blessings been so
conspicuous as the one now about to close.

Our thanks are due for the abundance of the har-
vest and for the general prosperity that has attended
the labors of our people; for the general diffusion of
knowledge and the repression of vice; for the rgig-
ious toleration and brotherly kindness that exists in
our commonwealth toward all races and conditions of
men; for general health and renewed prosperity, and
for the preservation of liberty and peace in the na-
tion.

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WHICH SHALL IT B E ?

The suggestions we made last week as ti
the impropriety, to phrase it mildly, 0
newspapers advisisg a resort to Lynch Lai
in Montan:: are not heartily coincided ii
by those of our contemporaries who had es
pressed in favor of more summary punish
ments. The Indez this week brings on
another phase of the question by inquirinl
if an editor who advocates mob law or Vig
ilanteism is not tully as guilty as the mal
who harrangues a crowd and advocates th,
same thing ? and if the man is held to an
swer for the offense-to the Grand Jury,wb:
should not the editor be ? The inquirie
are pertinent and forcible. That law hba
no majesty, is entitled to no respect, is des
titute of virtue which enmeshes and pun
ishes one while it is defiantly trample(
upon by another. Aside from the duty o
every good citizen to yield obedience to the
laws of the land it is his duty to maintain
them. If one law may be violated all may
and anarchy would ensue. The first viola
tion is an entering wedge whence every
evil may follow. And certainly not the
least violent infraction is that of banish.
ment or taking human life. Aside from
the principle involved, observation of the
later administration of Lynch Law in Mon.
tana does not recommend it to favor. There
have been instances where persons were
hung on suspicion, or perhaps for the fact,
of pilfering small sums of money, or cattle,
and, if we are not wrongly advised, there

hung for no crime at a l rtainly none
of our contemporaries wish to see these do.
Ings revived. It is argued, however, that
the committees of safety are composed of
good citizens who would not tolerate any
such outrages as this, and one paper sc
stultifies itself as to claim they are com-
posed of better men than constitute our ju-
ries. There are no better men m Deer
Lodge county than those who sit upon our
juries. But even if citizens of good repute
are on some of these committees, who
knows who may constitute another com-
mittee ? And if one citizen, or any num-
ber of citizens, may set the law at defiance
and execute a hurried verdict on ez partn

evidence,why may not the ignorant pilferer
or the desperado, or any number of them,
claim the same privilege of taking the law
into their hands and following the bent of
their inclinations ? If one citizen may dis-
regard the law why may not another? The
very existence of a Vigilance Committee is
a precedent established for lawlessness. A.
child may start an avalanche, but who shall
stay it? The committee may have pure
motives and objects, the criminal have
selfish motives and objects, but whenever
the statute law is abandoned and the offi-
cers of law ignored the issue between the
good citizen and the bad citieea resolves it
self back to the rudest conditions of civili-
zation where Might makes Right. We
have reached a better condition than that
in Montana. While the number and charac-
ter of crimes committed recently is apallmng
we see no evidence that the courts or peace
officers have been remiss in their duties,
and we believe the laws prescribe adequate
punishment for all offenses. This county
has its full share of expenses and its full
share of peril to bear, but it can better af-
ford that justice shall be administered by
its courts than that its people shall know
and the report go abroad that Montana has
no law its citizens respect. A chain is no
stronger than its weakest part ; one law
is no more sacred that another. Viola-
ting one we violate the sanctity of alL We
do not believe Montana needs any Vigilante
law, or Vigilante courts, or Vigilante ex-
ecutions, and if committees of safety os
needed it is only as auxiliaries and aids
wholly subordinate to the officers f justice
and having noinde-oPndvt wxecu
ere. The gallows,the Penitentiary and the
working chain gang as prescribed by the
lawful juries and courts are amply sufficient
to suppress the lawless element in Montana
and the press can do best service by giving
its infiuence to the maintenance of statutory
law, legal courts, and the constitutional
administration of justice. We cannot re-
spect statutory law and Lynch Law. We
must choose between them. Which shall
it be?

WAY DOWN IN XhINE.

