DE LESSEPS' PROJECT.

The Energetic Freachman Ready to Push His
Canal,

Nzw Yorg, Dec, 3.—The Triluns re-
views the recent address of De Lesseps in
Paris, in which, announcing his departare
for Panama on December 6, he langhs at
the perils of the Isthmua climate, and saye
he intends taking his wife and three small
children with him. He reviews the rival
claims of Nicarsuga, which he dispaiches
by saying:

“It is 295 kilometres long, while the
Panana line is but 78. The country
traversed is subject to earthquakes, which
might engulf the ships, whereas on the
Isthmus of Panama earthquakes are un-
known. ‘The outlet to Lake Nicaranga is
8o crooked as t0 embarrass the navigation
of large steamers. The twenty-one locks
required would delay the passage of ves-
sols several days. The plans made for the
Nicarauga canal show thirty-nine carves,
of which twenty-sight have an insufficient
radius.”

Finally, he aszarts it is folly to imagine
the Nicaranga plan will cost less money
than the Panama line; for, though the
mountains are not 80 high, they are broad-
er and more compact. De Lessaps appears
to have all the money needed for the com-
mencement ¢f his enterprise. He has
paid the Colombian Government 750,000
francs to insure the existence of his com-
pany, and has bought out persons who
held concessions for a canal. He has an
engineer on the ground, aod will take with
him two wealthy contractors who did a
large part of the werk on the Suez canal.
He intends to form a commission of dis-
tingnished emgineers from many counntries,
among whom he hopes to count Colouel
Totten. The necesrary apparatus for
soundings and surveys is already pur-
chased.

The Tribune adds : In view of Lassepn
perseverance and activity, it is no wonder
that the projectors of the Nicauraga capal
are bestirring themaselves and urging Grant
to decide on the offer made him, DMuch
longer delay on his part will be attributed
to one of two motives: A desire to enter
the political field, or intention to sansfy
himself of the feasibility of the enterprise
by fpersona. examination of the ground
during his winter frip in Mexico and Cen-
tral America.
