In the opinion of the jurors, as enlightenming the

prosecution In regard to whether or not he micht
peremptorily challenge the juror.

Tue Court held that under these circumstancen the

question was a proper one and allowed It to be put.

A jury was obtained at 10 minutes to I p. in. on the

fYd of December, 1•79, and the trial of the case plo-

ceoded with at once.
MYNUIsle O1 TE•TIMONiT.

Dr. J. Thompson sworn-Reside in Butte; physi-

clan and surgeon; was cal led between one and two

o'clock on the morning of the lYth of June, 187", to

attend a 'Chinaman who had been shot: found him

on lower Mliii street in a little cabin; he was lying

in bed with a guln-hot wound of the abdomen, the

ball having penetrated perhape the width of two fin-

gers, or two lnches ; the result was fatal: the result

of the examination showed the ball had entered the

cavity of the abdomen, below the navel, the width

of two lt gers; It might have been three; the

wounded Chinaman died about four or ive o'clock on

the aftenouon of the 38th; the cause ot his death

was unquestionably the gun-shut wound.

Crosa-examlned- The result of such wounds is al-

most always fatal when they penetrate the rnvity of

the abdomen; there have been a few cases where t he

persons so wounded have recovered or where the

wounded party did not die; could not tell anything

particularly about the range of the ball : did not

make a special investigation to ascertain ; it seemed

to be direct, however; went into the cavity without

any tendency to range either right or left or up or

down: the thickness thinogh there into the cavity

was about half an inch.

Al Dell sworn-Reside In Butte; saw defendant in

King A Lowry's saloon before the shooting; he was

in there drinking and talking to different parties :
