The idea, whether
fact or fancy, is poetic in the highest degree,
and the venturous imagi ation will again
seek t» wrestle with the . ciet of thoseop-
alescent fires that glow aod burn around
the pole and make the very icebergs seem
warm. Now, like mighty concentric rain-
bows, spreading their lsmbent wings, now
breaking ranks and flitiing to files across
the sky like the ghosts of dead armies.
Anou, the ruddy glow unleaps and shoots
its ¢ .mson airows at the zenith, and agam
it hecomes for months guie nt, as Nor-
denskjold saw it, and merely sets its aure-
ole signet in the skies, over tha spot where
pcor Captain Hall, in the midst of a sub-
lime solitude, lies buried,

* [s centre,"” says the explorer, ** should
b2 the spot where Hall wintered and its
redius about eight desrees,” Regarded
from a geographoal and scientific point of
view, Prof, No, 1askjold’s expadition has
b m @ great success ; but the problem on
whose solution the laurels await and the
aureole d¢ cends will be who unlocks the
secre*s of tha pole, If that mystic region
be ever destined to be touched by keel of
ship or runner of Jdog-sledge, science will
be enricLed, not only as respects the past
physical history of the earth, but as to the
cause of existing pheuomena. Meantime
man%iad will wonder and warch the north-
orn lights with inlensifiled interest. The
fancy will fly back to wue peiiod when “our
globa #nd all that it iuhabirs " had a begin-
ning.

The venturous mind will picture the time
when it wes once a fluid haze of light, and
how for conntless yearsafterward the globe
w  instinet with flery heat, and amid
which no form of life coul” be sonceived to
exist. Then followed ages 1o which the
glowing 1 *t was drench 1 by showers of
muriatie, nitme and sulpburic acid, not only
intenssly hot, but fiercely burning th. ugh
their chemical natare, In process of time
the earthquake shook the revolving ball to
its centre, and the volcano opened its fery
eycs to the sun, A globe with so much
explosive mate:‘al stored away inside mr -t
have need 1 forits pe oaveacy a i 'gantic
safety valve or series of safety-valves.

Might it not have t en for the lack of
an independent escape-vert for explosive
gases that shattered into fragments the
once proud planet which no constitates the
asteroids?

THEORY OF 1T8 AVENUES, ETC.
Incidental to the discussion of *claims
against the District of Columbia®’ in the
House, recently, Mr. Garfleld, of Obio,
stat 1 r: follows :
This city was laid out because a very great
event had orcurred where Congress was sit-
ting. The revolutionary army became mu-
tinous because they did not have their pay
—what bad been promised them—and there
wey sueh a terror at opoe time it wWas
thought ursafe t» continue the Coogre 3
longer in 8« lon at that city. An appeal
w3 me e ) the authorities of the city, but
they could donothing.  Api 2al was made
to the anthorities of (he State, but they
could do nothing. The Congress was thers,
pligiims r2d strangers and guests in a city
that could not defend ther, and in » Btate
that could not defend them. Now, there-
fore, the fathers said a mtuation of that
kind 1eqr! :a that we shall bave & territo.y
and distiot of our own,over which no Btats,
no mayoralty, or no ci.y organizaiion can
have any control whatever, except what it
derives from us, That was the oiigin of
crealing a district ten miles square, or less,
in which the government sbouvld be solely
vested in the Congrets of the United States,
1n order that Congress should be as supreme
there a8 it woull be on the very flor of its
Capitel,
