“ While the Government owned the land
absolutely it had a perfect right to grant a
full title or only an t to a pany,
as an individual owner could; bat such a
grant wonld be liable to the same rules of
construction as if from private owners. If
the Government had given a right of way
across a particular plece of Jand while it was
the sole lawful owner, the subsequent par-
chaser would have to take the land so encum-
bered aud conld not recover for the item of
right of way, We gtill think such party
might recover for the cost of maintaining
fences, unless the railroad company wnder-
take to maintain them.

A NOVEL INVENTION.

UTILIZING ELECTRICITY IN PROPELL=
ING TRAINS.

Description of the New Railfpad in Use at
Lichterfelder, Germany.

Mr. W. M. Griscom, in & letter to the New
York Times, dated Berlin, describes the trial
opening of the Electric Railroad. THe says:

“The Electric Railroad was built for the
purpose of showing that passenzer trains
gould be run on it, and freight trains as well,
and, in addition, to secure to Germany the
eredit due her for the first practical railroad,
carrying passengers, operated by electricity.
The Electric Railroad is built from a small
village called Lichterfelder, to the principal
Cadet Schoel in Germany (nine kilometres
from Berlin), and s two and a haif kilome-
tres in length, The width of the track is
one metre. rails are of steel, ahd rest
an cross-tiesof wood, and thiz s all the in
sulation they have. In fact, the whole road
is eonstrueted in the ordinary manner. A
short distance from the roadway, in the ma-
chine  building of the Water-Works, the
dynamo-electric machine is placed, anl is
driven by a ten-horse power engine, which
furnishes the current of electricity, which is
conducted by means of an insulated cable
monderground to one of the rails of the rail-
road. From this rail the electric luid passes
by means of the tire of the car wheel (rest-
ing on the rail cl.w%ed with electricity) by a
system of aprings, in contact and rubbing
agalnst it, to the electrie engine fastened un-
derneath the car, and after secving its pue-
pose in driving the engine is conduclea to
the tires of the wheels on the opposite side
and from these whedls to the vpposite raﬁ
they are lu contact with, thus completing the
electrical circuit, The tires of the car
wheels are iusnlated from the hubs and
axles by the use of wooden disks. The
electrical engine is placed equidistant be-
tween the two seis of car wheels, as hefore
stated, underneath the car. Its road shaft
lies parallel to the two car axles. Onthe
end of the engine shaft is a small, grooved
puailey, and connecting with the car wheels
are drams with similar grooves. Smatl belts
made of spiral steel wire connect the pulleys
and the drums, oue set of belts running to
the drum on the froat wheel, and the other
to the oae on the back axle. By this ac-
rangement of steel belts the power is traos-
ferred from the engine to the car-whedls.
The starting and stopping of the car gud
engine are the movement of a
crank on either platform of the car, which:
breaks or commects the electric current;
there are also a car-break and bell-signal, all
within easy reach of the conductor, whe ean
run the car as well as receive fares and
tickets.

«The car itself was built at Cologne, and
is similar to a one-horse ear on an American
horse railroad. It is handsomely dtied up
and can be ran either way without turning.
By resolution of the authorities the rate of
speed is limited to fifteen kilometres au hour,
but on the retarn trip from the Cadet

The $85,000 iasurance on the Alia-Montana
Compang’s works, ai Wickes, lniely de-
xicoyed by fire, has been sediled to the Blluis-
faelion of all par.es and 100 men ace at pres-
ent employed in buikding the new works that
will cost $300.000 be o7 aay re.uroy e made
6 the company. Exeavatons and foanda-
tious are being made for a tweniy-siamp dry
eroshing mili and six amalgama.ivg pans.
Water concentrators are to be used, six eylin-
ders, nine roasters and two water-jacket fur-
naces of 20 and 40 tons capacity. These
latter, and three cylinders, were not much
injured by the fire, and some of the machin-
ery 18 being repaived for use again. Two
reservoirs, 12 feet by fourteen feet, and 12
feet deep, have been quarried out of the
rocks above the works, the water being
brought in ditches from two creeks that
unite at this point, and are intended to serve
in case of fire as well as to supply the works.
A new company office, and & earpenter and
blacksmith shop have been built, Large
company stables are under way. A tramway
is to be built across the street from the bar to
facilitate the delivery of ore and wood.

