ment of Justice has on several occasions con-
veyed to me its approbation of the prudence.
and economy of the management. Whatev-
er merit these facts imply is to be credited
wholly to you.

It is with regret that the very many cordial
friends of Colonel Botkin entertain the
thought of his resgnation and departure
from Deer Lodge. He has been In charge of
the prison since May, 1518, when he came
among an a stranger, and to-day we do not
know of a person in our town but entertains
for him high regard or the warmet friend-
shfp. His administration of the Prison has
been one of marked eflciency, and while ex-
cellent discipline has been maintained the
treatment of the prisoners has been humana
and coniderate, aud the expenses have been
reduced to neariy one-half what they were.
Col. Botkin is a partner in the house of
Shanley & Co., Butte, and their large and
Increasing bminess rendering his services in
the firm desirable and more remunerative, he
has elected to locate in Butte.

It is understood Marshal Botkin will ap-
point as the Colonel's suooseor Mr. Hugh
O'Neill, whom nearly all Montanilan know,
and who for a year past has been a guard in

the prison, end during a portion of the time
in charge. We are glad this selection has
been made, regarding it as eminently de-
served, and asmsared that the intereste of the
government will be faithfully and eMelently
looked after while he is In charge.

Marshal here, and will perforin the duties of
that position in addition to his present one
as guard.
