The mines of Butte are just reaching a state
of develop-ea whihob may be considered a
bese to act.frres, so that in the neartfuture
the people may begin to looeek forward with a
feeling of assumance. Time forbids my at-
tempting to give a complete description of
the mines, and all that would be of interest
Sto the eager, as well as the critical, who may
peruse this plainly and uncolored description
of the " Eldorado" of the West, which is be.
ing heralded from ocean to ocean. The future
of the mines in the immediate vicinity of
Butte was never so full of promise an at the
present time, and it is quite encouraging to
note that the camp s not supported by money
brought in by ontsiders. It stands on its owe
solid merits. The mines of this camp are
their own advertisement. They are growing
richer and larger with every stroke of the
pick, and on this fact alone denends the at-
traction of capital. At one time a distrust
prevailed as to what the ore would be after
deep developments had been made, but this
is no longer a question of doubt, for the fact
has been verified and clearly demonstrated in
the Alice bonanza. It in now conceded by all
practical miners that the small surface devel-
opnments are less profitable than where greater
depth has been obtained. One verygreat ad-
vantage that Butte has over most other
camps is that she has her own mills and
smelters to treat the ores, and thereby saves
an exhorbitant price which would otherwise
have to be paid. Where the ores are manip-
ulated in this way there is no possibility for
inside bonanza men to accumulate their
millions. A large amount of Eastern capital
is being attracted in this direction. From re-
cent explorations of the mines their extent
and Iwrmanence has been placed beyond the
pale of doubt. The peeo le of Butte are not
wrong in predicting a boom never before
equaled In the mining industry, and that sub-
sequent success will keep it lively for years
to come.

The most important mines in the vicinity
of Butte are the Magna Charta. Alice, Moul-
ton and Lexington. The Alice Company has
lately received a pulveriser which will be
placed in position soon in the vicinity of the
Magna Charts shatt-house. The Magna
Charts ore is too base to amalgamate on the
copper plates which accompany the pulver-
izer. In case the pulverizer does not accom-
plish what is claimed for it, it will be replaced
by a ten-stamp milL A shaft i00 feet deep
has already been attained! and the work Is
steadily progressing. Levels willsoon be ex.
tended on the vein by a north cross-ct. At
present they are hoisting very little ore,
owing to the machinery being somewhat im-
paired. There will soon be a new engine
placed in position. The stopes on the north
vein are being actively worked in the200-foot
level. After this shall have been accom.
plashed a force of men will be employed at
once to extend the 600-foot drifts east and
west, and in stoping the large body of ore
now in sight and pretty well developed. The
extraction of ore on the 700-foot level will be
increased somewbat whea the winse abov-
mentioned shall break through.

One interesting statement for me to chron-
icle about the mines is that the ore on the
700-foot is richer and susceptible of cheaper
reduction than that above. When the con-
nectionassmll have been mae in the i00 and
i7•dfot levels the sinking of the.main shaft
will continue to a depth of 1,000 feet aid
crws-cuts will be run to the vein from the
u00 and 1,000-toot stations. When this depth
has been attained It is quite likely the en-
gines now in use will be replaced by ones of
largely increased power. The Alloe Com-
pany, it is evident, is going to aertalin the
value and extent of tileir property, which I
doubt not may have its rival in thbis eamp.

It was an act of ejeetmeuns
brought by 4he petentee of a tauch against a
railroad compadly, whihe, without compensa.
Lion to or license from the ownler of the
laud, had constructed its road-bed across Ils
fart. It appeared, however, that (Uoagrtess
hand given the raitroadl company a right of
way over the public domain t•aiore tile latd
had been bled uplnu llnder m.ay act of C'ol -
greas by the pritate owner. TIe Supreml'e
Court, Associate Justice Field delivet tug his
opinioan, held :

1st. That the grant of the right of way by
act of Congress and by patenlt were equally
eir'etive to convey the right delfied.

2d. That the glant of the right of way
took adlsee trom the approval of tile act.

3d. That It was to be considered a con-
tract between the (Govertnmeut maid the cr-
portion by which the Uoveranmeit had pa ted
with its title to the railroadl dcoalpay, asid
that as to such right of way it as liti the
railroad comlpanly maid not lu the t;ovetai-
ument, and therefore the asslmiptloai of the
Uunted States to again conlvey the salme
premises as aglicultural land contveyed 1ao
title.

4th. That it was a well considered princi-
pie applicable to governmellt giants of laud
that they were not to be lntearpleted as co•t-
taiuing any warranty of title, but the gi altee
took what remained In the Governlumet.

5thl. That It was all equally well settled
rule of ilterpretation that from anly sullitse-
queit glatI, the description of which wlas
bread enough to exclude formaer gralnta. suich
former grants were excepted by implication
of law.

6th. That, as a result, title to laulad by ag-
ricultural or umining patents were held by
the ownern subject to such former graants as
tthe sovereigu had made, alid that thereflrte

here was io questionu of conrdemnatioln oft
laids Involved, and that the principle of em-

inellt dUomilam wias not IInvolved, maid judg.
melt was for the railroad company.

As no ranlches ill MonLtania were tiled uponl
inl anly United States Laud OlJce ititil llug
after tihe gralt of July 2, 1tW4, to tlhu North-
ern Pacific Railroad Comnpaany of its right of
way, it follows that ll lautds here are held
subject to the right of the Noru.lleri Pacific
Ratiroad to the rights defined iln its clarter
as to way, depots, machine she i, etc., bitt
not to granted alternalte sections, A~ there are
special provisions il the charter guverauitg
such lands. We do not cunllce our judg.
ment that there is serious inilrlh ty of title
and one greatly to ie regretted by our laud
owlners witlhil the probable line of consltrtic-
tiou; but ilasmluclli as it is the; opinioin of
competelit professiolnal mena tlhat this decis-
lon applies with full force to this collpany
aid our lands, It is well that it be knlown. It

seems to place even tihe valuable imaprove-
lueaits uponl our lalnds at tile mercy of the
eagalieeass, who, of course, will enldeavor to
avoid all damage not absolutely necessary.
We suppose it is not necessary fIr us to say
that this rule does not apply to the Utah aind
Northern Railroad, whose grant is sulbse-
quent to the patelts on our lands. The ili-
evitable result must be eindured, Iand it
seems that the railroads even do brintg dis-
adviantages.
