It was brought in 1680 to the
West. Indies by the negro slaves, and thence
to Loulsiana. Iu 1778 this disease was so
prevalent among the blacks, together with
the Aftican elepantiasis, aud another equally
horrible, d yaws, peculiar to Gui
uegroes, that a hospital for lepers was estab-
lished in"New Off¥atis. At the present time
the majority of lepers in that city are found
to be whites, of French, German and Rus-
sian extraction. The disease scems to be
bereditary, and certain families are kuown
to be iufected by it and are shuuned as
corpses should be, could they walk and
move and spread about the contagion of
death, The mother of one of these families,
when the disease showed itself, was deserted
by husband aud children, and nursed until
her death by a young girl, who now Is a vic-
tim to it.  An ltalian Catholic priest who at-
tended cases of leprosy in the Charity Hos-
pital, ls now dying of it m the same house.
New Orleans, it appears, has no seps-ate
asylum for these incurable patients, and they
are received into the Charity Hospital and
placed in the crowded wards to scatier
death.

The President of the Board of Health has
made a personal investigation inte the ex-
teut of this disease, even venturing into the
deathly swamps of the lower Bayou La-
fourche. This whole district; he states, is
several feet lower than the turbid bayou,
sloping back inte cypress swamps liable to
coustant everflow from crevasses, The poor
Creole inhabitants live in low huis surround-
ed by wet rice fields, living upon fish and
tish-eating birds. They are separated from
the rest of the world aud have inter-married
for generstions. So impreguated with dis-
ease is this remote region that some of the
exploriug party were struck down on reach-
ing it with violeut hemorrhages and fever.
Of all foul corners of the world it is the fit-
test for the disease most dreaded by man
since the beginning of the world to hide with
us prey. Below Harang’s Canal, President
Jones found Asiatic leprosy existing in dif-
furent generations of six families, Some of
these wretched creatures have been driven
out from human habitation, and are living
apart in the swamps, dying of decay. In
sowne instances their flesh had become as in-
sensible as bone, and they were able to
hamlle fire with impunity. It was impossi-
ble 1o make a correct estimate of their num-
bers, as a rumor spread among them that the
searching party bad come to ecarry them off
w an uninhabited island of the sea, and hid
themselves, their friends, too, refusing to tell
their uames or number,

is as incurable and as contagious as in the
days of Moses. The only other place where
it exists in this continent, we believe, is in
New Brupswick, near the Bay of Chalear.
The lepers there are confined in a hospital in
a lonely spot kuown in the surrounding
country as the Valley of Death.

Disston, a prominent manufacturer of this
city, closed a contract by which he secared
four million scres of land from the State of
Florida. This huge transaction has been iu
negotistion for some months, and its success
was owing to some very shrewd tactics on
the part of the agents of Mr. Pisston. The
land scquired—a tract nearly as large as the
State of New Jersey—was a part of the pub-
lic domain of the State of Florida, and un-
der the control of the Board of Internal Im-
provement of the State. Owing to the re-
cent improved value of the land of Fiorida
this property has been auxiously looked after
by capitalists of New York and Boston.
For years through agents these gentlemen
have endeavored to purchase the land. The
State had no disposition te sell until recent-
Iy, when it became necessary to do so to re-
lieve the BState from certain obligations
which had become burdensome. The con-
tract has been fully executed, and the young
Philadelphia manufacturer is now the pos-
sessor of the largest landed domain in the
world. The tract is situated north of Lake
Okeechobee, all below the frost line, The
amount paid for the land has not been made
publie, but it is understood to be s very
large sum in cash. It is Mr. Disston’s inten-
tion to at once begin an emigration scheme,
which will resuit in & very large addition to
the population of Florida. To this end he
has siready established agencies in several
places in this country, and will at once or-
ganize emigration bureaus in Eugland, Scot-
land, France, (Germauy, Holland and Italy.
