A HARNESSED CONTAGION,

In addition to what is said elsewhere in
egard to small pox, it seems to us well this
week to refer to it ju this column,  Uwing
partly to its large percentage of fatality,
partly ie the ofleusiveness of the disease, and
still more largely o the difficulty of preveut-
ing its communication from ove persol or
place to another, it has come to be regarded
with & dread (hat we deem disp oportiouate
te what it deserves as a pestilence. Admitling
all that it is, and it is bad enough, we would
rather Lave small pox in the community than
diphtherin, seaciet fever, or the olber more
malignant disurders.  ‘T'hese latter wie piac-
tically uncoutrollable, attack more frequent-
ly the little ones, and are very ofien fatal er
fullowed by lufirmities of & serlous nature
that exist through life, while small pox can
be shut off, can be cured, can be mitigated,
and veed not be folluwed by evil resulis.
The prevention of small pox is in having
bad the disease itsell orin vaccination. Either
of these may fall under exeeptionsl circum-
stances ag preventives ;| that s, for instance
if subsequent to having been vaccinated the’
person lias bad the measles, erysipelas, or
any skin disease involving a cousiderable
suiface nf the body, It js then proper (o be
revaccinawed, and it Is well during the preva-
lencs of the epidemic or on any exposure Lo
the disease to revaccinate. I the system is
susceptible to smell pex the vaccination will

| take; if vot, the person Las still immunity

from any seriens evil,  The danger foom
small pox veewrs in the secundary fever, and,
except wheie skin diseases have inteivened

| as mentioned, this persons vaccizated do not

bave, They may bare varivloid but nothing
Anothsr well estabilished fact is that
vaccination takes eflect sooner Lhan small
pox, and perscng exposed thersto may Le
vaccinated up to the teath or twelfth day ef-
Ler exposure with the certaluly, providing
thie vaccine is good, of the vaccinalien anpti-
cipating and miiigating the dizease into a
furm so mild tbat faiality will not result,
Two diseases can nnt exist in the body at
the same time,

Tliere are vet persons who Jdo not accept
thess views, but they are the conclusions ef
the best medical autborities the world over,
and are being demonsirated every day. In
several of the European and Asialic govern-
ments vaccinatien or jzoculation is made
r‘ompulnury by taw, and the fatalities lave
been very greatly reduced. In  several
Amerlcan cities the same course is being
adopted, and we notice thal in & great cily

- like Chileago where small pox exists ameng

the peorer and less czrefully cared for peo-
ple, even there the feialities bave enly
reaclied one and one-half per cent, These
facts we think fully sustain our proposilion
that sm=ll pox is not pearly to be so much
dreaded as several other contagions if peaple
will only avail themselvzs of the knowa
preventive.  The disease Is bridle-wise and
harnessed.

It is true that west of us the discase Lizs
appearcd in some towns, and Las been very
fatel, but its presence was not known, and
when known, vuntil slmost en-
tire communities were stricken. Lutest ac-
counts from them prove that when once rec-
ognized sud metl with sanitary and restrict-
ive measures, it was almost imwediately
In the larger cities onthe conmt

disease becoming prevalent this winter, rud
where people are pecked 1u close quarters it
is sometimes difficult to glve them proper
treatment or prevent spread of infection,
But in Montana, where (bere are plenty of
physicians to vaccinate, plenty of fresh air 1o
breathe, and u disposition by the csunty »nd
city suthorities to employ all «tlective meas-
ures to meet and baflle the infection, we do
not think thera is any danger to be appre-
hended. Until within the last few weeks
there has never been a fatality among the
whites except of persons who came here
with the dircase from abroad, The disease
would not st this time have spread fiom
Wunderlich’s if any care had been ex-
ercised. It seems 1o be the hisiory of small-
pox in Monlana 1hat it is guiie faial among
Indigns—paitly fiom (lieir habiig, luck of
vaccivation and method of trestment,
the disegse appears in Missoula couny ibe
Indians should be vaceinated or remwoved
from the settlewents, Upoun our citizens ws
urge vaccinktion ; if you have been vacein-
ated once, try it again,  Then avoid expes-
ure to cases unless necessary in care of the
afflicted, and be ecareful o not carry it (o
othiers by your clothing or person.  There s |
but little medicaiion required for persons |
having the discase, and one attendaot is |
sufficient,

isolated building is not attended with dan- |
ger to the patient, end it is betier than to |

keep an entire family exposed. For persons
not baving other place a comfortable build-
ing has bLeen establisbed near Deer Lodge,
snd those unable to pay for vaccination,
nurses or medical attendance will be pro-
vided for at public expense,

The public interest directed to this matter
at presrot has led to these remarks. While
we do net aoticipate spread of the disease,
we deem it the duty of all to Lake these pre-
cautions, accepted as effectual, not only as &
protection to themselves bul to their neigh-
bors, and then to mesist whenever |t is in
{heir power to prevent spread of contagion
and in providing for these unfortunately
aflicied.

THE GAGNON SUIT.

