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BRAILROAD GRANTS,
Efforts te Seeure the Forfeiture of Certsin
Laonds,

Wasmyorox, December 11.—It Is cer-
tain that strong efforts will be made this
winter to obtain legislation to bring about
the forfeiture of lands granted to railroals
In all cases where the condition of the law
making the grant have not been complied
with, Two ¢lasses seck to have this done—
oue frivm honest motives, and the other, com-
posed of shyster lawyers and claim agents,
hopes thereby Lo secure business growlng
out of howestesd entries, ete., upon the
lands restored 1o the market, Leading
government officials familiar with the sub-
fect mare of opiulon that  discrimination
gliould be used in such legisiation, as there
are cases where elrenmstances would make it
unjust to absolutely forfeit grants.  lu other
eases they think the forfeitare wounla be fully
Jurtitied,  Should a general law of this char-
acter pass, the Northern Pacific would lose
an lmmense body of land.

A BILL INTRODUCED.

Senator Plumb has introduced a bill which
provides that where a grant of public land
lins been male 1o aid the eonstruction of
any rallioad, and such road has not been
evmpleted witlun the time preseribed by law,
the land se granted or such quantity thereol
as had not been patented or certified to such
comupany, or to any State or Trustees for s
benelit, prior to the expirvation of the 1ime
fixed for the completion of (e rend, shall
revert Lo the United Siates, and shall be open
to settlenent as other public lands.  The
bill firtl er provides that immediately upen
its passage (he Secretary of the Jutevior shall
ghve publie potiee that the lands  deseribied
are open 1o settiement, and that entries will
be received at the land office in the distriet
In which the lauds are situated,

THE SUINECT OF TAXATION,

Another bill hutroduced by Senator
Flumb, provides that all lands granted to
railroad  companies  under the  Aet  of
July 1, 1802, which is the orlginal
Tacific.  Railroad  Act, and under all
the Acts  amendatory  thereof, and to
which the seveial eompanies would have
become  enitled upon payment of the
cost of surveylug, selecting and couveyling,
shall be subjret to all legal taxes imposed
under the authority of any State or Territo-
ry in which such lands are situated, to the
same extent as they would have Leen had
such costs been paid and the Jauds conveyed
to the companies, By a proviso those lands
already forfeited are exempt from the npera.
tion of the bill,and & further provise de-
clares that prior to the payment ef the cost
of surveying no taxes shall be imposed, ex-
cept in organized counties,

The Keriucky Peniteatiury,

Much lecal censure has been visited upon
Governor Blackburn, of Kentucky, because
of his free use of the pardoning power. In
his message to the Legislature he comes
warmly to his own defense, on this head,
saying: “We are all human and have human
bearts, which are touched by the sorrow of
others. This is no great offense, but [ think
I bave been often unjustly censured. When
I eame into the executive office there were
869 conviets in the penitentiary, and enly 780
cells, and Lhese eells were but three feet Line
inches wide, six feet three inches high, and
#ix feet eight inches long. In & word, thers
were there were |80 more prisoners than cells;
and when you put these into cells with oth-
ers you had 378 men, twe in acell, only
three feet nine inches wide. They were dy-
ing at a fearful rate, and 1 was determined
that the State penitentiary should not be a
charnel-bouse.  Yes, | was determined that
this should not be. it was a disgrace to the
State.”  One reason he finds for this over-
