oew a Whim Lead to the Ue of Tintfoi

Wrappers for Tobaso.

John Anderson made his fortune mainly
from a brand of fine-cut chewing tobpcco
called Solace, which was first produeed when
" plug" was the popular form of chewing
tobecco. Solace has made other fortunes
beside Mr. Andersoa's. The mllonuare to-
bacconist was foud of recalling the history
of this brand, and it made an literesting
tale.

Thirty or more years ago he kept a little
tobacco shop in Wall street, close to Broad-
way. It was so small that three melt could

vs freely before the eouater,'yet t iwas
b ted by the conspicuous men abouttown.
General Wilfield Scott, Colonel Moaroe, son
of the Prqedent; Mr. Williams, the trans-
lator of Eugene Sue's works; Park BenJa-
min, of whom Mr. Anderson used to say that
" he was editor of more papers than there
were streets in that ward ;" C. Edwards Les-
ter, who wrote "The Glory and Shame of
England," and many of the fops, the mer-
chant princes, and the politicians of the me-
tropolls were among the freqauentt visitors
there. Snuff-taking was universal then, and
many of the young men felt privileged to go
behind the counter and mir thesnuff to suit
themselves.

Onae day General Scott asked why it was
not possible to obtain a special brand of
chewing tobacco better than that which was
in peneral use, and of course at higher coat.

John Anderson replied that it was possible,
if they would pay to have the tobacco spe
csially manufactured.

" How can it be done,?" asked General
Scott; "how can you make tobacco better
than tobacco P "

"I'll tell you how," Mr. Anderson replied,
and then be addressed Colonel Monroe, add-
lag: "And you, Colonel, will understand

me, because you are familiar with tobacco.
You know that the top leaves of the tobacco

plant are always the finest, Just as the fruit
on the south side of a tree is always better

than that on the other side. Well, I would
use none but the top leaves, and those I

would treat with special care. You know

that the tobacco leaf is always rid of the

central stem, a woody, fibrous stock contain-
ita prepertles that do not exist elsewhere in

the leaf. I would not olnly take out Ithat
backbone, but I would carefully cut out all
the smaller ribs leading from it. I would
brush each leaf to rid it of foreign particles;

and all through the process of preparalion I

would use the utmost care without sparling
expense."

The military men ordered this special
bland made, and it was not long before it

became the standard tobacco among the ofli-
cers of the army. and thence it became

known to the public generally. It was
packed in big jars, which General Scott or-
dered, and emptied rapidly, for 3e was an
Eveterate chewer.

"As It was mainly the fancy that they were
paying more than others could afford that
General Scott and Colonel Monroe dwelt
upon," said Mr. Anderson, last surn mer, " I
complimented them, and those who adopted
the fashion of chewing the new tobacco, by
charging a handsome price."

The World Moved by Lightanlg.

It was but forty-four years ago that the

telegraph was exhibited for the first time in
New York, but to day there are more than
three hundred and. fifty thousand miles of
telegraph wire operated int the United States
by the WesternUUnion Company. It was hut
thirty-seven years ago ihe 27th day of last
May that the first practical use was made of

the telegraph, over a wire extending from
Washington to Baltimore, but now about

thirty five million telegraphic menssages are
seint in tile United States by the Western
Unilnl in a single year. It was but t.vertay-
three years ago last August that the first At-
lantic cable was finished, but now there are

more cable messages sent between New

York and Lonidon every week tihan there
were leattrs during the whole year in which
the litghtning flashed the first intelhgnice

under the great ocean. It is almost incredl-
ble that the vast telegraphic business of the
wield could have been developed within the
short space of thirty-seven years, for so great

are its extent and imp-rtance that to destroy
it would be to paralyse commnerce and reduce
the world's trafei to half its present dimen.
sions. As at intidlection of the growth ei the

telegraph business, takre the statement of
Dr. Green, president of the Westernl Unlsten,
of the Company's profits fr the last sixl
months of 1881. The surplus of the Uam-

pany on the 1st of July was $127,000O in roulnd

iulimbers, but the net revenues of the next

qlarter were 32,104,000, or 1S04,000 more
tianl the estimates, se that after the die-
birsements od the three nlloths had been

made the surplus haul been increased to
3731.000 on the lt of Octtber. Tie esti.

mated proftl of the present quarter are $t,-
010,000. atd after the disbursements of the
three maonths have been made, licluding $1,-
