Tlustrated Correspondence New North-west,
Major-General liis Roysl'Highness Arthur,
Duke of Connanght, K. G, K. T, K. P,, G.
C. M. G., as our British cousins eall him,
was born May 1, 1850, He entered the Wools
wich Milltary Academy as cadet in 1866, be-
came a llentenant in the Royal Engineers in
1868, and a lieutenant In the Royal Artillery
in 1869, a lleutenant in the Rifle Brigade in
the same year, and a captain In 1871, His
staff services are ;—brigade-major at Alder-
shott in 1873; brigade-major to the cavalry
brigadier at the same quarters in 1875; in
October of the same year he was appointed
asslatant adjutant-general at Gibraltar,which
post he held until April, 187, In 1880 he
was made a general of brigade at Aldershott.
Besides holding other appointments, the
Duke is colonel-in-chief of the Royal Rifle
Corps and personsl ald-de.camp to the
Queen. He bas never before taken part in
active service, In Egypt he commands the
