WEISBERGEIR8 APRIL JOKE.

I The Citizens of Lebanon Take Ia Hook and
Brit.

An April Exemplfieation of Standard

Fully.

Frr,m t/he ,t. Louis DemoCrrat.

The public authorities, business men and
other citizens of Lebanon had a cruel April
fool played upon them on Sunday last by G.
Weisaberger, an extensive coal operator in
the same place. As has been reported in
this paper, the extensive Helmbacher Iron

sanufacturing company pf St. Louis have de-
f •ined to remove their *orks from that city

and have been visiting Aiievllle and other
places loo.ing for an advantageous location.
So Mr. Welsberger took this as a ground
work for an April-the first joke upon his
fellow citizens. Saturday he returned from
St. Louls and reported to Mayor Webb,
several business men and others, that while
in St. Louis that day he had been approach-
ed by the president and directors of the
Helmbacher Forge company concerning
the removal of their work to Lebanon,
and that on Sunday the said president and
directors would arrive in Lebanon on the
noon train to investigate the advantages
offered by the city of Lebanon for the loca-
tion of their immense iron works. This in-
formation had a magical effect upon those to
.whom it was imparted, and they plainly saw
Lebanon was to become the Pittaburg of the
west. The mayor called a session of the city
council to discuss the windfall in store for the
city, and make proper arrangements for the
reception of the forge works company, and
show them about the city and present the ad.
vantages Lebanon had for iron industries.

Several leading business men issued a call
for a meeting of all the business men to as-
semble that evening for the same purpose as
that which had called the city council to-
gether. The glowing future of heretofore
quiet and dull Lebanon was discussed, sev-
eral proclaiming that they always knew that
Lebanon had a grand future in store, or else
they never woula have located in it. One
grave and gray haired man mentioned that
the proper thine to do in the premises, was
to immediately organize a board of trade,
something that Lebanon had as much use
for as a prayer meeting had for a billy goat.
But this elderly business man claimed that
Belleville had a board of trade, and the
Helmbacher folks had been there and that
they would look with disfavor upon any city
as a location for their forge works that did
not revel in a board of trade. The idea took
like wild fire. and a board of trade was im-
mediately organized, though there was at
first difficulty in doing this as no one knew
exactly what the objects of a board of trade
were. But this was gotten over by resolving
to just call themselves a board of trade, elect
officers, appoint a committee to recieve the
Helmbachers and adopt a constitution and by-
laws, and sett!l other details at a fature
meeting. This was all done. Then the
bankers held a meeting and also appointed a
committee of reception. The comman citi-
zens alse assembled in the town hall and
adopted resolutions welcoming the iron
workers to Lebanon, and also appointing a
committee on reception to act in conjunlc
tion with the other reception committees.
'These proceedings were telegraphed to and
published in the St. Louis papers on Sunday
morning. Sunday, April 1, arrived, and all
Lebanon was astir, every one wearing his
best clothes to impress favorably the Helm.
bachers. The committees of the council the
embryo board of trade, the bankers and the
citizens met and agreed uporn a plan of ac-
tion, etc. The best hotel in the place was
authorized to have a grandr lunch at two
o'clock, with wines, etc., for the edification of
the Helmbachers. Carriages were procured
and the reception committees under the
command of Mayor Webb, Merchant John
Chambherlainand Banker Jim Baker, proceed-
ed to the depot. Those who owned gold-
headed canes had given them an extra polish
that morning and silk hats were carefully
brushed.

anxiety the arrival of the train from St.
Louis, which was to bring them the Helm-
beaher Iron Works men.

A suspicion of twilight still lilgees in the
west, the slender rescent of the new moont,
only a day old, holds in her arms the old
moon, with an -utline of remarkable dis-
tinctness, and the zodiacal liPht extentls its
cone of pale gold high up to. srd the zenith.
The stars swarm in the dark dome arching
above us, ts they twinkle and glitter in the
frosty air. The brightest stas, tlhe most
supeab elulers that spangle the firmament,
I are included in the grand procession, the
princely Jupiter marshaling the host. Rising
from an unbroken surface of snow, and
looming up In the blackness of uiLht with
ghostlike indlstinctncee, the huge telescope
seems to pierce the skies, and dwarf to Lilli-
putian dimensions tile observers at its base.
Object-glass, eye piece and other requited
appurtenances are in position, and the great
eye is pointed to the planet Saturn. The
transformation is like a vision of fairy land.
The pale star, on which a moment since, we
had looked with unaided eye is new a crea-
tion of surpassing lovliness, the most charm-
ing telescopic object the heavens reveal. Sa-
turn,his rings ald moons are before us. The
disc, a golden sphere crossed by delicate
cloud bands of pale creamy tint, the won.
derful ringp softly cradling the planet, seven
of the eight moons, beaming from the dark
back-ground of the sky. Titan, the largest
moon, showing a perceptible disc, make up
the shining picture. The coloring of the pic-
ture is exquisite. The glorious orb, its sur-
face resplendent with liquid gold, is crossd
by a central band of creamy white, and fleck-
ed with spots of delicate prismatic hues, and
the rings are curiously varigated in color,the
innermost being of a rich purple. The planet
seems almost to stand upright within the en-
girdling rings, only a small portion being
visible beneath them. We are fortunate in
seeing him under a very favorable aspect, for
his rings are opening wider, his northern de-
clination is increasing, and he is approach-
ing perihelion. This condition will culmin-
ate in 1886.

Jupiter is the next object to test the space-
annihilating glass. Though by no means as
magnificent as Saturn, be far exceeds him in
mass and volume, and as he is twice near,
we see him on a much larger csale. The giant
of tihe system takes on grand proportions,
the flood of light irradiating his surface brings
out every minute detail. His broad belts
are delicious in coloring, suffused with pale
rose, mottled with soft gray, purple, brown
and delicate green. We have seen Jupiter
when the defnition was much more perfect,
but never with the variety of tint and tone
we behold this night; never before did he
seem so near, so grand in proportions, so
symmetrical in equipoise. Iis four satellites
are u lineo on his left, and bear witness to
lthe power of the telescope by presenting

,tises instead ofpoints. We find it difcul!tto
tell which of the pictures is most beautiful.
Satllllr is more magnificent, snore complex,
more curious, but Jupiter is more majestic,
inure like the great sun himself.

We have time for only one more view, anid
this is to be the great nebula of Orion. The
most wonderful nebula the northern skies
reveal Is before us, filling the feld of view,
and suffused with a celestial light suggestive
of the holy city that had "no need of the
sun, neither of the moon to shine in it, for
the glory of God did lighten it." The dell-
cacy of the celestial glow prevadiug the
scene is beautiful beyond expression. Spiral
curves of nebulous haze fill in the field of
vision, the radiating mass being of a delicate
green tint, while dotted uvtl the shadowy
haze, and mingling with it iun mysterious
union, are numerous bright stars, imparting
an element of life to the formless void, and
helping to light up this scene of indescrib-
able grace and grandeur, which no pencil
may paint, no words describe. The fascin-
atlag picture holds us spell bound. Imagina-
tion seeks in vain to fathom this mystery of
mylsterles, this chaotic mass so beautifully
fashloed, this lovely blending of tints of
gold and delicate green, this flood of light
that started from distant space hundreds of
years ago, this spiral form that reveals the
quickening poise of material life. We feel,
as we gare upon the celestial scene, thbat we
are standlog on the threshold of the golden
portal that sparates the earthly from the
heavenly. We have a glimpse of the glory
to be revealed.
