An Englner's Long Run.

Raileway! Age.

Probably the longest run by engineers on
any railroad leading out of Des Moines, or
in fact, in the State of Iowa, is that of the
Wabash atlway engineers from Des Moines
to Moterly, Mo., a distance of 197 miles.
The extent of this run may be realized when
it is stated that the usual distance on all well
operated roads is as near as possible to 100
miles or less.
Tile Rock Island road acroes lowa, S00

miles, has that distance divided into three
divisions for its engineers-Daveoport to
Brooklyn, Brooklyn to Stuart, and from
Stuart to Cotaucil BluSh. The. Keokuk
branch, 109 odd miles, is the exception, there
being no division on thatr ruon. The Chicago,
Burlington and Qulncy, as strictly a possl-
bl, divides at the regulatlon limit of 100
miles; ditto the Chicago and Northwestern,
but the latter has a run of 150 miles, fromee
Boone to Council Bluas, for pssengersonly.

NOW CANADA IS GOVBRMBD.

Iaterestleg Sketeh oe the Pollties Machine-

ry of the Deminioe.

United States Commercial Agent Carroll,
of Post Stanley and St. Thomas, in a recent
report, gives the following concise sketch of
the government of Canada:

As is well known, there are seven provin
ees In the Dominion, viz: New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, Quebec,
Onasrio, British Columbia and Manitobs.
The total population of these province is
4,352,080. The executive authority is vested
in the Queen, exercised through the Gover-
nor General, who receives $50,000 a year as
salary.

The Governor General has 18 advisers,
known as the Cabinet, or "Queen's Privy
Council of Canada," each of whom receives
a salary of $7,000 per annum and $1,000 in
addition for each session of Parliament, ex-
cept the Premier, who receives $8,000 and an
additional $1,000 per session, making the to-
tal annual salaries of these officers $15.000,
$40,000 in excess of that paid to the Presi-
dent of the United States and his Cabinet.
A member of the Canadian Cabinet must be
a Senator or a member of the House of Com-
mons. There are twelve departments, viz:
Of justice, of finance, of agriculture, of the
secretary of state, of militia and defense, of
customs, of inland revenue, of the interior,
of public works, of railways and canals, of
the postoflce, and of marine and fisheries.

Parliament is composed of a Senate and
House of Commons. Senators are appoint-
ed for life, and members of the House of
Commons are elected for five years. At
present there can be but 78 Senators, and af-
ter the admission of Newfoundland into the
confederation, the number is limited to 82.
In the late Parliament there were 206 mem-
bers in the House of Commons. Under the
recent apportionment the House just elected
will have 211 members. Each Senator and
member of the House of Commons ereivez
$1,000 per annum as compensation.

Each province bas s local legislature, in
some of which there are an upper and lower
house, and in others one house. A Lieu-
tenant-Governor, appointed by the Gover-
nor General presides over each province.

With the exception of members of the
House of Commons, and of the loesal legis-
lature, all offieers are appelat, sad hold
their positions during life or good behavior.

General election days appear like Sunday.
All places selling intoxicating drinks are
closed. The law on this subject is very
tringent. Any person violating it is heavily
ined and Jailed. Any person who has at-

tained the age of 21 years and has an income
of $400 In s .lty, $800 ln a town, $200 in a
village and $200 in a township, nmt vote,
provided he is a British subject. Any Person
(mssal a male) owning property id•ne or
more election districts, can vote in each dis-
trict in which his property is loc'ated, provid-
ed it amounts to the figure in either of the
places named above. The voting is by bal
lot, and only one voter is allowed Into the poll
at a time. The returning officer is supposed
to have the tickets printed with the names of
the opposing candidates thereon, who sup-
plies each of his deputies with the number
rtquired at their respective polls on the
morning of the election.

The tickets are numbered by the deputy
returning officer, who, as each voter presents
bimself, initials the ticket, hands It to the
voter, who proeseds to another apartment,
aftes the mark required by law opposite
the name of the candidate of his choice, re-
turns to the poll, hands the ticket to the re.
turning officer, who examines it on the out-
side to se that hus initials are there, places
it In the box, and the process is complete.
The candidate has nothing to do with the
tickets or their preparation. Indeed, it is
unlawful that he should.

ter General, was tnder an engagement to
bet'ome the law partner of the lion. .Joseph
McDonald, when be was summoned into
President Arthur's Cabinet and had to ob-
tain McDonald's consent before be could
relinquish the protnable railway and other
practice of "Saddler Joe," which my Inform-
ant said was worth last year $65,000.

Judge Horace Russell said to me nearly as
follows last week: "I think Gresham has the
Presidential timber in him, if anybody bhas,
in Arthur's Cabinet. lie is of the typical
Kentucky-sired Indiana appearance, with
brown eyes, which, when he gets mad, en-
large and seem to carry tire. Yet withal his
temper is something cool, and his reputation
as a soldier was that of being deadly cool in
battle. His manly, serious, faithful, yet
hardly docile qualities, for he has will and
decision in abundance, obtained Grant's re-
spect, and Gresham being dangerously
wounded in the war and poor at the close of
It, Grant offered him the Collectorship of
the port of New Orleans after he became
President. 'No,' said Gresham, 'I am poor,
but I shall stick to the law.'

'Oh,
no, General, I think too much of the people
of Indiana to incur their suspicion that I
came on another man's errand and served
my own.' 'I will not appoint the man you
represent,' exclaimed Grant; 'I meant the
place for you.' 'General Grant,' said Gresh-
am, 'dearly as I would have appreciated the
place had you given it to me, no considera-
tion would allow me to take it now.'

"The next opportunity Gresham had,"
said Judge Russell, "was to be Clerk of the
Supreme Court of the United States, a place
said to have been worth $25,000 and a life
place.

AN EXTRAORDINARY DUEL.

A Fight With Target Guns at Ten I'ires.

What may
have been started in fun, under the influence
of liquor and the impulse of the moment,
ended in a crime.
