The subject of standard time is now be-
fore the railroad managers of this country,
demanding not simply approval, but action.
It will be remembered that at the spring
time convntions the proposition of Mr. W.
F. Allen, Secretary of both these conven-
tions, to adopt for North America five stand-
ard times, exactly an hour apart, namely,
the time of 60,75,90,105 and 120 degrees west
of Greenwich, was unanimonsly approved,
#od Mr. Allen was jnstructed to send infor-
mation concerning the new standards pro-
posed tothe managers of all the railroads,
-g}\uhuqr to have them adopt them,
‘Thisinformsation has been given by Mr. Allen
in the completest way by meansof Lwo maps
of the United States, on one of which all the
railroads having the same time standards at
present are colored alike, and on the other
they are colored in accordance with the pro-
posed uniform standards. The map showlng
the present standards makes a striking ple-
ture of the existing complexity. There are
different times close alongside. A line run
by Philadelphia time projects through a net-
work of lines run by New York time; in
some places there are several kinds of rall-
road time; and in the United Scates there
are no less than forty-nine Lime standards,
which by the proposed change will be re-
duced to four; for the time of the 60th me-
ridian will apply only to the British mari-
time provinces. Honghly speaking, the time
of the Thth meridian, which it is proposed to
call “Eastesn time,” will apply to all rail-
roads of New England, New York, Penn-
sylvania, Maryland, and the two Virginias
and the two Carelinas, the exception being
the extension of the 90th meridian time
(*Central time™) to Buffalo, Pittsburg, and
other western terminl of the trunk lines;
while in Canada, “Eastern time” will ex-
tend to Detroit and Lake Huron. The chiefl
points of junction between “Eastern” and
“Ceniral” time are Sarnia, Detroit, Buffalo,
Pittsburg, Wheeling, Parkersburg, Hunting-
ton, W. Va., Bristol, Tenn., Gastonia, N. C.,
Augusta, Ga., and Charleston, S. C. This
time Is four minutes slower than New York
time, one minute faster than Philadelphis,
and eight minutes faster than Washington
time.

But by far the larger part of the rallroad
system of Lhe country will come under
“Central time,"” or that of the 80th meridian,
which is but one minute faster than St.
Touls time, three minates slower than
Vicksburg time, just New Orleans time, and
nine minutes of Chicago time. It takes
in all the rallroads from Buffalo, Pittsburg,
and Savannah to the Missouri river in Da-
kota, nearly to the Colcrado line in Nebraska
and Ksosas, and Lthe whole of Texas except
a little corner from New Mexico south to the
Rio Grande. Nioe tenths of the railroads of
tha country come under these two times.
The 105th meridian {Denver) and the 120th
(the line between Califvrnia aud Nevada)
naturally cover a small mileage,

Whether a time which in some places will
be half an hour from solar time will be
sdopled for general use is questivnable; but
for the railroads the proposed standards are
certainly » great impr on the p
confusion, and perhaps as likely as any that
eould be proposed Lo come into ganersl nse.

The Making of Stesl Pens.

Scientific American.
The steel pen is & modern invention, not
fifty years having elapsed since It was intro-
duced, and like many ether lnnovations it
met with much opposition and bad a num-
ber of rivals. Of these the quill pen was
the most formidable, and to this day the

Pans of silver and gold, the latler especially,
have been great favorites with those who
sdmire much flexibllity with a pen, and the
handy self-feeders, as the stylographic, have
plenty of users. But, after all, the steel
pen is the most generally used, and unlike
most inventions, the method of its manufac-
facture has not been essentially changed or
improved.

The steel from which pens are made isthe
finest crucible cast steel rolled into shests
7-1000 of an inch thizk, From this the
blanks are cut by means of a punch and die
in presses worked by hand or foot, the oper-
ators being girls. The side alits In the psn,
the central oval or semicircular hole, the
corrugalions or embossings, Lhe curved or
semlcircular form to the original flat blank,
and the stamp of the pen or the maker, are
all formed and produced by similar means—
the screw hand press or the lever foot press
=—by the use of punches and dies, each pen
being handled separstely.

These corragations and slits and ceniral
cuts are not mersly fancifal ornaments, bul
are intended to adapt the pen to Lha user.
Some want a resisting pen, very stiff, and
allowing considerable pressure without open-
ing the nibs wide cuongh to make s beavy
mark ; others s ylelding pen that res
but & tonsh to open the albs. Then {
are many degress of thess qualities req

as well as difforences In sizes ; so that & sin-
glo establishment makes no less than 46
styles of steel pens. i

Of course, cast steel of such extreme ten-
uity becomes hardened by thess successive
pressings and punchings, snd must be an-
nesled. This Is done by placing the blanks,
or unfinished pens, in a cast iron box, which
is then covered by a larger box, leaving a
space all around of half an inch, or more,
which 1s filled with ashes or fine charcoal.
The whole Is then subjected to s glowing
yed heat for about two houms, and allowed |
$o cool. When annealed, these blanks may
be rolled up by the fingers just like so many
hits of tea lead, which they much resemble
in softnesa.

In heating for hardening the same method
Is used—packing In double boxes six or
¢ight Inches aguare—and when the pens are
red hot they are poured inte a tank of ani-
mal oll. When takeu out from this bath
they must be handled carefully, as they are
not orly stiff and brittls, but crumbly ; they
can be squeezed to minute fragments be-
tween thumb and finger. They are then
placed within a cone-shaped sheet iron re-
ceptacle, open at the large ¢nd and mounted
om a spindle, and are rotated over s glowing
fire until they tuzn to & full or “low” bine.
They are then ehillad in oil, and when evol
are rattled in sawdast until they are quite
clean and bright. The next process is the
