An Interview with Its fmeme Investoer

Wah. Corr. Cleelamnd L.eadr.
Wooderfol improvements have recently

been made in the Gatling gun, and Dr. GOt
ling, the Inventor, has been for sme days
illustrating them to the leainlg men of the
War Department. He has shows that the
gun can now are on an average 1900 shets
per minute continuously, and the latest in
veutions enable it to be fired at any angle.
Before this the force of gravity prevented th
firing upward or downward beyond a eertain
degree, but thbl has been entirely overcome,
and a bshot can now be sent perpendicularly
into the air, and the guns can be so aimed as
to tbahw bullets inside of a fot or any be-
sleged fortifcation.

Dr. Richard Jordan Gatling Is now 48
years old. He is a tall, broad-shbouldered,
white whiskered man, with a friendly face,
bright-blue eyes, and a pleasant tongue. I
talked with him in the Ebbitt House last
evening about his gun, and he told me how
he came to invent It. Said he : "I had made
several inventions before this, one of which
was the wheat drill which is now in use all
over the country, and I think it was my study
on it that prepared me for the Gatlong gun.
In 18601 I was living at Indianapolis. The
war had broken out and the country was all
excitement. My house was within a few
blocks of the depot and I was often present
there when volunteers were departing for the
field, and also when their dead bodies were
at times shippel back home in boxes for
burial. One surprise to me was that the
number of men killed by sickness and dis-
ease was more than those killed by ball or
in actual battle. One day I remember nine-
teen corpses were landed at the depot: three
had been killed in battle. The thought then
struck me If a gun could be invented that
would do the work of a hundred men, and
would require but a few men to operate it,
that the horrors of war would be generally
diminished, and and end would come much
sooner of every struggle. More men could
stay at home and lives would be saved. The
thought took such hold on me that I com-
menced work on It at once. The result was
the Gatling gun.

"My first guns were made in Cincinnatl,
and they would fire from 150 to 250 shots
per minute. I had six of them manufactured
in 1882, when the foundry was burned by in-
cendarile-I suppose rebel sympathizers-
and the guns were destroyed. Next I had
thirteen guns made at what is now the type
foundry nla Cinclnnati, and these I enton by
my partner, a wealthy merchant of Cincln.
nati, to Washington, to persuade the Govern-
ment to introduce them. He took them to
Baltimore, where he left twelve, and want
with the other to Washington. The Chief
of the Ordnance Department at the time was
an old fogy. He received him coldly, told
him he had no faith in his gun, and that be
believed fint-lock muskets were, on the
whole, the best weapons for warfare. In
short he would have nothing to do with him.
My partner then left Washington and re-
turned to Baltimore. Ben. Butler was there
with his troops. He had heard of the guns
and be asked to see them work. As soon as
he had done so be saiJ he would buy them
on his own responsibility, and did so, giving
bis voucher for $12,000 for them. My part-
ner bhad this cashed, but at this time there
was a great fall in pork, and 50,000 hogs
which he had packed in Chicago with the
expectation of a rise had to be sold. In a
word, the break in the market ruined him,
and my money went with him. 8o, for the
first twenty guns I had made, at a great coat
to myself, I received nothing. Ben Butler
took the guns he had bought with him to the
battle of Petersburg and fired them himself
upon the rebels. They created great con-
sternation and slaughter and.the news of
them went all over the world. Now they
are used by all the leading go, ernments of
Europe and also in Asia and Africa. They
enabled the Prusslans to conquer Austria In
1860, though the Austrians had the larger
forces, and they shortened the war by Ger-
many and France so that it practically lasted-
but a fLw days.

"The Galling guns are now made In Hart-
ford in this country and in Europe as New.
castle on-the-Tyne. I sell only to govern-
ments, and the United States use many of
my guns. They now take put In all wars,
and you have seen the reports of the work
they have done in Egyp."

"How far will the Gatling gun send a
ball ?"

",From two to three miles. The new im.
provements which enable it to be fired Into
the air are such that the ball when It fals to
the earth acquires such force of gravity, such
velocity, that when it reaches the ground it
will par through a plank two inches thick.
Tbhis is at a distane of 8,000 yards trom the
place of Sting."

