I would
like very much to unite with you in the
erection of such a dramatic structura that
people would cheerfully come to this coun-
try from Europe and board with us for
months in order to sme this play every
night

SHOULD BE DONE, BUT lHOW?
You will surely agree with me thatsome-

body ought to write a play. Why it has
not bien done long ago I cannot understand.
A well-known comedian told me a year ago
that he hadn't been able to look into a
paper for sixtean months. He could not
even read over the proof of his own press
noticesa and criticisms to ascertain whether
the printer had set them up as he wrots
them or not, simply because it took all his
spare time off the stage to examine the
manuscripts of plays that had been sub-
mitted to him.

But I think we could arrange it so that
we might together construct something in
that line which would at least attract the
attention of our families. Would you mind
tilling me, for instance, hol to write a playI
You have been in the buinese betore,and you
could tell me, of course, some of the salient
pointe about it. Do you write it with a type-
writer, or do you dictate your thoughts to
some one who does ont reent being dic-
tated to?

Do you write a play and then dramatis,
it. or do you write the drama and then
play on it? Would it not be a good idea to
secure a plot that would cost very little ant
then put the kobosh on it, or would would
put up the lines flrst and then bang the plot
or drama, or whatever it is, on the line ? Is
