
GENERATION AFTER GENERATION.

The Pedigree of Immorality-Physical
Inheritance of Posterity-A Thought.

Heredity is one of the most absorbing and
fruitful studies of the day. Statistics will
bear us out in saying that a large proportion
of those on whose course of life the world
makes its strictures get their especial qualities
by inheritance. Take a pedigree of licentious-
i,,.; Such as that set forth in that remarkable
little book, "The Jukes;" it would be sheer
folly to expect anything but the grossest im-
.norality of coniduct from the family. Lapses
from ,obriety in the highest circles of society
will always occur, and these are really the
most painful cases. But they are the ex-
ceptions. Nine-tenths of those upon whom
the stigma of drunkard can be placed come
from the lowest, or at least the lower, circles,
and from parents who transmit to them their
proclivity for drink. We may even go
further and say that the poverty-stricken, the
ignorant, the depraved, are little if anything
more than a direct transmission of primitive
serfdom.

With slight differences of name and circum-
stances this is true all over the world. This
class of people for generation after genera-
tion have been born, have grown up, and
have died in the same social status. Their
condition of heart and mind has become not
so much an intellectual and moral issue as a
physical issue. There is more truth in the
old principle of royal blood than many Demo-
cratic communities would acknowledge. The
spirituality of a Channing, the logical clear-
ness of a James Stuart Mill, the inventive
genius of an Edison is just as much a matter
of physical transmission as is the love of
whisky, the penchant for lager beer, or the
bent for ingenious devices. Heredity is an
established fact that no man can afford to
ignore. The altruistic impulse to look out
for the physical inheritance of psterity is
one of the most Christian as it is one of the
most scientific. There is nothing doubtful
about its principles. They are matters of
stern, harsh reality.

The intimate connection between mind and
body makes it a difficult thing to tell at what
point or in how large a degree the wrong
thought, word, and deed, or the beneficent
thought, word and deed enters into the physi-
cal constitution and becomes a matter of
physical transmission. But enter they cer-
tainly do, and that, too, in a marked degree.
This thought is all too frequently forgotten.
There is no theology, no depth of philosophy
about it. But in the facts of heredity and
transmitted influence there is a world of pain
and pathos, or jqy and beniflcence. If the
selfish, niggardly, unwholesome parents
scattered over Christendom were to realize
deeply that by generation and transmitted in-
fluence they were poepling the world with
selfish, niggardly, unwholesome children,
who, in turn, beget after their kind, perhaps
the higher morality at which church and
state both aim, would receive a greater im-
petus than either church or state can give it.

HOW COFFEE AFFECTS PEOPLE.

One of the Most Powerful Drugs-A Cause
of Heart Trouble-A Suggestion.

New York has a doctor of unusual bright-
ness who has busied himself lately writing
pithy and scholarly monograms on some of
the baptized and indorsed evils of society.
His latest manifesto is on "How Coffee Af-
fects People;" and the aim of the paper is to
show that coffee is one of the most powerful
drugs in the list of medicines. The proof of
its power as a drug is shown by the fact that
it is used to a greater extent than any other
as an antidote for poisons, both animal and
vegetable. He urges that he does not desirs
to reach the oar of the public in general; but
of those who have pains in the region of the
heart, oppressed breathing and an irregular
pulse; those who are exceedingly nervous and
unable to sleep at night; those who have a
full feeling, dizziness and pains of a neuralgic
character in the head; who have nausea and
sourness of the stomach without having
transgressed the laws of life; who have pains
in the liver, a yellow skin, with eyes of the
same sort; and lastly, who have hemorrhoids.

If the doctor supposes he has left out one or
two of all creation from this list he may be
right, but he certainly is mowing a wide
swath, and may honestly say he is after the
ear of the public. To these he offers one sug-
gestion. Omit coffee for a time, throw physic
to the dogs, and find out if the trouble after all
is not in the drug used as a beverage. In mod-
erate doses coffee raises the blood pressure
andl accelerates the heart. Now, says the
doctor, heart disease is in the main an easily
prevented disease, and it is very frequently
due to the excessive use of coffee. He entumer-
ates several instances where he had called to
prescribe and had found his patients given up
to die, but there was really nothing the mat-
ter but the breakfast drug.

