1 genius triumphed without book
learning. < In the early part of the century
he and his brother started a small iron
foundry with the firm name of E & T. Fair-
banks, in 8t Johngbury, to which their
father had removed. Erastus was twice
governor of Vermont

The brothers at first made stoves and
plows. Thaddeus designed and made the
patterns for both. In 1826 he patented a
plow and in 1835 a cooking stove. That
was about the days of the first cooking
stoves in America. Bat his great work was
the invention of the platform scales. In
1830 it was the fashi g New England
farmers to cultivate hemfi.. There was great
difficulty in :eparating the fibér from the
bark or straw. To obvidte ' that Thad-
dens invented and patented a bemp
dresser.  The flrm  bought the straw
and paid §15 a ton for it - But it was excead-
ingly difficult to decide how much a ton was,
There was no way to welzh anything except
by the balance and the old-fashioned steel-
yards.
