WIDENING OUT.

| Geiting Ready for vhe Standard Gauge,

Operations on the Utah & Northern this
week all portend the early conversion of the
[tah & Northern between Butte and Garrl-
son intoa standard gauge road. Between
Buste and Stuart a hieavy force is at work
and the track it now nearly ready for the
aperation of both narrow and standard gauge
trains. Between Stnart and Garrison stand-
ard gauge sawed ties Are being put in at all
stations, and itis stated a large force will
soon be put on. The changeis made by
taking out each slternate narrow gauge tie
and putting In & standard gaoge tie in place,
the narrow gange raiis not aeiu; spiked to
the standard. gauge ties. The supposition is
that rails will be laid to standard gauge out-
side the presens rails and that these latter
will pot be disturbed until the standard
gange is in full eperation.
