The Incorperation and Cllfimge of Guuge
apd Bchedule,

The Independent says : - Articles of incorpo-
ration of the Montana Union Ratlway Com-
pany have been filed in the office of the
Secrctary of the Territory. The Moutana
Union is the Company now widening the
gauge of the Utah & Northern between Gar-
rison anid Huotte, and which is to operate the

Helena and Butte traffic, The incorporators
are Charles Frapcis Adams, Jr., Frederick
L. Ames, 5. K. Callaway, Robert Harris,

Benj. P. Cheney, J. Lewis Harris and N, J. 7.
Dana. The firat three of these gentlemen
represent the Union Pacific, the next three
represent the Northern Pacifie, whila Gen.
Dana, the seventh man, holds the balance of
power hetween the two companies. The
new company assumes full control on the
seventh day of Auguost, bat it is understood
that through traing will begin running be-
tween Helena and Botte on the first day of
August, by which time the road will be ready.

It is our information that the freight trains
on Saturday afterncen, July 3, will be aban-
doned, and as soon as the passenger train
goes by, men will be at work all alang the
line lifting the rails from narrow gauge and
re-spiking them to standard gauge. On Sun-
day morning, August 1, the broad gauge
traing will be opn and run between Helepa,
Garrison, Butte and Anaconda. There may
be a littde irregularity, temporarily, but it is
expected the tranafer will be made in one
day.

Speaking of this, the schedule of the pas-
senger train between Helena and Butte iz a
matter-of some interest. To attach a ecar to
the regular traina between Helena and Gar-
rison would make all might service between
Garrison and Butte., To run an indepenbent
passenger train, leaving Helena in the morn-
ing and returning in the evening, would i!sy
through passengers over one mightin Helena,
ani the conpections would be even worse if
the train keft Botte io the morning. We un-
derstand there is a train rioning from 8t
Panl to Jamestown, Dak., about 12 hours off
the Atlantic & Pacific Express time. It is
suggested by some that if this train were con-
tinued on through to Butte it would cover
the casc and give the Yellowstone towns that
have now only night trains, a day train as
well, and that the travel would be materially
lnereased, For the western connection, a
mixed train from Butte to Garrison ecould
eonnegt with the Pacific Express, and thus

A Ploneer’s Appeal to the Comhty Coin-

.Edfter New North-West :

As the ecounty commissioners will meet
next month, T wish to call their attention to
the fact, there is & town in this county of
gome slight importance at the junction of
the Anaconda branch of the U.& N.R. E.;
also the depot of and for the Gregson Springs,
besides being a voting precinct and contain-
ing & postoffice, one stors of general mer-
chandise, two places whers the diseiples of
Gambrinus can slake their parched thirst,
one blacksmith shop wherein the village
Vulean makes resonast the air with merry
anvil chimes, and where the snort of the
locomotive sounds at all hours of day and
night. And yet, there is no public road to
or from it. Now, why is this thus? Years
agone there was aToad—way back in '66—
which left the main road to Butte at what is
now the Barnard ranch, and ran alwost due
south o a puint vpposite the old O'Connor's
mill, erossing thence and on to German
Gulch, along which flowed asteady stream
of travelers earrylng many thousands te fill
the coffers of Devr Lodge City and county.
Bat in an evil daz the road was feneed up at
the north end by Norton & Dean, forcing
the starting point opposite the ranch of
Archie Smith, and about 80, Heury Adams
fenced the road from the O'Counor mill to
1he Philipsburg road, leaving still a road
from sald point ¢f about two miles in length
in the middle of what was one of the oldest
roads in the Territory ; and then along came
the U. & N. Railroad and appropriated that.
In justice to the railroad company, I believe
they bought the right of way, but query who
had the right to seli. Since then we have
been going across lots and cooning along
the railroad track, and with side tracks,
snorting engines and the rattle and clang of
cars, we have just 17 feet between cars and
fence to dodge. As there are abous forty
families receive mail at the postoffice, we
are endangering our lives and those of our
wives and children every day ; and some day
gome ranchman’s team will become unman-
ageable, run in and wreck a train, a3 was the
case East last winter, and. cause the loss of
gome waluable lives. T do sincerely hope
there will be none of our county fathers
aboard that train. There bas been petition
after petition For roads, but all as yet were
fatile. Injostice to a Jong suffering com-
munity, please give us a road, or restore to
us what was ours by virtue pf being raized
on the trail, or cause those who sold ounr
rights to relegate back or give redress for
what shonld never have been taken from the
community. We have certainly cause to
complain of neglect; so give us aroad, or
sell the town that was ealled after the pio-
neer bLrothers, the Stuoarts, to some county
that will.
