M. J. MATHEWS, Chairman of the Com-
mercial Travelers’ Association, writes to the
Globe Demorrat that the Supreme Court
decision relative o drummers’ tax is disre-
garded in the South, and that drummers
golog to Virginia, the Carolinas, Georgia
and Alabama, will be arrested and jailed if
unprovided with a permit.

Last week the reports of incoming vessels
reporting wreckage marked *“Eagle,” and
her known proximity to a dangerouns shore
during a terrific gale led to the general be-
lief that the vessel had gone down wilh 260
gouls on board. Later reliable reports are
that on the 5th of April, after the storm, the
Eagle was taking seals in White Bay, safa
and sound.

THE Inter-State Commerce Commission
is so thrown into the air by the appeals and
applications under the “long and short haul”
puzzle presented by the law that it has re-
lieved common carriers from the cperation
of the fourth section, relative to that
matter, for 90 days, virtually suspending it.
The Southern Railroad and Steamship Asso-
clation made the biggest kick and the Com-
migsion will go to Atlants, Mobile, Memphis
and New Orleans this month and next to
hear arguments on the question.

THE Miner yesterday stated that the pri-
vatae secretary of Governor Leslie had been
appointed Territorial arsenal keeper with a
salary of $2,000. The Miner is in error.
The pay s but $200 per year, aod the office
has generally been regarded as s perguisite
of the secretary.—Infer Mountain.

‘We think the Inter Mountain ia in error
as to the last point, Thearsenal keeper was
for many years, until recently, an old gentle-
man living in Virginia Cliy. Since then
the position was held by H. B. Wilkina and
E. W. Bach, of Helena. The salary Is cor-
rectly stated at $200 per annom.

Tur Hotel keepers sud Pullman and Din-
ing Car Companies are now among the high
kickers against the Inter Siais Commerce
law. No matter how many padges were
used the holders had to pay tribute to these,
and were geuerally the best patrons. The
business has practically dropped off to
nothing sioce tha fifth on roads leading into,
and at St. Paul and Minneapolis hotels, and
few goods are being sold, as merchants bhad
taken advantage of former conditions to
visit the citles and lay in heavy stocks. Now
they are staying at home and not eved order-
ing much.

Mg. BAreR, editor of the Madisonian,
on being more fully advised as to the law
relating to the publication of Commission-
er's proceedings, as set forth in the Nrpw
Norra-Wesr, very graciously and generous-
ly receded from the views he had expreased
before seeing the law, and says now the law
1s *‘ tough on Montana printers, even though
it was the inspiration of the Montans Press
Association.” The Press Association
agreed upon the plan and the schedule of
rates for blanks, books and ordimary legal
publications, but the legislature in fix-
ing the rate for the -publieation of
Commissioner's proceedings, made three
figures instead of two count for s word and
established ao arbitrary rate for * bills ™
much lower than they could reasonably ask
publishers to do it. The rates on this work
should be raised at least sixty per cent., and
would then be very low.

AN Amerlcan fishing schooner sailing
Inside the three-mile line at Beaver Harbor,
Canads, a few days ago, was chased by the
Canadian fishery cruiser Vigllant and a
blank shot fired to make her heave o, but
the Yaukee sailed away and got into free
water. This fishery qaestion is liable to
make trouble yet between the United States
and Eogland. Congress foreseeing this,
adjourned leaving the United States with
such s small navy and so meagre ses coast
defenses theb if the United States resents sn
indignity or demands proper redress of
grievances, she can only rely on England’s
greed for our commeres to prevent the most
homiliating and costly situation in which
tkis government has ever been placed. In

this instance the fishing smack was an in-

truder and had to eut and run for it, but the
Ameriean people don’t Iike to hear of even
a blank shot being fired at one of their ves-
sels, even if she was outside of treaty stipu:
lations, and the pext Congress will feel a
popular pressuzé on it for naval and sea

OUR CANADIAN RELATIONS STRAINED

While it is not likely the fishery embrog-
lic belween the TUnited States and the
British Canadian government will lead to
war, the condition is an irritating one to the
United States, whose people do not like to
hear of aven blank cartridges being fired at
their fishing vessels in Canadisn waters, nor
submit to sueb tantalization because it does
not abjectly ylald to English-Canadian in-
terpretation of ioternstionsl tresties—an
interpretation this Government denies to be
correct, and which Canada is spitefully per-
sisting in to compel the United States to
enter into & renewal of the expired recip-
roeity ireaty, in which Canada had nearly all
the advantages. Yet this is the animus of
all the aggravations of tie past two years.

