COURT NOTES.

United States business at this term of Couri
closed Wednesday, and the trial juries were
discharged for the term. What were known
as "the Kuklux eases," wherein a number of
residents of Philipeburg were indicted on
three counts under the United States law for
intimidating, conspiracy against and using
violence toward Demars and Tolman, as fully
stated in the Naw NovTH-WasT at the time,
were continued for the term by consent of
counsel. This and the discharge of the U. 8.
petit jury took a big obstacle away from the
progress of the Court. Criminal business is
now being disposed of quite lively.

The case of the United States vs. Henry
Williams et al, for damages, in cutting tim-
ber on public lands of the United States,
came on a week ago Thursday and was dis-
posed of next day by the Court dismissing
the cause and rendering the defendants Judg-
ment for costs incurred. Smith, for the pros-
ecution, put a witness on the stand to prove
that defendants had cut timber less than
eight inches in diameter. Dixon objected
to the evidence, and brought to the notice of
the Court a regulation of the Interior Depart-
ment permitting such cutting. As the indict-
ment charged the cutting was done on min-
eral lands of the United States, on which
larger timber is allowed by law to be cut for
domestic and other purposes to which said
timber was applied,' there was nothing left
of the case, and it was dismissed as stated.
We believe it is the intention of U. S. Dis-
trict Attorney Smith to peal.

n the cases of J. M. Buckley and T. F.
Oakes, a motion to quash was made by W, F.
Sanders, Esq., the statute of limitations run-
ning against the indictment, and it was sus-
tained. This settles the timber suits brought
at this term, not one of them having any
ground to stand on in a court of law. They
occupy the time of the U. 8. District Attor-
ney, Marshals and the Court, subject defend-
ants to continuous prosecutions, which are
now properly regarded as persecutions, and
compel the attendance of witnesses and
jurors at less recompense than their actual
expenses, and all to give a lot of special
agents status with the Department and con-
tinuance on salary. We think it is about
time District Attorney Smith would see how
matters stand and notify the Department of
the flimsy and inadequate prosecutions he
has to make on their reports.

Bassion, who attempted to wreck the Nor-
thern Pacific train at Garrison some months
ago, was tried Wednesday on an indictment
for assault with intent to kill, and was found
guilty as charged. The punishment is im-
prisonment from 24 hours to 10 years. This
crime was committed before the special ses-
sion of the Legislature, which enacted a spe-
cific law for train wrecking.

Dennis Manton, charged with the murder
of his wife, the particulars of which case our
readers are familiar with,was found guilty of
manslaughter by the jury Monday, and pen.
alty fixed at ten years in the penitentiary.
The jury is said to have varied from murder
in the first degree to acquittal, but finally
united as above.

George Mooney, who held out $100 betting
money placed in his hands at Anaconda, gets
a year in the penitentiary.

DEATH OF WILLIAM FLY.

An Old Citizen Dies from What Was at
First a Slight Injury.

William Fly, an old and respected citizen
of the Gallatin valley, having been brought
in a few days ago from his home at Central
Park, suffering from the condition of a
finger, wounded originally in a peculiar
manner, died here last evening. The cause
of the injury was indeed singular, and
though trivial at first-so thought to be-it
was the direct cause of death. About a
month ago he sustained a bruise on the little
finger of one of his hands, caused by a sud.
den wrench given it by the halter of a horse
he was leading. Although it pained him
considerably at the time, he paid no atten-
tion to it, thinking it would soon heal.
Gradually the finger became swollen and
rendered the hand useless. He then went to
Bozeman and consulted a physician, who
told him that the finger must be amputated.
Not liking to lose the finger he applied to
another doctor, who tried to save it by open-
ing it and allowing the collected matter to
discharge itself. Temporary relief was ob-
tained, but the condition of the injured
member soon became worse. He then came
to Helena and went under treatment at the
Sisters' Hospital, where Dr. Morris ampu-
tated the affected finger. The knife was
used too late, however, for gangrene had
already set in. The poison spread and cov-
ered the arm and reached the shoulder. All
hopes of saving his life were abandoned, and
the fatal termination of his seemingly trivial
injury is now announced in his death. Sur-
rounded by family and friends he passed
quietly away, and thereby has departed an-
other loyal citizen and one of Montana's
most respected inhabitants.- Independent.

The History of Montana says William Fly
was born in Howard county, Mo., Sept. 15,
1830. In 1852 he went to California, remained
five years and accumulated some wealth.
Beturning to Missouri he married Miss Gove,
of Andrew county, in that State, who bore
him three children. They lived for a time
in Kansas and went thence to Colorado and
engaged in mining. While returning to
Missouri in 1865 his wife died, and in 1866 he
came to Montana and mined the next four
years, principally on Pilgrim Bar, where he
accumulated considerable money, and in-
vested in lands and stock in Gallatin valley.
He was married to Susan C. Brooks, in Deer
Lodge, May 23, 1872, and in 1882 bought the
Central Park property, consisting of hotel,
160 acres of land, and toll bridge, and has
since been largely engaged in stock raising,
suffering pretty heavily, with others, in the
lesses of last winter. He was a large-hearted,
kindly, generous man, universally esteemed,
and thousands of his old Montana acquaint-
ances will hear with sorrow of his death.

A Dangero•s Fall and Fortunate Eseape

While he was passing from one car to the
other, as the ,train was running up Silver
