PORTRAIT AND SKETCH OF THE
NEW PRESIDENT OF FRAI_‘GE‘& 7

His Family Has Necn Noted i Fromgh

- History~Same Tnterestivg Facts luthe

“ Lives of His Father mni sther,
with Ineidental Bits of Gallfc History.

To write the- histary of the Carnots of -
France and trace the honorable lineage
of the new president would be like writ-
ing the life of a Lincoln or a Iee. It
would, in short, be to write the history of
their nation during their lives, as the
events could only be understood intheir
historical connection. It is a republican
family, for the most part of the sound and
reliable kind; and the time was in the last
century when n Carnot was joyfully hailed
as the saviour of France, ‘‘the organizer
of victory.”” This was the grandfather
of the new president, Lazare Nie-

olas Marguerite Carnot, statesman,
patriot and tactician of the first revolu-
tion and first republic. He was born
May 13, 1763, at Nolay, in Burgundy—a
department in which the blood of the
original Teutonic Burgundians still pre-
vails, and where, consequently, there is
rather more political steadiness than
among the Franks, the Gauls or the vola-
tile Provencals. The first Carnot was
notably precocions. When only 18 he
completed a8 military education, and was
madse second lieutenant of engincers; at
20 he was first lientenant and at 30 & cap-
taln, and there he lingered for yeara,

The ruling classes in France had re-
duced the common people to such a state
of misery that exhausted nature could
‘bear no more, and riots and insurrections
began; the government responded with
brutal tyranny, arresting and imprisoning
without process of law. Among the vic-
tims was Carnot, who was coniined in the
Bastile for no greater offense than writing
an essay which criticised the organization
of the army. He also published a scien-
tific work on the waste of power in ma-
chines, which was highly praised by scien-
tific men. In 1787 the tinancial condition
of the conntry became o bad that King
Louis XVT convened the assembly of the
notables, which was followed soon by the
meeting of the states general, a par-
liament somewhat ou the plan of the
middle nges, which had not been con-
vened for 175 years; and by the ac-
tion of this body the revoluticn fairly
began in 1780. The next general body
was the copstituent assembly; and af-
ter the destruction of the old regime
came the legislative assembly, of which
Capt. Carnot was o member, representing
Pas de Calais. As a member of the com-
mittee on military affairs he reorganized
the militia, as we should call it
and, for want of muskets, Le pro-
curedl an act that the Paris sec-
tions should be armed with plkes.
They used these pikes in the assanlt on
the royal residence, the Tuileries, Ang.
2, 1792, for matters were moving too fast
for conservative reformers, and soon the
liberal monarch and moderate republic
were alike overthrown, and the pationsl
convention was hurried forward to the de-
struction of the royul family and the
slaughter of the royalists. Caruot votel
for the execution of the king, but ex-
pressed his deep sorrow for its necessity.
In Augunst, 1703, he was put at the head
of the military administration in the com-
mittee of public safety and soon therenfter
the whole face of affairs was changed.

B0 sucecessful was be as an organizer
that he soon bhad fourteen crmies, large
and smail, equipped; the reactionists were
completely subdped and foreign armies
driven from French soil. In 1796 he
planned . and provided material for the
campaign in Italy, which was so wonder-
fully enrried ont by Donaparte; but when
the latter scized the reinsof power, Car-
not opposed him and went into exile.
With only short intervals Le remained
abroad till 1814, then wrote Lo Bonaparte:
““As long as you were prosperous [ staid
away—now that misfortune Lins come, I
place myself at your disposal.”” The
emperor promoted him through all the
grades from major to general, and he
fought bravely till the last hope was gone.
The returned Bourbons drove him into
:xﬂe and be died at Madgeburg, Ang, 2,

His son, Lazare Hippolite Carnot, was
born April 6, 1801, He, too, was a re-
publican, but not so comservative as his
father, maiutaining at different times
socialism nnd similar theories. To him
we are indebted for the clearest exposition
of the doctrines of Bt. Simon, the father
of modern socialism. After trying a
variety of avocations he became more con-
servative in middle life, and supported the
government of Louis Philippe with con-
siderable shility. After that king was
driven away by the revolution of 1848, Car-
not was made minister of public instrue-
tion and effected valuable reforms. He re-
sisted Louis Napoleon and went into exile,
but some years later decided that the
empire was a well established government,
returned and once more took office, living
to see the empire again overthrown and
the third grand republie set up.

Marie Francols Sadi-Carnot owes his
compound name to the comieal fact that
his somewhat visionary father was deep in
Oriental and mystical studies at the time
of his birth, Aug. 11, 1837. About that
time began the rage for inquiry into the
religion and philosophy of the Arabs and
Hindoos, which has lately become a sort
of “fad." Thefather was an "occultist”
of that day-—an Orientalist—-hence the -
"Sadi" which the son bkas hyphenated
with the honored family name, The son,
however, has proved a more practical
man; he is rich and sueccesstul, but bilious
and melancholy, A graduate of the noted
Polytechnique, he rose rapldly through
all the ranks of govermipent engineering,
and later made a success as minister of -
public works and minister of finance, His
wife, a brilliant and witty woman, is &
daughter of the late Dupont White, |

THE CURIOSITY SHOP.

Dirthplace of Lincoln — His Childhood,
The Books He Read.

A concise statement of the birtk and boy~
baod of President Lincoln is as follows;

Abrabam Linceln was born in Hardin—
now Larue—county, Ky., on Feb. 12, 1809,
His ancestors were among the early settlers
of Rockingham county, Va., whither they
had gone from Berks county, Pa., and from
which his grandparents removed to Ken-
tucky about the year 1781. His father,
Thoimas Lincoln, born in Virginia, married
Nancy Hanks, also a Virginian, in 1506, Mrs.
Nancy Lincoln died in 1818, and ina yeap
and six months Thomas married again, this
wife being an old neighbor, & widow named
Johnston. During the life of his first wife,
in 1516, Mr. Lincoln settled in what is now
Spencer county, Ind., where Abraham'scarly
life was spent in toiling on the farm, clean-
ing up fresh land and doing what was heavy
work for a lad of 7 or 8 years. It was here
he received the one year's schooling which
was all he ever had. He became export at
figures, and read over and over the fow
books he could lay bands on in that wilder-
ness home, often reading by the ruddy blaze
of & log fire when the others were fast asleep.
Among these scant books were Weems'
“Life of Washington,” *The Pilgrim's Prog-
ress” and the Revised Statutes of Indiana.
He kept & commonplace book, into which be
copied such passages as struck him as par-
ticularly fine. Out of these meager surrourd-
ings grew into shape the man who ruled and
guided the nation in its critical hour,
