Do not shout victory either because you

have succeeded in getting rid of the inter-

viewer without replying to hisquestions It

is ho such casts that the American journalist

reveals himself in all his glory. To your

stupefaction the newspapers next day will

have an account of the conversation which

you might have had with their reporters.
If my advice be worth giving, the best

thing you can do, when the interviewer pro-

seats himself and says, "I am a reporter, sir,
and I have come to ask you for a few mo-

ments' chat," is to say to him:
"Mad to see you, sir; pray be seated."

THE LATE GEN. HUNT.

At the Tine of tIlla 1Denthl , Ws'' the
oernoser of the Naiotloral Soldirs' Ilome.
The Soldiers' home in Washington, a beau-

tiful spot, which will always be interesting
historically as the spot where in summer
President Lincoln sought relief from the
cares of state and the leadership of a gigantic
civil war, hs met with a great loss in the
death of its governor, Gen. H. J. Hunt.
Gen Hunt was born in nMichigan in 1810,

but was appointed to the United States Mill-
tary academy at West Point from Ohio in
1118. He was graduated four years later

S. Canby
and othEr pronl-
noet men. uout
was assigned to the

GEas. t•r. later, when the

Mfexca war brokeo
out. Heo was twice wounded at Molino del
Rey, and during the war became famous as
an artillery officer.
In 182 he was made a brigadier general of

volunteers. He wars chieof of artillery for the
Armysof the Potomac, but it was at the bat-

tle of Gettysburg that he took a great part.
For his services at this battle be was
brevetted major general. Gen. Hunt received
two more brevets while in the service. He
was made colonell of tlhe Fifth artillery in

18u9 and was retired in 185. He wars mado
governor of the Soldiers' home in 1885.

The
little girl still said her name was Gurley, and
on being asked if she had no other nam' gave
theenm of Annie Redlmond, but said that
the woman whIo had stolen her Ihad forced her
to tell every one that her anteo was Flora
Dell iGurley. She was taken home to her
mother, who wat besiide herself with joy, and
her father was brought from the insane
asylmn. The recovery of hi child has almost
entirely restored his reason, and he will soon
be all right again.

The little girl told ta harrowing story of the
cruelty of the Gurleys, and when the latter
were arrested they told several conflicting
stories. An oldman named De Witt Parsons
and his wife were also arrested as being
accomplices in the kidnaping. Paesons, who
was called "grandpa" by Annie Redmond
(being forced to do so by the Gurley woman)
is Gorley's stepfather. The affair created
great excitement in the neighborhood, the
peculiar features of tihe case being much dis-
eussed in the newspapers.

Ite was thre originator of the Missouri

board of agriculture and the founder of the
SMissouri IIorticultural society.
The advcisability of elevating the agr'i-

cultural oilice to the dignity of a cabinet do-
ipn tment has long bcn under consideration
by those who have recognized ito importlellr e
It is one of the most practical institutions in
the governenental system. Briefly told, its
duties are o Ifollows:

It collects nd diffus uses eful iforomation
on subjects comlected with agriculture. It
collects new and valuable seeds and plants,
and catrlus y actual cultivation such of them
ais may require such tests. It distributes
valuable seeds among agriculturists. It col-
lects reliable information as to the condition,
prospects and resultsof the cereal, cottonand
other crops by the Instrumentality of four
colrlepollcdents ill each county of several
states. This itformatiott is gathered at sthted
Ieriods of each month, carefully studied, es-
timated, tabulated and published. It obtains
itformation with regard to insects injurious
to vegetation, and points out their modes of
infliction and themeans by whichtheir depre-
dations may be avoided. It receives bo-
tanical contributions, and after making de-
sirable selections for the National herbarittn,
distributes tlhe duplicate plants among foreig
and domtstie scientifie societies, and answers
inquiries of botenlteo-agricultural character.
Other investigations of less practical but
quite as e~seutial a character are made, and
the farmers of the United States have found
the information of great value.

CAPT. WISSMAN'S EXPEDITION.

Some Facts of a IMan hVlo s l Become
Olne of the ]Leading Explorers.

Capt. Hermann Wissmnn, who recently
started on an expedition to quell the upris-
ings in the German possessions on the eastern
coanst ofi Africa, was born thirty-six years ago
in Frankfiort-on-the-Oder. He erved in the
derntu army as a lieutenant, and afterwanrd
devoted himself to tie exploratlol of African.
He first croel the continent in 1880, start-
ing front Lontda antd piroceding to the eoas

of theo Ildian ocean.t. This trip lasted nearly

two years. In 1883, at the request of the
king of Belgium,
he undertook ae ex-
pedition from Mal-
ngo to the River
Lulua, then up the
River Kassai to its
confluence with the
Congo, and down
the Coengo to Leo-
peldville. In the
autmnr of 1880 he
undertook a new
expedition, whicht
is minutely and
most interestingly w
described in a book published by Wissman,
entitled "Under the German Flng." Wiss-
man is noted for his firn but considerate
manner of treating the natives, among whom
he is exceedingly popslar.
