The Americans have an unbearable trick

of arriving late at the theatre. For twenty

minutes after the curtain rises there is a con
stent bustling and ustiling of newcouers,

which debars you from tle pleasure of fol-
lowing the actors' spto-hcs If the play be

gins at 8, they come at a quarter past; if it
betls at a quarter past, they come at half-

past, and so on. At the time appointed for
the curtain to rice, tihestalls tire empty. This

bad habit annoys the actors mad disturbs the

spectators; but the evil is incurable, and

managers try vainly to stop it.

"The public are solemnly wanted that, tn-

In the valley the eye perceives -o

divide, yet the water o:1 one sidu gots out
to al•l oVWinnipeg tld Ibudison's bay, that oil
the other to the Gulf of •teico. Similnarly,

across the territory to the northwest, no di-

vide is visible to tih eye, yet the streams on

one side flow down to tho Missouri, and those

on the north asde seek the Red river. Their-
intoerlock is most curious. Thus ihe Janles
and the Cheyenne flow lmrallcl ond but a few

miles apart, through a hundred turns froon

near latitudo 48 dogs, down to the center of
the territory; then the latter suddenly turns
on itself and goes back to join the Red, while

the James flows on 000 miles to join the Mis-

uri near Yat ton. The strange beauty of
their prairies, the poetio tranditions left hy the
Dakotan or Sioux indians, and still nmore the

rpuntationl of their wheoat in the markets of
thie world, have crneated in the people ai pride
in their local name which mlakes them insist

on retaining it for both divisions. The north-
ern might appropriately be called Pembtiba,
or even Huron.

On any map of the United States of 18t0-

10 the observer will see that all the region
torthof tilte northern lin of Kansas was in

one great district-soon after called Nobraska
from the Missouri to the sumnit of the Rocky
mountains-and'that nll west of the sumtnit
was i tihe two territories of Oregon and Cal-

iforni. A little later Dakota extetdel from

its present eastern boundary to the mountain

summit. Then tie western half was cut or,
and with eastern Oregon was made hinto
Idaho, and after the gold dis'overira ha the
north a vast district of Idaho ans erected
into M]otana. As late as loo1 the present

territory of Wyoming was a soction of Da-
kota. b ontana has a wonderful variety of
el•uate and UatuIal produetionls. O tohe

ii-teern plains the mercury has often sunklti
0O degs below zero; in the same latitude west

of the mountains cattle gram and fatten all
winter in Bitter Root valley.

Latitude has but a trifling effect In pro-
ducing these changes; elevation is far more

talrs and direction of the prevailing winds.

Through the low passes of the mountalns in
British America comes the great "Chinook
wind," producing effects which reverse all
the ordinary rules; away up on the hllsides
and in the far north the sringl air is as mild
as in the Ohio valley; eastward and south-
ward, as that warm current loses its force,
the cold increases; the gras s is pringing up
in western Montana while snow covers thu
ground 20t miles further south, in Dakota,
and the ioe in the Missouri often "breaoh up"
000 miles above Bismarck before it doesthere,
and so piles up those tremendous wastes which
the best masonry in railroad bridges cannot
withstand. Hence the first settlers came up
the temperate valleys from Oregon and Call-
fornia and established important places,
while all the middle and eastern section was
still dominated by the ilercest savages in
America.

Of the 140,060 squoare miles of Monltana,
aboet one-half may be classed as mountain-
ous: the valleys are of extraordinary fer-
tility, and the plains are nearly all of somo
-aluo for grazing. There is a very, small

area of "btad lnds," and the valleys westof
the summit compare favorably with those of
Oregon and Northern California in mildness
and adaptability to the fruits and grains of
middle latitudes. When Lewis and Clarke
reached te head of the Missouri they named
the three streams which form it for the
president and his two principal subordinates
-Jefferson, Gallatin and Madison. Sirty
years passed before there were settlers enough
to make a local government necessary; then
the discovery of rich gold mines and the
destruction in Missouri due to the civil war
produced a sudden and rather peculiar im-

ligration. It was jocularly caid that"the
left owing of Price's army" colonized the
coulntry; an01 it is gravely estimated that
10,o00 lmen, ri)oken in fortune by the guerrilla
war of the west, soughlt a rl's in MIontana.

cold wilnl. It iosi curious 0fact that along
the whole line of tile divding range of the
Rocky mountainls tile climate at the same

0ehvatiou is frotm 10 dogs. to 20 degs. warmer
on the western than on the eastern side. Even
in thu Sierra Nevada one will fud immeoue
snow dhifts on the Truckeo while the grass is
growing rank and luxuriant at the same
level on the California side. This tmld air
an tlhe moisture drifted in from the Pacifi
have made 0those massive forests which have
long been the wonder mid will long be the
wealth of Oregon and Washington. Old
time travelers tell of passing for sixty miles
together through an unbroken forest where
the su1's rays only reached the groundit
limited spots for a feo hours in the middle
of the day.

In tlhe lower valleys of the west tie climate
is surprisingly mild and moist. Flowers
bloom every month in the year except Do-
comber and January, and thle raifll exceeds
100 ilnches a:0ulnnually. in the Ohio valley fifty
iocheol is fair average. In the farming
s-ctions, near the cohLst, apples and other hard
fruits may often be seen piled in the open air
-owaiting shiplmcnt till December, and ic0 an

inch ttick is so rare as to be noted ill the local
histories as a curiosity. Yet the 00,150 square
miles of Washington contaiuel in 18060 but
11,501 people; civilized Indians, Chinese and
foreign lliners included. Ill 1800 they had
inereased to 73,110, and then thoe lle rail-
roads and other improved facilities created
something like aboomt. Washington is prob-
ably destiined to a long ,and steady, though
not very rapMpll, growtlh.

GARIIELD'S PHYSICIAN.

Dr. Willla"d IUlls•i, WOlin Iecently Died Il
Washlinglon.

Thodeath of Dr. D. Willard 3liss brings
fresily to minld tie peculiar experiences he
pas.sed througlh with severnl of the public
men of the Unitld States, and notably with
Schuyler Colfax and President Garfield. As
surgeon of that president during the weeksl
intervening between his wounding and his
death Dr. Blib rwon high honors, and became

the object of much criticism, a criticisn still
occasionally rovivet. Surgeon General
Bllners, Dr. Ilaunilton, of Now York; Dr.
Agnew, of Philudelphia, nnd others were
called in consultations, and, of course, some
differences of opinion were developed; but

the final corclusion of most fair minded men
wan that tle physicians had erred chiely in
holling out la lole of renovery when there
wa tlo etsoll• tor it.

Dr. Bliss ns born Aug. 10, 1825, at Au-

burn, N. Y.; was
graduated from a
gClveland medical
ecollege in 1050, and
marrincd Miss so-
phia Prentiss. At
ilrssd Rapids,

7 A .Mich., hs attained
a high reputation
as a surgonl, aad
ddurin' the war its
S 'as brigade sur-
geon in the Arluy
o'p of tho Potomnr.
Soon after he wa

on. uss. head of the
health department

of Washington, and while there was sub-
jected to much ridicule for recommenading
"cundurango" as a cure for cancer. In this
he suffered with Vice President Colfax, who
was uickmunevl "Cundurango Colfax." Dr.
Bliss was prsent as one of the snrgoosns at
the denath of Abraham Lincolnu and in many
other ways was prominently before the pub-
lie. Uo died at Washington of a paralytic
stroke.

St. Patrick's Jawbone.
