The Chippewas have "broke out," which is
almost as much of a surprise to Minnesota as
an "outbreak" among the Quakers would be
ln Pennuylvania The Chippowas have been
peaceable so long that many people would
have forgotten their existence but for the
names they scattered on the geography from
Lbke Erie to Vinnipeg; bet the late affair at
Mille Lacs wns only a drunken spree, and
but one man was k-illed.

There wus a time when these Indians, more
properly called Ojibbeways, were the terror
of the northwest, and in their long wars with
the Sioux they had a roll of heroes equal to
ehat of tomer, ending with the great Pat-
yah Goonsch, the red Napoleon of the north-
west. The two tribes havre been at war from
a time whereof the memory of man runneth
not to the contrary. The Chippowas were
generally victorious in the timbered region,
but the Sioux prevailed on the prairie, and

uo the Red river had become a sort of boun-
dary when the whites began to settle north-
ern Minnesota. For many years the Indians
of one tribe would venture to a town or fort
only on one side, as the others came up ha-
bitually on the other side, each party sending
in scouts to see that the other did not take
snap judgment on them. As late as 1S56
they had a regular battle in Shackopee, mak-
ing it very lively for the white inhabitants.

Mille Lacs is a lovely lake, some sixteen
mileslong, anud is the head of Itum river.
Along its shores is the Indian reservation,
and fish and game have been quite abundant;
but of latt years there have been too many
white hunters, and many farmers have tree-

Theytareonoted
among Indians for havting prolued some
remarkable scholars. One of thoie. GOlrge
Copway, wrote the tradlitional history of his
people and attraoctd mtuch attelntion in EBog-
land. Another, Peter Jolns, is a writer of
ability. They have a written language,
newspaper, and many books. The mission-
aries speak very highly of those in Minnto-
sota; many of them are well-to-ido faltmcers,
and so it may safely be conclued tlhat tthere
will Io no general uprising.

M OLOKAI'S HERO MARTYR.
FATHER DAMIEN, THE LEPER PRIEST,

AND HIS SUCCESSORS.

Some Account of Leprosy-Its Haistory, Its

T
r
eatment and Its Extent-I-t Does •ot

Flourish Usually In Either Cool or Damp

Climates.

Tho recent death of Father Damien, the
"Hero oInrtyr of Molokai," the prompt ac-
ceptonce of his vacant place and work by
Father Lambert Conrady, who is doomed to
the same fate, and the appearance of isolated
cases of leprosy in Amerlct, love awakoened
Snow intoerest in that dread disease. At the

beginning, the sad fact must be aecloowleged
that but little more is known of its cause and
essential nature than was known when "Ghe-
hazi went forth a leper as white as snow,"
and when the Jewish law was so strict and so
thoroughly enforcd that even a stricken
king had to abandon his throne and become
an outcast. But some important facts as to
prevention and possiblo cure, still more as to
alleviation, have been discovered, andc in this
line Father Damien did and suffered enough
to entitle him to immortality.

This devoted priest, whose portrait has blut
just reachod America and is hero given,
was a Belgian, born Jan. 3, IS 0; at the ago of
16 he devoteod hilnelf to celihaecy ild good
worlcs, and in 160, when all of manhoocd wce
before him, he reached the Sandwich Islands
an emissionary. On the Oth of May, 1873,

he entered on his work as residelot missionauy
in the leper settlement, devoting his life vol-

untarily to those
stricken people,mulil
but recently the
ravages of leprosy
ended iciscnoblelife.

ST. JAMES' CATHEDRAL, BROOKLYN.

It •is. Lately Strusc, by Iig htning and
l,•rncd to the Ground.

St. Jlame cathedral in Brooklyn, recently
destroyed by fire cousequent upoe being
struck by lightnling, was the oldeit Roman
Catholic church inl the Catholic diocese of
Long Island. Prior to 1s22 the Roman
Catholics of Brooklyn were obliged to cros
the East river to attend service at St. Peter's
church in Barclay street, New York.

Masses were held in privato places in
Brooklyn, and on Jan. 7, 182, a meeting
was called to take measures, and it was
found that there were only seventy Roman
Catholics to be relied upon to further the

sT. dAEs' cCATneDEeAL
work; but lots were purchsed, and the new
building commenced, and on Aug. 28, 1823,
It was dedicated. It was bult of plain brick,
oblong in shape, and cost $7,000. Wingsand
galleries were afterwards addd, the addition
of the wings making the church cruciform
in shape. Formerly the churchyard was
such in the old sense, but burial in it was dis-
continued in 1849.

John Loughlin was consecrated bishop of
Brooklyn in 1853 and made St. James' his
cathedral. Since then a nmnber ot promi-
nent clergymen have officiated in it. Prior
to 1868 Bishop Loughlin selected ground for
a new cathedral. The corner stone was laid,
but the work has not yet been completed.
