In
the Episcopal diocese he found some sermons
that were short enough, but the service etok
up enough tinme to more than makeh up tie
difference. So he went around to the
churches of about all denominations except
the Catholic, until in a Congregationalist
church ho found a minister who uniformnly
occupied but thirty-fiveo minutes with his
sermon. Whether he is asleep or awae,
now, he can always tell to the minute wtheon
the preacher's time is up.-W-ashington Cor.
