"All this talk abofut book agents belngsuch
a disreputable lot is the worst sort of bosh,"
said the Inlillgl og of onof Chicago's subscrip
tion btlki houses to a reporter.

"Thar nrof plenty of mell who date their
start in life to a prospectus and a 'victim,' as
th, fllilny mian calls the agent's customero .
Its wtay for a young in w-itll enlor
gy, toslh Itnld a determination to succeed to
nlak•t littleo capital to enter another busi-
ult's. The only capital a book agent needs is
self colodelce, or gall, if the name will suit
you better, and indomitable industry. Un-
less it man has this he will not stay in tIhe
book buaioess long, and it will be few mtn
that he talks to death.

"f courseo tlhe life of a enlasserl has its
drawbacks, and so has the life of a tlallk
ft'esient. The agent must accustom himself
to isults and rough treatment, and must
preserve his temper, 1o matter what happens.

TIIE TIlnI\lIa.
"What sort of training do we give our

agents' \\'ell, we tell them all wft haveto
learled of tlhe bosiess and tlhet lstlrt ther
ouut with instrtultions to ask its anly questiolns
they lly choose to in regard to olbjctions
that llla be raiseld by intended custoLmers.

"Among the instructions we give are the
methods of apIproaching ol anld introducing
the lultsin e i ll lannnnelr thall:t will attract it
Iperson's illnterest and gain his conll(idencel .
T'iat ounce done, it is anl ety Imatter for tile
clever agent to complete the sale, even i thle
t c rt is valueless and is selling for three t imes
the mrice it shouhld.

'TIn te i llstruct all agetnts to avoidl dis-
cussing politics or religiolt lod to acquietce
ill lpropositions lad do y the victio whlen
such acquiescence does not conllict with the
sale of the book. Whlen an agent engages ill
ai discussion with a Illnl and provokes him
into a quarrel, there is little hope of a sale
anlld some danger of being sulnomtly ejected
Sit hout a chance to explain tile book alnd its

solulpoled merits. The agent mulst learn tow
to talk elough and not to talk too itllch
This is a thing that it would Ira well for all
persons to learn, anlll the earlier they learn it
tho better it is.
"I as all agent for several year belfore 1

was promoted to the tpoition I ollt hold,
nd I know thle business fromt one end to tlh
other. After t mol has boen in the work
long enough to beCoto accutomLed to all
sorts of people and all kinds of treatment it
is quite an enjoyable life. The book agent is
his own oss anttd does not a ve to worlk when
he doesuo't feel lilke it. II he is industrtos
and understands his business he makes fairly
good wages and can afford to take a lay off
once ill twhile.
"The training a young mann acquires travel-

ing around with a prospectus tinder his arllo
is perhaps the most valuable for a businef s
life that he could get. It gives him olf cotl-
fidence iand can of mnlner without aIs•raolo
or entbanttssmet. lie gets a kolowldge of
hlumlla nature that is illo abtole aold to lrltS
to influence andconltrol his fellow beings.

"It takes a higher order of ability to sell
anlly kind of article by cauvoassinog thaoll fr
ano oltler businos. Thile •gent hla to soCoro
tile attelltioll of a manll ho doubtless looks
on him witth a species of oi rn, then he hito to
create a demandll forl hi goods and tholl clls
tile sale.

"Yes, ll agenlt has pltnty of alllluilg e-
periences, anl hle toon learnls to llyktllpll lifo
with an eye for the hlnorouo. lPeople will
resorl' to alll sts of deceptions to get rid of
al agoenlt.
"'The succes-fool agent must kecp hinlf
leat, but must avoid the extrene of htolling
too dudish or lhe will lose the respect of the
people, and thenl he might as well quit 1bui-

olt, A sale very often dcpends oil avery
little inattler. A soiled collar to It dtiltr-
ranged necktie will attract thl attention of l
lady tlld will prejoudice heIr against ato ag•o,
end it will be a difticuto ttinter ttrt tovro

that prejudice.

\tho lhave no idea of their ownll, and who
learn the speech and then deliver it ill t
onlotonous sing sonlg toe that would tire
at persol to death. As a generlal thilng tile
agent soal n ssunts a Inore natural tonl aoll
111111r, aId is soon able to talk fairly wtll
at randomlo , le either acquires this abiity
or has to quit the businlle for lack of bsuces.,

"I rellember onice, whenl makinlg it tall
tlhat was rather long, I was talking very rap-
idly and ill low tone to a lady soated by
my side. On the other side of tile room was
it young lady I learned wasoltmarlried, and that
her name was Clara. She inlterrupted ll•o te-
eral times, declaring that I talked faster than
any o1 she e0ver0 heard speaking, and that
sho could lot ulnderotand one w-olrd o sbid. 1
astred hol, that I did ilot care if slo eouhl
not unlllderstand, as I was inot showing tie
book to her. The interruptions resulted in
preventing a sale, or at least I did not nake
the sale, 0and I laid my misfortune at the
door of the young married woman. Several
dayo after, as I was possingill rrot of atl-
other ilolle, I saw COlara, her husband ato
seVelol others ctteod on a porch near thIe
idewalolk.
"Before I reached the house she made some

rellrk about a 'book agent,' and the others
looked down l ly way and smiled. I saw nmy
chance and I eagerly seized it. Just as I

pasned the porch and ts all their eyes were
on me I tipped my hat and said: 'Gold morn-
ilg, Clana.' You should have seen her face
as well as her husband's just then. She could
not claim that sloe had never seen me before,
as she had just been telling them something
about me-probably how fast I could talk.
I have all idea that she had me diffulty in
explaining to her husband just how a book
agent should know her given name and
should be so intimate with her. Perhapsit
was an unjust advantage, but I thought she
had prevented my making a sale and I had
no compassion in my heart."--Chicago Timnes
