flee. wdihnl Illou, the venerable pastor

eoeritus of Ithpedale parish, who died at
Milford, Mass., tile other day, was in many
respects ti remnarkahle man. lu e was bornt
ina ih3, had "religious experiences" at it
years nf age, joined the Chureh of Christ
at 12, and tbecar a minister at 18. lie
soon lost standing because of his rejection
of the doctrine of eternal punishment anil
went over to the Utirversalists. Ils on-
trovelsiawrl witings created a schism, ant
ia 1842 lie, wit two othera, established at
llopedrale the "Conmnnitity," an attempt
to pactically ex emplify Christian com-
lllnis, literally prcticing tile Ten Corm-
Olllldtlelts. Thi coathinoed with ar-

ing succsrs, Mr. Iuallar being spiritual
leader un itl 1850, lwhet joint property own.
elship was abandoned, the effects sold and
proceeds divided. The "Christian parish'"
was orgalnized with Mr. Balloau ia pastor,
which relation he held until April 23, 1880,
when, on his 77th birtlhday, he rclinqoish-
cd active parish work to yaouger hands.
