One of the best descriptions we have read
of any of the racing meetings are those writ-
ten to the Ilreeder'l s ;az f te by 'Mr. M. T.
Grattan, of Preston, Minn., who it will be
remembered was the official starter for the
Montana Circuit this year.

HELD UP A HELENA STAGE.

Arrest of Charles Warfield in Butte fora StagJe
Robbery in '84.

thIas a sea-altion was ca"tised in Butte Sat-
urday evening by the arrest of Charles War-
fietl, an old titer, ton the charge of holding
up the Iulte tIaind Jilc a stage coach in tbh
fall of 0IM4. At 4 o'clock Saturday afternoon
he wat standing on the steps of the Crystal
gambling salo•nt, att t o t:ornr of Maio atnt
Park strehto!, thllho United States Marshal
Wm. F. F'ray oteppe.ld up to him. "Is your
name Charhos Varliehl "Yes," wats the
reply. "Thell cosider yourself under ar-
rest." Warlelol oitierdl no r:esitance and
owas etcortle lio the coutyo jail. On tlle way
hoe asked th cause of his arrest aond tlt .ar-
lal i uformed him that tllie would be infornwd
of that liter on.
The history of ithe event ftor which Waor-
fiehl was arreIvdi is as follow.: One day the
latter part of November, Itsi, tio tfelena
and Boulder coach was making its regular
trip from Hel-nal to Boulder. Jno t after the
stage passed Beaverton it was held up by
masked menl, wltote obloject wa.c to rescue
Con Moturphy :ta others of the Etdmondson
gang, who were to tbe tried illn Jefilrson
county for ntllleroous crinlos. At the tin:.)
W. t). (Cam'llru, now of Park connlty, wa
thel iriflof MIeagher county. Woarlield was
one of Eldmondsoo'o lioeutenantt, andi Camt-
ron had a warrant for iris arrest for a crime
comnlitted ill Meagher county. Iearntin
that his Oman wtas in oefftrson county, the
osherif f pruceseled there anti soon spotted
hiln. lie learned ann that arfiel anll tI his
partnors would atttelpt to rescue Con Mur.
phy oin tie road between Helena and loul-
ter, so he nottiliel the sheriff of ,ewis and
Clarkk e vOounty of the fact, suggesting that
another tlay thIthe one intelnded ho selectedt
oni which to take thle ptioner over. This
warningo the, sheritf hlteded. Cameron then
secured tile aid of Delputy SheritffTom Mur-
ray, of Boulder, and the two drove in a buggy
to Jeft•rson City to wait for the stage, be-
lievilg that Warfiell and tio gang would
wait along the road for it.
The staget , which it was expected woukt be

held up, coutained a number of Helena law-
yers. Beside .ludgto Woado, then Chief Jus-
tice, there were VWarren Toole, Judge
Cht umsero, Massena Bullard, W. 1E. Cullet,
T. IH. Carter, Attorney General Johnston,
John Shoeber and others. The lawyers were
ordered to hold up their hands and get out,
which they did. Murphy or Edmundsou
not being aboard, the passengers were not
molested and they were ordered to move on.
Just then tMr. Cameron came upon thie scene.
A tight ensued and eight shots were fired.
Cameron sustained a severe wound inl the
abdomen, from which he afterwards recov-
ered. The mask of Warfleld fell off and
Cameron recognized him. Since then War-
field has made himself scarce. tMr. Cameron
was il Butte a short time since and saw him,
and hence the arrest. Warfield has been In
Butte for the last two years; has a wife and
one child. if is preliminary examination has
been set for next Tuesday at 2 p. m.

"A MATCHLESS EXHIBIT,"

A Missoula Banking House Which Figures in
the Roll of linor.

Under the heading of a "Matchless Ex-
hibit," Rhodes' Journal eof Banting publishes
a list of 239 national banks in the United
States whose surplus and undivided profits
exceed their capital. Commenting on this
list, now published for the first time, the
Jouro-a says:
"TIte showing hero made is one to which

every American may turn with pride-no
parallel to it can be found in any other land
or period of time. A study of the figures
given will reveal constant surprises-institu-
tions away out on the plains and in the new
States, both west and south, will be found,
all at once, near the top in rank-fast 'tread.
ing upon the heels' of Eastern banks whose
positions have up to this time been uncono
tested."

The banks in the list are arranged accord.
ing to rank in point of surplus, the rank
being determined by the proportion of sur-
plus and undivided profits to capital, eon
penses deducted, or the dividing power per
share. First on the list come the Chemical
National and First National of New York;
then follows as third the First National of
Butte, Montana. The flfth is the First Na-
tional of Walla Walla, Wash., and the next
Northwestern bank is the First National of
Missoula, Mont., which occupies the rank
number 01, and is owned by Mr E.L. Boner
and his partner. Number 68 Is the Second
National of St. Paul; number 91 is the First
National of Portland, Oregon ; number 118 is
the Second National of Winona, Mina.;
numbr 140 is the First National of Miles
City, Mont.; number 170 is the First Na-
tional of Helena, Mont. The Tacoma Na-
tional of Tacoma, Wash., appears further
down the list, and It also inoludes banks at
Dillon, Mont., Deadwood and Rapid City,
S. D., and Baker City, Oregon. These 230
national banks, out of 3310 in all, may be
said to form the banking roll of honor.
