After declining nanoy ofeors fnrlt vari-
ous points, Dr. Allen was inducaed by the
late Professor Daniel lBrinard to accept
the position at Rush ildeticnl college
which he held up to hls death. In hIs pro-
fesslon Dr. Allen ranked alnost from tlhe
start with the foremost, andl he received
many of its highest thonors. The doctor
was a permanent r ember of the American
Medical association, and in January, 1859,
was elected president of the State lMedical
eocletyof Michigan. lie was also a Free-
mason of high standing.

Among the mass of professional papers
written by Dr. Allen none has perhaps at-
tracted wider attention than that upon
the "Mechanism of Nervous Action," for
which the claim is made that it o nte--
dates works by Marshall Ioall and other
dlstlnguiseed physiiologists. Dr. Allen also
gained hrge renown by his frequent con-
nection with eases in the courts involving
questions in medical jurisprudance.

At ight of the newly mar-
ried pair and the loe they bear each other
the convict is deterred by moral conseious-
ness frna his criminal purpose. Even
when by stabbing the couple ire might
avoid falling into the hands of those sent
to arrest him, he prefers to he taken and
sent to the gallows for the murder of the
maid sereant rather than plunge his knife
into twosuchloving andenaocent hearts.
The play, intensely therilling, is as moral ie
tone as it is artistic in style and treet-
ment, and the wonder remains that a pra-
duetion so high minded should, as it wane,
hate been found among rejected pieces in
the waste basket of another manager.

fulof lemon juice, and one cupful and a
half of cold water. Measure the tapioca
and turn it on the aoaldingboard. Crush
t as fine as possible withw the rolling pin.
Now wash it and soak it in the cupful
and a halfof cold water for three
hours or longer--bettcer over night if
there ib time. Put the soaked tapioca
in a doale boiler and cook it until it is
perfectly clear. Ilf t as been soaked over
night it will cook in half an hour, but if

the tapioca is clear add the sugar, salt ad
lemon, then take the dish from the fire d
stir in the rasplberries. Rinse a bol With
cold water and pour the puddnlag int it.
Set away to cool. At serving time turn
out the pudding on a flat dish and sur-
roied it with whipped cream, or It may be
seeved with plain creat.

A Sure CuLe or the Carpet ling.
The following recipe is invaluable, ac-

cordlng to The Weomn's World. for it is
curo death to the varpet bug or buffalo
moth: One ounce of alum, one ounce of
chloride inc, three ounces of salt. Mix
with two quarts of water and let it stand
over night In a covered vessel. In lhe
morning pour it carefully into another
vessel so that all sediments may be left be-
hind. Dilute this with two quarts of wa-
ter and apply iy sprinkling the edges of
the carpet for the distance of afoot from
the wall. This is all that is necessary.
They will leave boxes, beds and any other
resort which has been sprinkled with the
solution on theshortest possible notice, and
nothing will be injured In texthe or color.
