Allies of Crime.

In the month of June some thousandsof young lawyers were graduated in the
various law schools of the country.
Nearly all of them began to practice in
some shape at once.

Just before the time for the gradua-
tion proceedings at the schools the
court of appeal of New York state was
pronouncing a decision which should
have been read carefully by all these
young lawyers, and by their older breth-
ren as well.

The decision was in the case of a mur-
derer who had been convicted two
years before and condemned to death.
The case had been twice brought before
the supreme court of the United States,
and three tisues before the court of ap-
peal of the state of New York.

The court of appeal, as the result of
this third resort to it in the case of a
man long before condemned to death,
denied the motion for a rehearing, and
rebuked the means which had been used
to prevent tihe original sentence from
being carried out.

The court declared that when every
opportunity had been given to an ac-
cused person to make his defense, and
his conviction had been confirmed by
the highest court. tie contest should be
at an end. The forms of law should not
be used to subvert tihe law.
"It ought to be a subject of inquiry,"

the court said, "whether attorneys and
coniselio rs by vexatious proceedings
can be come the allies of the criminal
classes aln the foes of organized society
with', ut expo.-ing tlhemelves to the dis-
ciis iarvy I,••vers of the •'ipreme court."

It is hopedI t that this warning will not
be lost upon lawyers to whom the chief
use of the law is to defeat the law.-
