Building operations in Butte will foot
up nearly $2,000,000 this year.

A crazy man attempted to hang him-
self in Great Falls, Monday. He took a
piece of wire and a tree box as his in-
struments of self-destruction. He came
from Butte.

The safe of the Montana Lumber and
Commission company, of Bozeman, was
ilown open and badly mutillated by bur-
glars, Friday night. They got very little
for their pains, the haul amounting to
about $6.

Owing to the fact that Messrs. Farrell
and Madgeon, of the Parrot, have not
arrived at Butte, the smoke committee
had no progress and no meeting was held
last Friday. In the meantime the smoke
nuisance is growing worse daily.

William Knox, the murderer of George
Searles, who was found guilty of murder
in the second degree in the district court
of Missoula county, last Wednesdtay, was
sentenced to ten years in the state peni-
tentiary at Deer Lodge, Saturday.

John L. Burns, of Red Lodge, was in
Glendive Sunday to meet a government
attorney who is here to take testimony in
the case of _Mr. Burns against the gov-
ernment for horses stolen by the Indians
ten years ago. It will be remembered
by old-timers that the loss at the time
nearly broke Mr. Burns.

A proposition to bond Park county in
a sum not to exceed $75,000 will be sub-
mitted to a vote of the people this fall.
The money is to be used in constructing
a county court house. The board of Park
county commissioners decided upon this
course at the urgent request of a large
number of taxpayers of each political

persuasion.

We learn from the Castle Reporterthat
P. S. Smith, formerly a merchant at La-
vina, is now languishing behind the bars
of the Lewistown jail for holding up the
Ubet and Billings coach. Mr. Smith had
negotiated for J. W. Cory's store at Cas-
tle, having sold out at Lavina, giving his
note for the same, but since the arrest
Mr. Cory has recovered his property and
returned thie notes.

Dr. Warmsley, of Choteau, Montana is t
the possessor of a rare relic of old times b
in this state. It is a section of a buffalo's
spine pierced squarely through the cen-
ter by an iron arrow head, which he

picked up on the range near the line of
the Great Northern road. The arrow
head is of Indian manufacture, and is t
imbedded in the bone, piercing through C
the center and the point coming out on
the other side. The Indian who shot it h
must have been "a heap big warrior"
and drew a powerful bow.

John Schwartz and Joseph Park were
arrested in Miles City, Tuesday, on com- t
plaint of a deputy United States Marshal 0

from Wyoming, as cattle rustlers from
that state accused of murder and of
stealing cattle. The men denied that
they were the parties wanted, but the 1
oflicer was quite sure of their identity.
The accused, when arrested, were just in
the act of saddling their horses and go-
ing out to Montana City, where they had
a band of 800 head of cattle. The Wyo-
ming otlicer went out there, and to make
sure he was right, wired the brands to
Wyoming parties. It is understood that
there are two more men connected with
the affair, who are supposed to be in the
vicinity of iHelena. Schwartz and Park-
have since been released on habeas cor-

pus.

Capt. Joseph II. Clarke, the son of the
famous explorer, Capt.William H. Clarke,
after whom this county derived part of
its name, is a visitor in Helena, accompa-
nied by his wife, the guests of ex-Gov-
ernor and Mrs. Samuel T. Hlauser. Cap-
tain Clarke is SO years old, butt despite
this lie is a robust looking man, won to
all atppearances has many more years to
live yet. At his home on the Big Muddy
at St. Louis he has all the correspondence
thatt passed between his father and Pres-
ident Jefferson and Madison during the
former's explorations of the great West,
and amlong the nmany letters are some of
a very interesting character. One espe-
cially he values very highly is a letter of
credit issued by President Jefferson, au-
thorizing the treasurer of the United
States and all other officers, as well as
foreign governments, to extend to Cap-
tain Clarke unlimited credit, and assures
them that the United States will stand
good for all his financial engagements.
Captain and Mrs. Clarke will remain in
this city several days, taking in the sights
of the city and the surrounding country.

WRECKED BY TRAIN ROBBERS.

A Devilish Deed Ends in Terrible Results
on the Topeka & Santa Fe Road.

KANSAS CITY, Sept. 21.- Passenger
train No. 8, on the Atchison, Topeka &
Santa Fe road, east bound, was wrecked
early this morning three miles west of
Osage City, by train robbers, who hoped
to plunder the express car of a million
dollars whichlwas being transported from
the City of Mexico to Boston for the
'Mexican Central railroad. A wrecked
train, four men killed and 35 men,women
and children injured are the only results
of the attempted robbery. The robbers
stole tools from the section house at Bar-
clay, three miles west of the scene of
the wreck. apd removed the fish-plate
which joinedt the rails together. The
robbers selected the top of a grade, go-
ing up which the train would be likely
to slow down, lessening the chances of
so badly wrecking the train as to bury
beneath the debris the treasure they
were seeking. Their precautions were
unavailing, as everything they sought to
avoid occurred. When the train reached
the spot the engine left the track and
most of the cars followed it, piling up
one on another and making an awful
wreck. The express car was buried so
that it required two hours of digging to
get at it. Fortunately, although the en-
gine was at the bottom of the pile of
debris, it didn't catch fire, and thus an
awful horror was averted, as the many
injured would, in that event, have per-
ished before rescuers could reach them.

General Manager Robinson, of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe road, has
offered a reward of $1,000 for the arrest
of each of the men implicated in wreck-
ing the train. Major Leelly. live stock
agent of the road, was on the wrecked
train, and says he secured the treasure
box from deep under the wreckage and
delivered it to the Topeka agent of the
Wells-Fargo Express.

BERGMANN, THE ANARCHIST.

He is Found Guilty of Attempted Murder
and Given Twenty-two Years.

PITTSBURG, Sept. 19.-Alexander Berg-
man, the anarchist.who tried to kill H. C.
Frick, was placed on trial in the crimi-
nal court this morning. Bergmann con-
ducted his own case and plead not guilty.
Frick took the stand and testified to the
facts of the attempted assassination, as
already told in the dispatches. This evi-
dence was corroborated byVice-Chairman
Leishman. the only witness of theassault,
and Dr. Litchfield described the nature
of Frick's wounds. Bergmann was per-
fectly cool during the progress of the
trial.

At the conclusion of the testimony for
the state Bergmann refused'to be sworn,
but read a long statement in his own de-
fense, declaring his act the outgrowth of
the oppression of labor by capital, assert-
ing that the end of the struggle between
them was near with the result of the
freedom of labor. His reason for shoot-
ing Frick was to rid the earth of an
oppressor of workmen. The judge had
finally to limit him as to time and cut off
his discourse. The jury returned a ver-
dict of guilty without leaving their seats.
When sentenced, Bergmann said he did
not expect justice and did not get it.

Bergmann was found guilty, and sen-
tenced to 21 years in the penitentiary and
one year in the workhouse.
