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AN OBJECT LESSON.

The people of Kansas City, Missouri,
are to have an object lesson in the duties
of the citizen. Instead of a poll tax, the
statutes prescribe a fine of $2.50 for fail-
ure to vote. The city attorney of Kansas
City has taken the law at its word and
has commenced action against B. P.
Whipple, a prominent capitalist, as a
starter. It is estimated that 18,000 men
failed to vote in Kansas City at the No-
vember election. At $2.50 each the city
would net $45,000-a purse worth work-
ing for. It is the Missouri theory that a
man who can vote and won't vote should
assist in liquidating any damages that
his failure to do his duty as a citizen
may entail. As the very men who neg-
lect to vote are, as a rule, men who would
cast an intelligent ballot, Missouri is not
far from the right track in attempting to
make it an object for them to march up
to the polls like good, loyal American
citizens.

FULL OF UNCERTAINTY.

The World's fair may yet turn out to
be a bad egg for Chicago. Congress will
either pass a bill prohibiting immigration
on account of cholera, or it will not. If
the bill passes, Europe will be practically
shut out. If the bill does not pass, and
cholera affects a landing, the people even
of this country will not dare to go near
that city, for fear of the pest. As for
the citizens of Chicago, they are doomed
to utter rout any way. If cholera comes
with the European contingent the people
of Chicago will have to move out. But
if cholera does not attend the fair, the
65,000,000 people of the United States
will be there, and there are mighty few
of them that have not a Chicago relative.
The problem which the average Chicago
family is now studying is, whether it is
better to endure a stream of relatives for
a year, with hired girls at $15 per week;
or end the pangs of existence with a
cholera germ.

'OT AMERICAN CITIZENS.

Over eighty, some say fully ninety, per
cent. of the Homestead workers are not
American citizens. -low, then, did they
come to be there? For several years,
now, iron men, railroad builders, coal
miners, coke burners and such interests
have been importing labor from the most
destitute populations of Europe, to the
injury and exclusion of American labor,
and the voluntary immigration from the
skilled or self-respecting labor of the
Old World. And these turbulent and
lawless scenes from the Mollie 3laguires
down to the violence of these imported
men?'in the coal, iron and coke regions of
the country. are from those contract im-
portations almost exclusively. We have
no bowels of compassion for these men.
For mercenary ends they have brought
these masses to compete with and drive
out the legitimate labor of the country,
and they have to pay the penalty. The
trouble is, these men can be dangerous
in the hands of the enemies of capital,
as capital has made them dangerous to
the legitimate labor of the country.

A STAGGERING LOAD.

The burden of pensions has become a
staggering load to the nation. When,
years ago, the annual appropriations for
this purpose had been brought up to
$50,000,000, the sincere and zealous ad-
vocates of liberality in pension legisla-
tion, the true friends of deserving
soldiers, said that the limit had been
reached. The law provided amply for
the wounded soldier, for the soldier who
was helpless by reason of disease con-
tracted in the army, and for the widow
and orphans of him who was killed in
battle. Under new laws which extend
the bounty of the government beyond all
precedent, in this country or any other
nation, pensions now amount to more
than $150,000,000, and it is estimated that
for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1894,
the aggregate will be $186,000,000! Hon
W. W. Dudley, commissioner of pensions
in 1882, publicly declared that in his
opinion 25 per cent. of the pensions had
been fraudulently obtained, and at that
time the annual aggregate was only $61,-
000,000. If that was true then, how much
of the total appropriation under more
liberal and more lax laws now goes to the
undeserving? Is it less than $100,000,000?
Not only has the government's generosity
been misapplied by stretching the pen-
sion system beyond legitimate limits, but
abuses have grown up which make per-
jury and subornation common crimes
in every community. There comes from
the people--and this term includes the
soldiers who bore the battle-a demand,
loud and deep, for reform. The saw
should be applied to the branches of this
top-heavy tree as soon as possible. De-
lay will involve the danger of a popular
onslaught which may end in putting the
ax to the roots. This no thoughtful, pa-
triotic citizen desires orwill tolerate-if
it can be avoided.