If the Democrats of Maine, or rather the
State Canvassing Board, persist in a scheme
they have undertaken the Louisiana Re-
turning Board will sink into insignifioant
obscurity as a manipulator of election re-
turns. The election in Maine resulted in
nineteen Republican Senators and twelve
Demoorats and Greenbackers. The Gov-
ernor and Council constitute the Canvas-
sing Board, and the scheme it is alleged
they have undertaken is to count out
enough Republioans and count in enough
Democrats and Greenbackers to precisely
reverse the relative strength. Just how
this is to be done is not so clear. The frst
dispatches stated that it would be attempt-
ed in some districts by showing
trifling technical defects as to the posting
of election notices ; later dispatches say it
is rumored some of the returns are irrsgu-
lsa and will be thrown out for this cause.
In the meantime the Democratic Canvas-
sing Board refuses, in violation of a oustom
that has always heretofore been observed
and respected,to permit any Repubhlcan to
see the returns. It is apprehended these
returns will be thus kept concealed until the
twenty days have expired within which
corrections may be made and that in the
meantime the Demoorats and Greenbackers
will have had thers oprroeted and prepared
or final action. In 1818 there were three
candidates for Governor, Vonnor, Rep., re-
aeived 56,519 votes; Garcelon, Dem., 27,
87t votes; Smith, Greenbacker, 41,404
votes In Maiae it requires a majority of
all the votes east to eleet a Governor by
the people.

-A correspondent of the New York
Herald, presumably sent for the purpose,
who has spent several weeks in the South
and felt the political pulse there, revives
the report of the alleged disposition of
many influential men to support Grant for
the Presidency, and even classifies the
States for and against him. The Herald,
with a degree of conscientiousness hardly
to be expected from that source, while
deprecating the re-election of Grant cannot
rest well without disclosing the alarming
news of Grant's popularity. It is scarcely
possible yet to divine the object of the
Herald, and it is necessary in determining
the amount of credence to which that
journal's statements are entitled to know
under which king it serves. Although it
raised the ghost of Casarism it subse-
quently took up Grant and sent John Rus-
sell Young around the world with him on
a salary of $5000 a year and all expenses
paid. Young's discreet but graphic cor-
respondence to that paper has been the
main lever that hoisted Grant into the most
eminent popularity enjoyed by any living
man, and it is reported Young is to be made
managing editor of the Herald. Thus the
Herald has been largely instrumental in
making the nomination of Grant by the
Republicans seem to many a political ne-
cessity, and yet it mildly deprecates the
act. It will also be noticed a number of
Southern States are classified for Grant as
against the Democratic field-except Bay-
ard or same other unmentioned strong man.
Were it not for the known integrity a4d
steadfastness of the Herald the thought
might present itself that there is usually
an immense amount of money used in a
Presidential campaign; that this Southern
rpmor will have the effect to swell the
Bayard boom, and that if the Herald plays
its cards well it may be wanted by the
friends of one of these two candidates,
who are each supposed to be well bsd.
Again, it might be mope to the interest of
New York and the Herald to see Grant
President of the Nicarauga canal than the
President of the United 8t, and the
prmature itlosure of the Southern feel-
ing, if true, would give the Northern
Democracy opportunity to work on the
threatened defection and perhaps reader
Grant's candidacy not so av~ilable. The
report may be true, but almost any hy-
pothesis Is more reasonable than that the
New York Herald trembles for the fate of
the country if Grant is nominated and
elected. It is not apprehensive; only the
"wwild beasts are loose" again.

Raid on Lotteries.

NEw YonR, Nov. 10.-The panic among
dealers in lottery -tickets here continues.
The arrests of the past two days are being
followed up by proceedings calculated tc
cause dismay in the ranks of these spec..
lators. The openness and audacity with
which lottery people have conducted their
business has attracted very genbral atten.
tion from law-abiding citizens. Fiftee,
arrests were made yesterday including B.
Frank Moon, agent of M. A. Dauphin, oc
New Orleans, representing the Lomsusni
Lottery, of which M. A. Danphin ~s prini,
pal in New Orleans.