Murphy & Neil have a contract for 7,000
eords of wood.

Chareoal is being receiyed at the rats of 7,000
bushels per day, and half a million will be
stored before they stop. Experience taught
them not to depend on getting this article
haaled in winter.

FUBLIC LANDS,

The Rights of Settlers,

WasniNoTox, June 12.—Jndge Luwrenee,
First Comptroller of the Treasury, Washing-
Lon, reently delivered an opinion tonching the
Lrights of settlers upon publie lands that will
be of interest throughout the entire West,
The law of Congress relativg to railroad
lands provides that alternate sections shall
be taken by the railroad company for its
grant, but that the odd sections, when sold,
shall command double the minitnum price,
namely, $1.25 per acre. Last year Congress
passed a law providing that where a pur-
chaser has paid double the minimum price
for land which is found to be outside of the
ten-mile limit of the railroad grant, one-
half the amount paid shall be refunded to
him or his heirs and assigns. A case under
thiselaw came befure the Comptroiler No-
vember 12, 1870, Nathan Alspach par-
chased a quarter section of land near Angus-
ta, Kansas, and paid $2.50 per acre for it. 1t
was afterward found that the land lay with-
out the ten-mile limit of the railroad grant,
and Alspach applied for a repaymnent of $1 25
per acre. The First Comptroller wrole and
inquired of him if he had in any way In-
cumbered the land. Alspach replied that he
had sold the land, but had not transferred
his elaim for rebate from the Government.
The Comptroller to-day decided that under
the law of Congress meutioned above, the
claim for repayment raus with the estate,
and that having sold the estate, Alspach had
no claim npon the Government, but that it
acerued Lo his vendee. Upon this ruling the
Treasury Department rejected the elaim.

Trouble Anticipated Next Eviction Day,
New Yok, June 10.—The Heralds's
Limerick special says; The eviections and
process servings have continued throughout
the week without resistance. ‘The bodies of
poiice and soldiers have heen so large as to
overawe the bravest of the would-be insue-
gents.  The most threalening of the coming
evictions are some which are to oceur at
Mitchellstown, county Cork, where it will
be remembered a desperate encounter was
barely avoided a fortnight ago, on the ocea-
sion of the evictions on the property of the
Countess of Kiugston. In pe part of the
country are the populace more determined
than at Michellstown under the shadow of
the famous Gells Mountain, where the re-
bellieus spirit I8 strong and  where
poverly has made the people desperate
and lawless. Receot eyeuts, and particular-
ly the recent evictions, bave intensified the
feeling toward the landlords and police.
There being no disturbances thieatened in
any other quarters, I visited Mitebellstown,
which Is a ten-mile drive from Flrmoy, and
one of the most lmportant military stations
In Ireland, The surrounding country is
picturesque. 1 first ealled ypon Father Bur-
ton, a most intelligent and courteous priest,
from whom I learned how apprehensive he
and others interested in the salfety of the
people were regarding next eviction day. He
feared the consequences might be very se-
rious, for it was almost impossible o entire-
ly stop the stone throwing. Te gave me an
account of the last encounter, and believed
it was only a miracle that prevented terrible
bloodshed, 'The soldiers and pollce num-
bered 500 and the people about 15,060,
Many of the latter were armed and all wers
In a simte bordering frenzy. Stones were
showered on the police and sobliers, and
only Fathes ('Connell's appeal to the offi-
cers not to order Aring, aud by their united
efforts to pacify the people, wasu catastiophe
prevented.