The Title of Thoraton et al. Sustained,

Our readers will recollect that & sait in-
volving the title te the Gagnon mins was re-
cently beard in the SBupreme Court ef the
Uunited States. The title was * Belk vs.
Meagher et al.”"—the defendants at present
being Col. J. C. C. Thoruton, Joseph Rosen-
thal, — Kelly, and Joseph Kansom. The
plaintiff was represented in the Supreme
Uourt by Warren Toeole, Esq., of Helena, aud
Messrs. Shellabarger & Wilson, of Washing-
ten, D. C; the defendants by W. W. Dixon
and J. C. Robinson, Esgs., of Moniana, and
Richard Merrick, Esq , of Washington., A
telegram was recelved Mouday from Merrick
& Morris stating the case had been decided in
favor of defendauts on every pesint. This
aflirms the decision of the Second Judicial
Distriet Court of Moutana and the decision
of the SBupreme Court of the Territory.

As tlis [s an importast decision we give a
brief history of the case. The case was
tried in December, 1877, in Deer Lodge, be-
fore Judge Knewles and a jufy. Verdict
was glven for the defendants, and the judg-
ment was aflirmed by the Supreme Court of
the Territory in 1678, "The ground in dis-
pute, now known as the Gaguon wine, was
part of the Original lode, located in 1864,
The title passed to Col. Thornton, and after-
ward to John C. Murphy.

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GUITEAU SHUT OFF.

How Judge Perter Closéd Him Out after Three
Days” Examination.

WasmxaroN, December 3.—Guiteau left
the stand this aflernoon afier his three days’
siege. A broken mauw he was, tired ont, hag-
gard, faded, disgusted, sullen, ugly, and there
seemed to be about him an evident feeling
that Judge Porter, the terrible cross-exam-
iner, Lad, despite his cunning theeries and
his persistence in themn, shown that the in-
spiration taeory was simply a part of the de-
fense plenned long befere the malice of Gui-
tean brought him to the river's bank to firas
at the warsh reeds for targets. “Do you feel
any remorse "' was the last question which
Judge Torer asked. After having been
pressed carnesily upon this point for some
moments Lhe prisoner answered at last sul-
lenly and desperaicly, 1 have felt remorse,
of cuurse, as far as my personal feelings are
cuncerned.”  Judge Porwer, gmick as light-
ning and dramatically, said,  That will do,
prisover; your cress-examingiion is ¢losed,”
Guitegn, wriiling under the tremendous
force of Judge Porer’s question, saw the ter-
rible eflect of his coufession. Duriog all
these monibs one part of his defense Las
been to jusist to all that he never had baad a
single sentiment of remorse.  During the
cross-examination he said a dozon times, te
Judge Porter’s quesiions, his mind was =
blauk upon that subject. To all the experis
who called upon him he has insisted with
pertinecity that & twought of remorse never
came to him ; that his mind, upon that sub-
ject, was blank., Yet at the close of to-day's
rigid eross-examination the prisoner admit
ted that which seemed to give sadaess to his
relatives and eaused a sensation in court.
He h:d killed the President and suffered re-
worse, With calike quickness Guiloau ral-
lied frem what seemed almost like a paraly-

Judge Porter at him, cnd endeavored to cor-
rect what he plainly s<w was Lhe efect of
that admission,  Judge eiier would aot
listen 1o & word, but wered Lis band,
ville tried to party the effect, but apperenily
without suceess, and Guoileau left the stand
maore discoursged than he has sppeared at
any time doving thetrial. Cuoitesu, although
cewed gnd driven into acorner, saw the force
of every one of Judge IMorter's questions and
endeavored to evade them, and manifested
undoubted skill. There were some words
which almost c2used him te witee with ter-
ror. e shrunk and seemed to shiver in the
witness box when Judge Torter used the
words “smurder,” “kill,"” “assassin.” Judge
PPorter made it clear that Guiteau was uble
to control the divice presence the day Mrs.
Gaifield came Lo the depot with the Presi-
dent, avd emphasized the fact, which has
such au impoitant bearing upon the question
of responsibility. The cross-examination
was eminently succsssful.  Itlified the mask
and showed that the plot to murder the P'res-
idest was premeditated and deliberate, and
was the result of malice and revenge. The
prisoner felt 1t keenly, Porter broke dewn
the wonderful, quick, supple witness,

Bmall Pox Localities.
Cmicaao, Dee. 5.—A dispatch from St.
Louls says T. W. Hateh, said to be Secretary
of the California Board of Health, writes to
the St. Louls Health Commissioner, that that
State has quarantined against Chicago and
that trains on the Central Pacific Rallroad
have introduced small pox in five counties
along the line in California, and in every
case the disease can be traced to Chicago ar-
rivals. In St. Louis there is a great deal of
small pox, twenty-six cases being reported
from quarantine. In relation to this dis-
patch the Chicago authorities say they have
no official information of the fact and are in-
clined to doubt it. They say, however, that
if San Francisco quarantives agaiust
Chienge, then they will quarantine
against New York out of necessity.
The small pox s indeed  very
prevalent here and has broken out 1 many
first class localities of late. Two thousand
people were vaccinated at the Health office
to-day and there were 49 deaths from the
horrible disease last week. A small-pox