"Will It shoot accurately ?"
"Yes. We can aim the un at a plank

The Shamefdl Treatment 1 .Caps. Erleson
by the Natlen.

Detroit Post and Tribune.
The Army and Navy Journal in its latest

Issue calls attention once more to Captain
Ericsson's latest naval invention, the De-
stroyer. It quotes from Admiral Porter's
last omeolal report, which says; "My own
opinleon is that Mr. Erieson has invented the
most destuctive principle knows in warfare.
* One thing is very certain, Mr. Erie-
son has invented a torpedo which either
through the water or air acts with great ve-
locity and remarkable precision; end a ves-
sel properly armed with one of these ma-
ebines, and Bring at a ship within 100 or 200
fest distance, would detrey her entirely."
The Destroyer is a shot-proof vessel of high
speed, designed to safely approach an enemy
within this distance, and of her also the
Admiral speaks in high praise. The Admi-
ral recommended that the vessel sad torpedo
guns be thoroughly tested at the government
expense, and purchased with the right to con-
struct others if found satisfactory.

No attention has been paid to this, either
by the navy department or by Congress.
Capt. Ericsson is not a man to go to Wash-
ington and log-roll with either the depart-
ment or Congress. He did send a note to
the naval ordnance bureau, and received as
a reply the statement that he might test The
Destroyer at his own expense, that the bu-
reau would lend him for that purpose a set
of velocimeters and pressure gauges, and
furnish an offeer or clerk to keep the records.
But it would not promise to purchase The
Destroyer even if she proved more than was
predicted of her. The bureau had no au-
thority of law to test her at the government
expense, or to purchase the right to use the
patents on her. So the matter dropped,
there being nobody to urge it before Con-
gress. Pretty soon we are likely to hear
that some other government has purchased
this invention, perhaps to be used against the
United States by and by.

The Army and Navy Journal shows by the
records that this was the way Capt. Ericsson
was treated when he built the Monitor, and
that Invention would have been lost to the
United States but for the fact that some
patriotic gentlemen took him to Washing-
ton at their own expense and motion and put
the thing through for him; though even then
the contract stipulated that all experiments
and risks should be at the expense of the
inventor; and the United States did not
boy or own the Monitor till after she had
whipped the rebel iron-clad Merrimae.
Duriag that action the Monitor was still the
property of Capt. Ericsson and his partner,
and fought at their risk. Moreover, Capt.
Ericsson has never yet been paid for build-
log the Princeton, the fir steamship of war
ever built with her machinery below the
water line and driven by a propeller instead
of side wheels. That vessel revolutionized
naval warfare; so did the Monitor. But
such services, for which the highest bonors
would be paid in any other country, go un-
rewarded hese because Capt. Ericsson is too
proud or too modest to lobby for hls just pay.
The Army and Navy Journal says: "We
speak upon this subject with an Indignation
which we cannot restrain, for we have been
for years familiar with the facts."

The Foests and Railfalls.

From the New York Mail and Ezprem.
In the report of the State Servey for 1888,

just published, is a table of the mean annual
rainfall at various points in the State, cover-
ing long periods of time. This table shows
that the rainfall has not decreased during the
last half century, but, If anything, is a little
greater now than it was fifty years ago. The
destruction of the forests has not had the ef
fect of lessening the amount of prelcpitation
In any degree. What effect It has had, bow.
ever, may easily be seen. As the report says:
The water which falls on a given hydro-
graphic beasn eltherruns off lnate ts streams,
sinks into the ground, or passe Into the air
by evaporation. That whlich is absorbed by
the ground, sad not afterward evaporated,
sooner or later finds ts way into the water
chanels ad is utilsed; but that pert which
seape by evaporation is far greater than is

ordinarily supposed.
rerals act on the rainfall In two ways.

They prevent the rapid evaporation of the
waer whilh has b ilen, end so preserve a
grOe propotien of that which In their ab-
sees woald paes eof nto the air; and they
prvent the waser heme running ffsuddenly
ln a toret, as t doss I bar countries, re-
arding and sreglatib g l Sew.
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