He wisely suggests that in this day of sud
den deaths we are called upon to review our
methods of eating and living in order to get
at the cause or causes. "The heart and brain
requires rest as well as other organs of the
body." If the vessels in the brain, are kept
distended we have as a warning dizziness and
pain, and if the warnings are unheeded, apo-
plexy. So with the heart. So short are its
intervals of rest when beating at 72 to'84 that
we can hardly conceive it. Add to this the
stimulus that sends it up to 90 and we must
produce disease. He concludes that for our
regular meals and at evening parties we
should substitute the simpler cocoa or bouillon
and escape danger.--St. Louis Globe-Demo-
crat.

A FINE CELLAR OF WINE.

Not long ago I went to pay E. visit to awy
old friend of my fanily, the Rev. Mr. Chant-
ley, who had a living in one of those remote,
old-world villages which are scattered along
the coast of Norfolk.

I expected the very simplest of fare in the
humble house of my friend, ani my expecta-
tio:..-, so far iss fish, fowl, and flesh were con-
cerned, were realized. But when I had tasted
a glass of port I was so struck with the ex-
traorldinary fineness of its flavor, its body,
an4 its bouquet, that I was obliged to ask
him straightly where he managed to pick up
such a treasure in these days of adulteration
and high prices.

The association of splendid port wine with
an obscure Norfolk church seemed to me a
little remote, but I knew from the old gentle-
man's manner that he had a story to tell, so I
said no more.

THE WIGHT AT SPOTTSYLVANIA.

One of the Fiercest and Most Deadly
Struggles of the War-Hand to Hand.
In at least one of the many war sketches I

have written for the newspapers I said that I
had been in but one battle that afforded me
any enjoyment, or in which, amid the stir-
ring incidents of the stubborn and bloody
combat, almost all sense of danger was for-
gotten. It was this battle, on the 12th of
May, 18(4. that I had in my mind. No other
battle of the many in which I participated
with the Army of the Potomac left behind
such an indelible impress upon my memory,
many of the incidents of which are just as
fresh to-day, over twenty years after, as on
the day they occurred.

As a rule in all the battles of our civil war,
the men engaged in conflict scarcely saw
their opponlente. There were bayonet fights
and actual personal encounters, but they were
few and far between. When they did occur
it was with blind fury, where crossed bayo-
nets, clubbed muskets, throwing of stones,
and even the fists were brought into play. In
this particular fight, the champion pugilist,
John L. Sullivan, had he been present, might
have figured to great advantage and attained
more lasting personal glory than he ever
achieved in the prize-ring. At one moment
of the battle it was a simple knock-down and
drag-out fight, somewhat after the style of a
big saloon row among drunken men, and
one must needs experience m certain savage
joy, provided he was on the wilning side.

I would at any time run quicker from a
drunken row, scenting more danger than
from an enemy with guns in their hands, in
legitimate warfare. This is, no doubt, owing
to my bringing up. I never found any place
in army life which tried my nerves so much,
or which called for a higher order of bravery,
cool, cahn, and deliberate courage, than on
the skirmish or picket line when in active
campaign. There it was much like two men
about to engage in a duel. When on the
skirmish line, preliminary to a general en-
gagement, each soldier acts, as it were, on his
own individual responsibility, without the
excitement of a battle to make him forget
the dangers of the situation. At the same
time the danger is greater, for each bullet
speeds on its mission of death aimed at and
intended to hurt somebody.-Lieut. H. 8.

Arti:;ts will find a curious conclusion in his
vo!u-ae--narmely: that the darker skinned
portion of the 'tpopsition of Britain is gain-
ing on the blonde. He holds that the Gaelic
anl Iberian races of the west, mostly dark-
haired, are t:nding to swamp the blonde Teu-
tonic of England by a reflex emigration.
This may account for the wide difference
found by the tour.;t between the average
Briton whom he see•s and the typical Briton
of the pictures.-Chicago Tribune.