To give a brief resume of the fishery
question: Congress in 1793 gave captains of
vessels the right, on applying therefor, to
procare & “touch and trade” permit, under
which he could fish and also trade, ship men
and enjoy all other commercial advantages.
There was another class of vessels, not
taking out these permits,which were “fishing
vessels” only. It 1818 a treaty was made
with the United States and Great Britain
defining the rights and privileges of “fishing
veasels,” only allowiog them to fish in the
waters of British America within specified
distance of the shore on certain parts of the
const, and admitling them to ports for re-
pairs, or to procure wood and waler, and for
no other purpose.” This did not apply to
the ‘“‘touch and trade” vessels. In 1854 a
reciprocity treaty was entered into between
the two Governments, each admiiting certain
commodities to the other free of duty. This
tresty expired in 1366, and was followed by
a fishery treaty in 1871, which expired by
limitation in 1883, The Canpadisus now
bold that the expiration of the latier treaty
revived the treaty of 1818. The United
States holds the trealy of 1818 was abrogated
by the reelprocity treaty of 1554 and eounld
not be revived by tbe lapsing of the treaty
of 1834, or any other trealy, and contend
that even if it were so, the action of the
Canadian suthorities has been unjustifisble
as to “trading vessels” which had never been
interfered with by Canada or England from
1793 to 1818, nor until within the past twn
years. Cauada found Lhese ‘“‘touch and
trade’’ vessels valoable to her commerce,
until since the expiration of the reciproeity
treaty, which never was favorable to the
United States, and to compel the United
States Lo solicit a revival of the reciprocity
treaty has sprung the point referred to, and
in every conceivable form within its inter-
pretation annoyed American trading as well
a8 fisking vessels. They have even gone so
far s to institute & search of American ves-
sels in Canadian ports for evidence that Lthey
were viclating the fishery treaty nnder their
interpretation of it. The United States
seems not to care much for the establish-
ment of the 3-mile limit, nor does it deny
Great Britain. the right to withdraw the
privilege allowed American vessela for nesrly
8 hundred years with ‘itouch snd trade”
permits, but the United States does deny
that the right to revoke this privilege is con-
tained in the Lreaty 1818.

The irritations offered by the Canadisns,
evidently by the approval of the English
Government, have been so persistent and
offensive that &t the last session of Congress
the President was invested with retaliatory
power, with stroog evidence that he would
be suppooted cordially in resenting any
offense against the Naticnal dignity or honor
by Canada or England. The continued an-
noyances led the President of the American
Fisherles Union to address a letter to Presi-
dent Cleveland, April T, suggesting as &
retaliatory measure within the meaning of
Congress would be closing the Unlted States
markets to Canadian fish producta. To this
President Cleveland has answered in a care-
fully drawn ncn-commital letter, in which
he states thal this i3 an international ques-
tion; that the purpose of Congress was to
invest him with suthority not to proteet
solely any particular interest, but to malno-
tain the National honor, and adds, “the im-
mense volume of population, manufactures
and agricoltural productions and mwarine
tounage and railway to which these have
given activity, all largely the result of inter-
course between the United States and Brit-
ish Americs, and the nataral growth of full
half & century of goed neighborhood and
friendly communication, form an aggregate
of material wealth and incidental relations
of the most impressive magnitude,” and that
he Is not unmindfu! of these things; but
adds, “I shall nevertheless be uuflinchingly
guided by a sense of wiiat the self-respect
and dignity of the Nation demand. In the
maintenance of these, and in support of the
honor of the Government beneath which
every citizen may repose in safety, no sacri-
fice of personal or private interests shall be
counsidered sgainst the general walfare.”

The fact is that unless the offense is of
such a fiagrant nature that it requires to be
instantly and vigorously resented, Canads
will be allowed to go along slapping the
United States in the face with its cod and

el simply b Congress has shame-
fully left them defenseless on sea snd shore,
with millions of surplus money that shonld
now be employed in building ships and forts
that would enable this Government to asserl
itsell in what it believes right as against
Canada, England, or all the world. Asmat-
ters are going now the American people are
subjected to indignities, and s construction
placed npon a treaty which this Government
holds is incorrect. It were beiter to invite
arbitration than Lo have things continne as
they are, and it would be better still if we
were a3 lndependent of arbitration as Great
Britain is. The malteris to a great extent
one of ssserting National dignity and the
Nations right of interpreting its own treaties,
bat that is & bighly important question with
Nations, and in this Instance may yet assume
a magoitude that will overshadow all others.
Any flagrant act by Canada will raise astorm
that will not easily be subdued.

Death of John G, Saxe.