The pension question rises above and
spreads beyond party lines. The duty of
the hour is to deal with it in a non-parti-
san, prudent and determined manner.
No Republican in congress can afford to
play the role of obstructionist if a wise

and practicable plan of reducing pen-
sions shall be presented next year by
the Democrats. Party expediency, as
well as a just regard for the general
welfare, requires the Republican side of
congress to co-operate with the majority
to relieve the people of the gigantic and
monstrous burden of gratuities granted
as pensions.

TIlE SITUATION IN FRANCE.

A revolution is a prospective issue of
the present trouble in France arising
from the Panama scandal. Riot has al-
ways been the French method of righting
wrongs, ansd the temperament of the
people has not changed during the
twenty-two years of a so-called republic.
All that France requires to produce a
revolution is a cause of discontent, a
leader, the M3arsellaise hymn sung in
the streets, a pistol shot, and the whole
fabric of her government is changed.
There is a factor wanting, however, in
the present crisis, and that factor is a
leader to arouse the fervor of that very
fervid race.

The gigantic fraud which has brought
the republic into disrepute and caused
the principles of republicanism to be di-
rectly charged with the crimes which
affect so many individuals is a sufficient
excuse for raising the war cry. Added
to this, taxes are very high and millions
are spent in the support of the most
formidable army in Europe, while pros-
perity among the people has not been
commensurate with the expenses of go"-
ernment, and soon the old cry, "Bread or
blood!" will be heard in the streets of
Paris.

In this situation all eyes are turned to
the leaders of the two great factions, the
Royalists and the Bonapartists. But alas
for France, the representatives of these
two forces are pigmies. Had the young
Prince Imperial, who lost his life fight-
ing the Zulus in Africa, only lived, the
restoration of the Bonapartists would
have been accomplished long before this,
for France can be aroused to enthusiasm
by the magic of a name.

Carnot is on the alert, the army leaders
are supposed to be in sympathy with the
republic and martial law may soon be
declared.

"TWVO OLI)-FASHIONED VIRTUES."

The following is taken from an article

by Washington Gladden, in the Century
magazine for December:

"Let me say, in closing, that the growth
of pauperism, if not of poverty, secmn
to be due in part to the decay of two old-
fashioned social virtues. One of these
is familyaffection. The individualism of
the last half century has weakened the
family bond. There has been so much
talk of men's rights and women's right:
and children's rights, that the mutual
and reciprocal duties and obligations of
the family have come to be undervalued.
Families do not cling together so closely
as once they did; esprit de fillle if
wanting. For this reason many persons
who ought to be cared for by their own
kindred become a charge upon the pub-
lic. This tendency ought in every way
to be rebuked and resisted. The shame
of permitting one's flesh and blood to be
come paupers ought to be brought home
to every man and womlan who thus caste

off natural obligations. All public au-
thorities and charitable visitors should
enforce upon such delinquents the scrip-
tural judgment: "If any provideth not
for his own, and specially his own house-
hold, he hath denied the faith, and is
worse than an unbeliever."

The other old-fashioned virtue to
which I referred is the manly independ
ence which is the substratum of all sound
character. Why this virtue is decaying,
there is no time now to inquire. But one
of two causes are not remote. The first
of these is the habit of regarding public
office not as a service to be rendered, but
as a bounty to be dispensed. The mental
attitude of most office-seekers is one of
mendicancy. The spoils system is built
upon this view of office. It is evident
that there is a large class of influential
persons who wish to be dependents upon
the public. Dependence is thus made
respectable. This sentiment diffused
through society affects its lowest circles,
and makes it a little easier, down there,
for a man to become a dependent upon
the public treasury.