The ?tmes says Dauphin says in his
advertisements in some of the daily papers
that all of the hundred thousand tickets
inmoluded or issued in his monthly scheme
are sold before the drawing takes place.
This, if true, indioates a gross receipt ol
$200,000 monthly, of which they claim to
distribute $100,000 in primes, leaving $100,-
000 to pay runiing expenses, including
advertising, rents, salaries, printing and
postage. This, in the opinion of men who
know a great deal about the business,
leaves a monthly margin of profit amount-
ing to from P$5,000 to $40,000, to be divi.
dad between four or five persons, and giv.
ing each of them an income of about $100,-
900 yearly. It is said that seven-eighths of
the tickets are sold in this eity and' tate,
and that as a eonsequence about $115 000
monthly is paid bpthe New Ybrkers for
the pleasmre, profit or privilege of Indul-
ging in thie little game of the `Louisiant-
eas.

THE NEW JURY LAW.
HELRNA. M. T., November 17.-The

November term of the Third Judicial Dis-
triot Court has afforded an illustration of
the law passed at the extra session of Con-
greas, respecting the method of drawing,
compensation, etc., of United States ju-
rors. The only doubt that can exist as to
its origin is whether it is the product of
villainy or stupidity. One theory is that
it was devised to prevent the punishment
of offenders, having special reference to
the "moonshiners" of the South. Suppo-
sing that to be its object, the authors are
to be congratulated on their ingenuity.
But, excluding this view, the law is a de-
plorable botch. The provisions concern.
ing the drawing of jurors are so vague and
obscure that it requires inspired guessing
to get a lawful jury.

In anticipation of the present term in
this district a venire was issued for grand
and petit jurors. It was served ; the
grand jury was sworn, sat six days and re-
turned seven or' eight indictments. Then
the question h ing been raised as to the
legality of thei proceedings, the indict-
ments wer6 q bhe and bopth juries dis-
charged. :Net a special venire for petit

-i•tW ed. Thirty-tbree persons,
were' sitmmtned and and attended, when
doubt was raised and they were discharged.
Finally the court ordered a new deal, and
after annoying and expensive delay, juries
were secured that are believed to be lawful,
though challenges to the array have been
interposed as to both. It should be added
that but for the intelligent action of Judge
Wade in directing that the three hundred
names to be put in the box be taken from
this county to the exclusion or the other
counties in' the district, no United States
business could have been done at this term.
The indictments ageint the law referred to
need not be confined to its loose and im-
practicable provisions with respect to the
drawing.of jurors. The reduction of the
pes diem from $3 to $2 is an outrage so far
as the Territsries are concerned, though it
may work no hardsti, in the States. But
the clause which deliberately legislates
partizan politics into the administration of

justice is an abomination without limita-
tion or mitigation, and wholly lacking
precedence in any country pretending to be
civilized.

WAseursoro, Nov. 12.-Among the
questions to which the Commissioner ofSAgrdcultur' has recently been giving his
, attention, is that of the redemption of com-

-paratively arid table lands which stretch
e along the eastern base of the Rocky Moun-

0 tains from our northern to southern border.

The subject is considered very important,
involving as it does the recovery of a tracte of country equal to one-fifth of the produc-

tive area of the United States. Where it
bas-been possible to subject the land to ir-
t rigation, astonishing agricultural richuess
has been found, and at present the facili-
ties for irrigation by means of mountain

f streams, extend no further than from 40 to
50 miles from the base of the range. With
the problem of irrigation solved, these
plains would be rated among the richest
agricultural regions of the country. As
preliminary to practical tests, the Commis-
f sioner has engaged the service of Brisbin

Walker, late editor of the Republic, to pro-
ceed to Colorado and report upon the possi-
bilities of artificial irrigation, especially
with reference to artesian wells, which in
V those sections where mountain streams are

not available, seem to be the only possible
source of supply for irrigating purposes.
There are now some 5,000 artesian wells in

I successful operation, and experiments made

by French engineers in the great Sahara
Desert, indicate that the plan is feasible.
At some of the wel's sunk by M. Jus,w'ater
was obtained at a ~epth of ouly thbbi nor
four hundred feet and the discharge was
equal to 1100 gallons per minute. There
is every reason why similar results should
be obtained in the strata underlying the
table lands of Colorado. Mr. Walker by
his training capacity for close observation
will be able to make an intelligent study of
the situation. This report will be looked
for with interest.