So much has been written during the past
few years upon "round-ups," "roping,"
"branding," and minor details of range life
that our eastern friends must be reasonably
well informed upon the subject For that
reason I shall only allude casually to the ex-
tensiveness of thii system. In receiving,
say, 1,000 head of "pilgrim" cattle from the
states (of value not less than $25,000), brand.
ing them at the stock yards with an X on
the left hip for instance, and turning them
loose upon the range, the owner either un-
derstands the methods of the business or has
an unswerving trust in, providence. A por-
tion of his herd may be seen occasionally
during the season by himself or his cowboys,
but other portions may drift away fifty or
100 miles, some imes more, before the next
"round-up." Even then it may be impossi-
ble to find them all

HOW THE "DISTRICTS' ARE WORKED.
The ranges are divided into *'districts,"

and each district is worked by a separate
company of cowboys, numbering anywhere
from twenty to sixty (more occasionally,)
according to the importance of the district.
All who have range cattle within the limits
of that district are represented, either per-
sonally or otherwise, in the round-up party,
every member of which exercises his
abilities for the mutual advantage of his
neighbors as well as for himself. The dis-
trict may be two miles long- and-f•ty-
seventy-five miles wide and the cowboys
move from six to tend miles each evening,
gather the cattle from the hills surrounding
the camp, the next morning divide the stock
into bunches each bearing the brand of a
separate outfit, brand the calves with the
marks borne by the mothers they follow,
and, in cases where the ownership of the
calves cannot be determinad they, in this
te, ritory, receive the brand of the outfit
that holds the range upon which they are
found.

Now, in the district where those "X"
cattle live the representatives of the brand
will s:e, as far as possible, to the holding
and branding of the stock belonging to their
outfit. They will be on the alert, however,
to aid the work of others whenever
necessary, and the others will do likewise for
them. The~n the cattle that are disposed of
will be thrown into herds, according to the
lo ality cf their ranges and driven toward
their regular grazing grounds Those that
belong in the vicinity of the camp will tobe
llit thcre, and the "oaund up" party moves
on.

"CUTTINO OUT" THE BEEF CATTLE.
The above has special seference to the

sprin•• round-up, which takes from sixty to
ninety days. In addition, at the fall
"round-up," the beeves are "'ut-out"-sepa-
rated from the other stock-and driven by
members of their respective outfits to the
points of shipment. It is at these ship-
ping points that the value of the stock in-
spector is seen. He examines the brands of
every animal shipped from his point, and
if some of those "X" cattle are being
shipped with the beeves of some other party
he notes the fact, reports to the secretary of
the stock commisslon-the whole lot goes to
mar.ket, and in due course the owner of the
"X" cattle receives the pro'eeds of his
"strays" on the basis of the price at which
the main body of the shipment is sold.

The number of animals thus found is
large. "Strays" that belong in Montana
have frequently been shipped from points
on the Union Pacific in Wyom-
ing and vice versa on the North-
ern Pacific. It is not considered sur-
prising for cattle to drift 100 to 150 miles
from their customary range. Thus are
range cattle looked after, and though it may
take years for the "X" outfit, or any other,
to secure all their stock, they are more than
likely to do so eventually, excepting where
the "critters" are stolen, killed by wild ani-
mals, or die on the range. The inspectors
are thoroughly familiar with the brands of
the northwest, wat:h closely for stolen stock,
do much toward bringing offenders to jus-
tice, and are stationed at the principai stock
landing pointa The detectives are equally
instrumental in furthering the success of
this great system. About 5,000 different
brands have already been recorded in the
office of the territorial treasurer at Helena.
Even the Indians have their brands, and,
with the multiplicity of devices that are
used, under the acts of 1864, to distinguish
stock, it is no easy task to keep them all in
mind -Miles City Cor. Chicago Times.