Joba Godfrey Saxe died in Albany, N. Y.,
March 31, and his remains were buried in
the Greenwood family lot, Brooklyn. He
had been for thirteen yesars a sufferer from
wounds,which finally killed him, received on
8 railioad in 1874, and sulg:quently lost
his wife, Lthree duughters and eldest son,
crowning with sorrow’s crown of sorrow
him who bad been the most genial, warm-
hearted and the happiest of men, whose
kindly satire and exquisite humor bad made
a world happier, and whese life was noble
and pure as his preserce was pleasing sand
commanding. So goes the world: “Mr. Saxe
was born at Highgate, Vi., in June, 1816,
and was graduated at Middlebury College
in 1830, He was admitted to the bar in
1843, and practiced law with considerable
success at St. Albans, Vi., from that date till
1850, In 1840 he published a poem entitled
“Progress, s Satire.” The following year
his “Rape of the Lock” appeared. Between
1548 and 1850 two poems, “The Proud Miss
McBride” and “The Times,” brought bim
into prominence, In 1850 be removed to
Burliogton, Vermont, where for five years he
successfully edited the Sentinel. After this
tima he devoted himselfl to literature and
lecturing. He was popular in his own State,
where he held olfice as State Attorney aud
Deputy Collector of Customs. At one time
he was the Democratic candidate for Gover-
nor, of course with no chance of snccess.
Afver 1850 his poems sueceeded one another
at regular intervals. He continued writing
poetry and contributing to Harper's Maga-
zine, the Atlantic Monthly and other maga-
zines until 1874. From 1869 to 1881 he
resided in Brooklyn,

Mr. Saxe is perhaps best known for his
bursorous and satirical postry. His skill In
punoing led to his being frequently called
the American Tom Hood. He was the su-
thor of many serions and strikingly beauti-
ful verses, Among these may be named
“Jerry, the Miller,” “I'm Growing Ol4,”
“The Old Charch Bell,” “Tressures in
Heaven,” and “Boyhood.” He was an ex-
tremely wilty and genial man, snd was
always popular in society. His disposition
was affectlonate and amlable.”

DESERTING THE ANARCHISTS,

The Turners Follow the Lead of Chicago Elect-
ors in Disowning Spies.

CHICAGO, April 10.—A set back was given
to-day to the friends of August Spies, who
have been endesvoring to euhst the moral
support of the Turners here for him and his
condemned comrades. The Anarchist sym-
pathizers refuse to acknowiedge themselves
defeated and declare that they will carry
their efforts before the highest authority in
the order and make the issue a natlonal one
among the Tarpers. Spies was a prominent
Turner before his incarceration.  After the
death sentence was pronounced agalpst him
and his comrades, friends of Sples, Chairman
John Gloy and members of the Turners’ ex-
acntive board of the district, Issned a circu~
lar to all subordinate Turper societies in
his vicimity requesting them to notify the
board whether they favored the adoption of
a regolution declaring the verdict sgainst
the anarchists unjust and asking for a new
trial. The result wag astorm of protests
aguinst the action of the board. Gloy then
issued a letter warmly advocating support
for Spies, and thls was followed by angry
demands for his resignation and those of his
fellow mambers of the board.

To day a district conventlon of Turners
wag held for the purpose of declding on the
question of impeaching and deposing the
district executive board, and especially Jobn
Gloy, the chairman, for overstepping their
aulbority and disgracing thelr offices. Ev-
ery Turner society within fifty miles of
Chicago was repr ted. Max Stern made
& long end earnest address, denouncing the
execulive board and anarchists generally,
which was followed by Gioy st length, At
last a motion to depose the executive board
was carrled by a vote of 42 to 94, and the
chairman immediately declared the board
deposed. Gloy sunounced that he would
appeal the case to the nstional board. In
the coofasion following this declaration a
large number of societies withdrew from
the hall headed by Gloy. The uproar grew
louder and the chairman ihreatened to have
the hall cleared by the police. Gloy reap-
peared at this junmcture and quisted the
sudience, saying that an outbresk shonld be
avoidad, A new district board was provided
for by the remaining delegates, and the con--
vention quickly adjourned.

sble material for writiug, enclosing, sealing,
stamping snd malling letters sufficient for
the wriling of one lelter a week, provided
they request the same, unless they are other-
wise furnished with soch materials ; and all
such letters shall bs dropped by the writers
thereof, accompanied by an sttendant when
necessary, lnte a postoffice box provided by
the Territory at the Insane asylum snd kept
in some place easy of access to all the ps-
tients. The attendant is required in all
- cases to geé that this letter ia directed to the
patient’s "correspondent, and if it is not so
directed it must be held subject tc the Super-
intendent’s disposal and the contents of
these boxes shall be collected once every
week by an aathorized person from the
postoffice depariment and by him placed in
the hande of the United States Mail for
delivery.