There is another explanation which I
would not venture to offer as based upon
my own opinion. But I heard, not long
ago, these words from the lips of a brave
soldier of the Union army--a man whose
patriotism and devotion to that army no
one who knows him will venture to dis-
pute: "The one great cause of the in-
crease of able-bodied paupers during
the past few years is the lavish bestowal
of pensions. And this extravagance," he
went on, "is not so much to be charged
upon the old soldiers as upon the dema-
gogues and pension agents who have
pushed these schemes for their own ag-
grandizement." 1 will add not one word
of comment; I was not a soldier. Not
shall I reveal the name of my friend; I
do not wish to expose him to a torrent of
abuse. To whatever cause the decay o
independence may be attributed, the lost
is a very serious one: and those who labeo
for the removal of the evils of povert-
and pauperism may well remember tha
the foundation of all sound social struc
ture is the sentiment of self-help, ant
the just pride that would rather live
upon a crust honestly earned, than feast
as a dependent, on any man's bounty,"

CAPITAL GOSSIP.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 28, 1892.
Hidden away among the archives of

the treasury department is a curious vol-
ume which few people have ever looked
into. Though nothing more nor less
than a scrap book, it is filled from cover
to cover with money. Altogether it
holds not less than $200,000. The con-
tents are real currency of legitimate
issue, and yet the whole of it would not
be accepted to-day in payment for a bag
of flour or a box of soap. This is be-
cause Confederate notes and bonds--for
such compose the election described-
are worth at present nothing more than
their value as waste paper, save in so
far as certain specimens are in demand
by collectors. Looking over this curious
scrap book one notices that each note is
actually signed in pen and ink with the
names of the treasurer and register of
the treasury-. the serial numbers being
put on in like manner. This was accom-
plished by employing clerks to sign for
those oflicials. They were arranged to
work in pairs, one signing for the treas-
urer and the other for the register. The
numbers were added by a third person.
At the beginning this labor was per-
formed by men, but they were in such
demand for fighting purposes on the bat-
tle fields that women were substituted
later on. Altogether, 244 women and 688
men were engaged in this task during
the war. They did the signing and num-
bering af the notes by sheets, which
which were afterward cut up.

At the beginning of hostilities this
Confederate paper money was current in
the South at par. It soon began to de-
preciate, however, and by 1863 its market
value had fallen to about 50 per cent.
Toward the close of the war it was worth
so little that those who handled it had
actually to be millionaires in order to
live at all. Milk cost $40 a quart, and in
one recorded instance a Southerner with
a fair appetite paid $105 for a very mod-
est lunch at a restaurant--such a meal as
one could now get for about 25 cents in
Wa:shington. At the fall of the Confed-
eracy the currency passed for only one
cent and a fraction on the dollar.

As a rule the postoffice department is
opposed to lotteries of every kind. Once
a year, however, the official sanction of
the department is given to a lottery,
though it is not called by that name. It
is known as the annual auction sale of
articles accumulated in the dead letter
office. The s-le for the present year
took place a few days ago. The articles
are neatly wrapped in brown paper pack-
ages, and the catalogues furnished pros-
pective purchasers in the auction room
aim to describe in a brief and general
manner the character of every article
found in the packages. The articles
themselves are not exposed to the public
gaze. It is well known, however, that
they are not of a valuable character, and
yet the announcement of the auction is
sufficient to throng the place of sale with
anl eager and interested crowd, composed
mostly of women. The auctioneer finds
no ditticulty in disposing of the goods as
fast as he can talk, and about $4,000 is,
as a rule, realized from these annual
sales. The prices obtained seem to vary
with the description given in the cata-
logue, and also with the size of package
held up to view by the auctioneer. Some
of the packages are knocked down for
15 or 20 cents, while for others the com-
petition becomes so lively that the bids
sometimes go as high as a dollar.

The $75,000 paid by the Chilian gov-
erneunt as settlement in full for all
claims arising out of the Baltimore affair
at Valparaiso, were covered into the sub-
treasury at New York a few days ago.
The draft for this sum was brought to
this country by Minister Egan in October
last. It was drawn on the Bank of
Fr atoe, and called for payment 30 days
from the date of presentation. The gov-
ernment negotiated its collection through
a banking house in New York, and the
proceeds have just been received. These
necessary preliminaries having been per-
formed, and the money being now in the
actual possession of the government,
arrangements will be made as speedily as
possible for its equitable distribution to
those forwhom it is intended--the vic-
timsof the episode or their beneficiaries.

Ex-Secretary of State Blaine continues
in a very precarious state of health. He
has recently had several alarming re-
lapses, and it is probable that he is grad-
ually sinkinking. It is difficult to ascertain
his actual condition, as no very definite
information is given the public, but it is
generally believed that the great states-
man is very near to death. His physi-
cians no longerjspeak of the possibility
of his recovery, but say he may live sev-
eral weeks. On the other hand, it is
feared that death may occur at any time.