Smo. 2. That it is hereby made the duty
of the Superintendent to keep registered and
‘posted in some public place at the lrsane
ssylum a tree copy of the names of every
Individual chosen as the inmate’s corre-
spondent and by whom chosen ; and It is
hereby made the duty of the Superintendent
to inform each of the individuals of the
pames of the party choosing him or her, and
be is to request bhim or her to write his or
her own name on the ounteide of the envelope
of every leiter he or she writes to this indi-
vidual inmate; and all these letters bearing
the individual writer's name on the outside,
be Is requested to deliver or cause to be
delivered any lelter or writing to bim or her
directed without opening or reading the
same or allowing It to be opened or read
unless there is reason for belleving the
letter contains some foreign substance which
might be used for medication, in which case
the letter shall be required to be opened in
the presence of & compelent witness, and
this substance shall be delivered tothe Super-
intendent to be nsed at his discretion.

Sec, 3. That auy person refusing or ne-
glectirg to comply with or willingly or
knowingly viclating any of the provisions of
this aet shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction thereof shall be pun-
ished a3 the eriminal code of Lhe Territory
of Mountana prescribes, and by ineligibility
to soy office in the asylum afterward,

and that there are privileges to which they
are entitled by the opinion of the TPresident
to which we say they have no right whatev-
er. From this misunderstanding, if we aa-
sert what we believe to be onr rights, greater
misunderstanding may srlse. This letter,
although studiously moderate in tone, inti-
mates plainly what may follow.

Annapolis is chock full of
it. Almost any child will tell you that
George Bancroft, the historian, 1s responsible
for the Naval academy. He became secretary
of the navy in 1845, He saw the need of es-
tablishing an institution for the instruction
of naval officers. He appointed a board to
examine Fort SBevern and to veport upon its
desirability as the place for the academy.
“Ihis fort was an army post, the site of which
was purchased in 1808, at a perfod when
Annapolis was deemed a place of military im-
portance. The grounds consisted of ten
acres, beautifully located on the Severn river,
On one of its points the patriots of 1775 made
the owner of the Peggy Stewart, whom they
suspected, run his vessel ashore and burn
her, This place was selected as the location
of the new school. Gradually the site was
extended, until now it embraces within amd
without the academy 159 acres, with large,
substaniial buildings and all the equipments
of a first class naval institution. To be ad-
mitted, candidates must be between 15 and 18
years of age and physically scund and, as a
general thing, must underge & competitive
examination.

Life in the Naval academy grounds is terri-
bly exclusive. There are enough people to
form a pretty big society cirele, and they are
clannish to such a degree as to comptise a
little amristocracy in themselves, The balls,
of course, are delightful, as all the cadets are
excellent dancers and everything is dome to
make the visitors enjoy themselves. But the
aristocracy obitrudes itself into the ballroem,
and woe be to him or her npon whom it puts
its disfavor, Here iz an illustration that oe-
curred not many months ago. A cadet had
met & very pretty girl in Annapolis; she
dressed well, talked well and danced well
Everybody spoke weli of Ler, but she hinp-
pened to be the daughter of a carpenter, an
honest, honorable man, but a carpenter,
The cadet escorted ber to one of the hops. At
once aristocracy was up fn arms. Two of the
managers waited on him and informed him
that if be took her on the floor to dance he
wonld ba cut by his fellows and all the exclu-
sives, 'The eadet's mankood stru~Ted against
his policy, but besaw ditficulties ahead of him,
bis name blacklisted, and his future en-
dangered, and so policy won and manhood
was defeated, He passed a miserable evening,
and never called on the young lady after he
escorted her back bome. Folly, you sayi
Certainly itis. But if you want to gst into
HNaval academy society you'd better not say
it again,

Dozens of stories could be told about the
eadets and their pranks. The days of hazing
arc over, thanks to the sovereign power of
congress and the stern justice of the court
martial, but the 300 and odd eadets manage
to enjoy themselves as well as to get a good
education and to see the world during the
long cruises. If you want to see the academy
in its glory you sbould visit it In June when
the graduating exercises take place, when
thousands of pretty gils and fond parents
are here, when nature and the brass bands
and the guns and the birds and the orators
are all sending forth their sweetest and loud-
eat eloquence,

“Qh, I thought you would ask that ques-
tion.