The capital is quite gay in this holiday
season, and everything and everybody
assumes the glad cheer of the prevalent
Christmas spirit. Congress-or a portion
thereof-has gone home for the holidays,
and will not return until January 4, and
politics is banished for the time from the
lips of men.

THE STATE TEACHERS.

i A Very Decided Majority in Favor of One

Great University.

MIiSSOULA, Dec. 28.-At to-day's session
of the state teachers' association the
question of the advisability of consoli-
I dation of all state educational institu-

tions came up this afternoon. Prof.
Templeton was assigned to open the dis-
cussion on the subject and state the
relation of normal schools to a state uni-
versity. He argued that a normal school
r should be classed with other state insti-

tutions and located at the same place.
President Reid, of the College of Mon-
tana, took the same position. The only
opposition came from Prof. Riley, of
Butte; J. M. Simpson, of Deer Lodge,s and M. D. Leehey, of Butte.

President Steere, of Dillon, delivered
the annual address, taking as his subject,
"Better Education and How it May be

Secured." He compared education in
the United States and Europe, and made
a point in favor of compulsory education.
More money should be supplied and
longer time be given. Teachers should
have paid ins.ructors. Higher qualifica-
tions and progressive certificates should
be demanded of teachers. He held that
female teachers should receive the same
pay as males when they held the same
grade of certificates and performed the
same duties. Provision should be made
for city superintendents, and county and
state superintendents should have special
qualifications other than political influ-
ence.

President Steere was followed by Prof.
A. G. II. Frazer, of Deer Lodge, on the
subject. "The Claims of the Classics."
He advocated at length a close study of
the classics. Throughout the history of
the past man's nature has been essen-
tially the same. The same questions
have agitated the people, though perhaps
in a less complex form, thus giving a
better opportunity for their study. The
study of the classics gave an opportunity
to better understand and compare the
different types of character in the human
family.

The discussion that followed was inter-
esting and instructive. Wm. M. Weeks,
of Miles City, took a rather different
view of the subject. He thought that
Prof. Frazer magnified things somewhat;
that while admitting a classical education
in many respects a good adjunct to a
higher education, it is not a necessity.

At the close of the discussion commit-
tees were appointed. The committee on
resolutions is composed of Prof. A. L.
Stone, of Anaconda; Prof. J. C. Mahoney.
of Silver Star, and Prof. IH. C. Ostein, of
Livingston.

RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION.

Over Four Thousand Miles unilt During
the Past Twelve Months.

ST. PAUL. Dec. 23.-Statistics of rail-
way construction duoing 1892 will be
the subject of an article in an issue of
The Railway Age. It shows that during
the twelve months the total length of
main track laid in the United States
was 4,062 miles, on 269 lines, in 43 of the
states and territories. This is about 400
miles less than the total in 1891. The
only states in which no track was laid
are Vermont, Rhode Island,Connecticut.
Delaware and Nevada. The total rail-
way mileage of the United States is
now 174,6ti6• miles, The states in which
the greatest mileage was laid during
the present year are as follows: Wasik-
ington, 420.73 miles; Pennsylvania,
256.94; New York, 236.32; Michigan,
220.l4; Texas, 211.23; West Virginia.
203.94; Minnesota, 200.27; Ohio, 197.15;
Missouri, 197 13

MERRYMAKERS DROWNED.

Ten Lives Lost by the Capiinleg of a

Pleasure YTcht.

SYDNEY, N. S. W., Dec. 27.-A sad
accident occurred here during the day
to a party of merrymakers, resulting in
the death of ten of them. The owner
of a yacht made up a party of his
friends to take a sail and twenty-three
persons accepted the invitation. All
went well and all on board were enjoy-
ing themselves until the mouth of the
harbor was reached. Here a severe
squall struck the yacht and capsized it.
Vessels in the vicinity succeeded in
picking up thirteen persons who were
struggling in the water, but ten of the
party were not seen after the yacht
turned over.
